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Dear philatelic friends. 

The summer period is just 
around the corner – which 
for many stamp collectors 
means that outdoor acti-
vities will dominate and 
stamps have to wait pa-
tiently until the beginning 
of the autumn season. 

It was a real pleasure to meet so many dele-
gates at the recent FEPA Congress in Opatija, 
where 32 out of 42 Federations were repre-
sented in person or by proxy. 

At page 33 – 38 you will find the minutes of the 
Congress – and here you can get a feeling of 
what was discussed and decided. 

One of the tasks on the board’s program for the 
present year is to update our Statues – the 
actual Statutes have stayed unchanged since the 
Congress in Amsterdam in 2002. This task is 
part of good housekeeping – it is important from 
time to time to allocate resources to admi-
nistrative matters just to make sure that the 
statutes are kept up to date – despite the fact 
that changes - small or larger will in no way 
contribute to our common and primary task: “To 
take philately forward”. 

Two delegates underlined clearly at the congress 
that it was important that the board allocated 
sufficient resources to generating new initiatives 
which support philately in general but also more 
specifically support individual member fede-
rations in developing philately locally.  

This Congress was the eleventh that I have 
attended and I remember that the phrase 
“United Europe” has been used or discussed at a 
huge majority of these annual meetings. 

Since the Congress in Opatija I have reflected on 
what each of us means when using this phrase 
to explain that we are not united today? 

A strict definition of “united” might be that we 
want to reach a position where we always speak 
with one loud and clear voice - all decisions are 
taken by a majority – and expressed centrally 
with one voice. Is that what we mean? NO! It 
can’t be.  

The Philatelic World: The collectors - the Local 
clubs – regional collaborations – the National 
Federations – the Continental Federations and 
FIP as the international body in the top covering 
the organised philately as a whole - is organised 
in a shape of a pyramid with each level having a 
specific but generic focus and structure. 

On the ground floor of the pyramid is a 
countless number of individual members. Stamp 
collectors and exhibitors form a solid base for 
the whole pyramid. 

These countless numbers of collectors have 
elected their representatives on the boards and 
committees of their local clubs through a 
democratic process – and this model continues 
further up in the pyramid. 

The national federations are on the third level. 
Here, the number of players is reduced to about 
90 – the national federations that are members 
of FIP and of one of the Continental Federations. 

Next to the top level – the number of players is 
reduced to 3 – the 3 Continental Federations. 

It is very important that we are able to maintain 
a structure that makes it possible to optimise 
the enormous amount of resources invested on 
all levels for the benefit of philately – a model 
where we respect the sovereignty of all the 
players in the philatelic pyramid. 

In this situation for FEPA “United” means that 42 
member federations have decided to work 
together to share their views and to learn from 
each other and, where possible, to act together. 
We all respect the sovereignty of each individual 
federation and we decide from case to case, 
which decisions are appropriate to take together. 

The revision of the FEPA Statutes will be made 
with this understanding of “united” in mind. 
 
This model gives us the flexibility to decide from 
case to case whether or not we want to vote or 
act in a united way – once we have decided, 
then it is an important part of the game to 
follow and respect the decision of the 
majority. 

I wish all of you a pleasant and healthy summer.

J'ai eu un réel plaisir de rencontrer autant de 
délégués au récent Congrès FEPA à Opatija 32 
des 42 fédérations étaient représentées en per-
sonne ou par procuration. 
 
A la page 33 - 38 vous trouverez le compte 
rendu du Congrès .Ici vous pouvez avoir une 
idée de ce qui a été discuté et décidé. 
 
L'une des tâches du programme du Conseil pour 
l'année en cours est de mettre à jour notre 
Statuts. Les Statuts présents ont resté inchangé 
depuis le Congrès d'Amsterdam 2002. Cette 
tâche fait partie de l'ordinaire ménage. Il est 
important de temps en temps d’allouer des 
ressources à des matières administratives  pour 
s'assurer que les Statuts sont actualisés., même 
si les changements - plus ou moins grands - en 
aucun cas signifie laisser notre tâche commune 
et plus important de «Mettre en avant la 
philatélie". 
 
Deux délégués ont souligné clairement lors du 
Congrès qu'il était important que le conseil 
alloue suffisamment de recours pour générer de 
nou-velles initiatives qui pourraient appuyé la 
philatélie en général, mais aussi plus par-
ticulièrement en soutenant les fédérations 
membres individuels dans le développement de 
la philatélie locale. 
 
Ce Congrès a été le numéro 11 que j'ai participé 
et je me souviens que l'expression «Europe 
unie» a été utilisé ou discuté lors d'une immense 
majorité de ces réunions annuelles. 
 
Depuis le Congrès à Opatija j'ai discuté avec 
«moi même» qu’est ce que ce que pour  chacun 
de nous, veut dire cette expression pour décrire 
que nous ne sommes pas unis aujourd'hui? 
 
Une définition stricte de «unie» pourrait être que 
nous voulons atteindre une position où nous 
parlons d'une voix claire et forte – une fois que 
toutes les décisions sont prises à la majorité - et 
que nous l’exprimons avec une seule voix. Est-
ce ce que nous entendons? NON! Ce n’est pas 
possible. 
 
 
 
 

Le monde philatélique: Les collectionneurs, les 
clubs locaux, les organisations régionales, les 
fédérations nationales, les fédérations conti-
nentales et  la FIP en tant qu'organe inter-
national dans le top couvrant la philatélie 
organisée dans son ensemble, est organisée en 
forme de pyramide, dont chaque étage ayant 
une attention particulière, mais avec une 
structure générique. 
 
Au rez-de-chaussée de la pyramide, un nombre 
incalculable de membres individuels de collec-
tionneurs de timbres / exposants, forment une 
base solide pour toute la pyramide. 
 
Ces innombrables collectionneurs ont élu, par 
voie démocratique, leurs représentants au sein 
du conseil d'administration des clubs locaux. Ce 
modèle continue dans la pyramide. 
 
Les fédérations nationales sont mis sur le 
troisième niveau. A ce niveau, le nombre de 
joueurs sont  réduites a au peu prés 90 - les 
fédérations nationales qui sont membres de la 
FIP et un de chaque Fédération de Continental.

Il est très important que nous sommes en 
mesure de maintenir une structure qui permet 
d'optimiser la quantité énorme de ressources 
investies à tous les niveaux pour le bénéfice de 
la philatélie. Un modèle où nous respectons la 
souveraineté de tous les acteurs de la pyramide 
philatélique.

Es war für mich eine Freude, so viele Delegierte 
am diesjährigen FEPA-Kongress in Opatija zu 
treffen, 32 von 42 Verbänden waren persönlich 
anwesend oder liessen sich vertreten.

Eine der Aufgaben des Vorstandes für das 
laufende Jahr ist, unsere Statuen zu 
überarbeiten – die aktuellen Statuten sind 
unverändert seit dem Kongress in Amsterdam 
2002.

Die Welt der Philatelie: Die Sammler – örtliche 
Vereine – regionale Vereinigungen – Nationale 
Verbände – Kontinentale Verbände und die FIP 
als oberstes Internationales Gremium der 
organisierten Philatelie als Ganzes – ist in der 

Form einer Pyramide aufgebaut wo jedes 
Stockwerk eine bestimmte Ausrichtung und 
Struktur hat. 
 
Im Erdgeschoss der Pyramide bildet die 
unzählige Anzahl der einzelnen Briefmar-
kensammler / Aussteller eine solide Basis der 
ganzen Pyramide. 
 
Diese grosse Anzahl von Sammlern haben über 
einen demokratischen Prozess ihre Vertreter in 
die Vorstände der örtlichen Vereine gewählt – 
dieses Modell setzt sich in der Pyramide weiter. 
 
Die nationalen Verbände sind im dritten 
Obergeschoss platziert. Auf dieser Ebene ist die 
Anzahl der „Spieler“ reduziert, App.90, – der 
Nationalen Verbände welche Mitglieder der FIP 
und eines Kontinentalverbandes sind. 
 
Af der zweitobersten Ebene ist die Anzahl der 
„Spieler“ auf drei reduziert – die drei Konti-
nentalverbände. 
 
Es ist sehr wichtig, dass wir fähig sind die 
Struktur aufrecht zu erhalten, welches es 
ermöglicht, die riesigen Mengen an Ressourcen 
auf allen Ebenen zum Wohle der Philatelie zu 
optimieren.

Between 12 and 17 September 2010, the 
Romanian Society of Maximaphily "Dr. Valeriu 
Neaga ", with headquarters in Bacau, organized

FEPA Certificate of Appreciation for the year 
2010 was awarded to the local philatelic club in 
Jihlava (Iglau in German) at the 27th FEPA 
Congress in Opatija, Croatia. It is a great honour 
not only for the philatelic club but for the Union 
of Czech Philatelists (SČF), too. 

Jihlava is a medieval silver-mining town in the 
Czech-Moravian highlands. It was the centre of 
social and cultural life of Czech, German and 
Jewish citizens for many years – till the end of 
World War II in 1945. 

The local philatelic club Nr. 06-40 was founded 
in 1965 and was - and still is - very active in 
organizing philatelic exhibitions (Fig. 1), com-
petitions for young philatelists (called Youth 
Philatelic Olympiades), annual stamp collectors 
meetings from the whole of the Czech Republic, 
and in publishing regular Jihlava Philatelist 
bulletin.

One of the most important events was the 2nd 
Czech-German Stamp Exhibition OSTROPA 
2003 (Fig. 2) held in cooperation with the local 
and regional governments, the Union of Czech 
Philatelists, the Czech-German Fund for the 
Furure, the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the 
Czech Republic and the Czech Post. The Exhi-
bition was a good occasion for meetings and 
talks of BDPh, VÖPh, and Czech and Slovak 
philatelic delegations. Planting the Tree of 
Czech-German Philatelic Friendship in the town 
park was the highlight of OSTROPA 2003. The 
event was one of many steps towards the 
Czech-German Treaty of Mutual Philatelic Co-
operation signed in October 2008 in Weiden/ 
Oberpfalz.

The twenty-fourth edition of Milanofil, the spring 
show at the Milan City Fair, took place in the 
same venue of Italia 76 and Italia 98, thanks to 
the engagement of Poste Italiane. Milanofil is 
one of the major recurrent philatelic events in 
Italy, together with Romafil, scheduled in Rome 
in the period October-November depending on 
the availability of the Palazzo dei Congressi and 
the two trade shows in Verona in May and in 
October/November. Exhibitions of national 
importance are held in other towns whenever 
local societies are able to set up suitable 
arrangements and find adequate sponsorships, 
like it happened recently in Venice.  
 
Milanofil 2011 was a clear success demonstrated 
by the number of visitors, the interest they 
showed for what on sale at the booths of the 
postal operators and the dealers, the level of the 
exhibits competing in the final round of the 
Italian championship of philately.  

 

The exhibition offered several activities with specific 
address to the youth. 

 
The opening ceremony of Milanofil was chaired 
by Marisa Giannini who renewed the com-
mitment of Poste Italiane for supporting phi-
lately. Piero Macrelli, president of the Italian 
Federation, was very pleased with the success of  
the visit of 600 youth supported by Poste 
Italiane. He also praised the cooperation offered 
by a dedicated group of “Carabinieri” in the fight 
against circulation of forgeries, mainly via the 
Internet. The last police operations seized more 
than 170 kilos of material!  
 
Andrea Mulinacci, president of the dealers’ 
association, quoted the commitment of his 
organisation in motivating its members to  
adhere to the highest professional standards and 
in fighting abuses in both trade and expertizing  
practices. Danilo Bogoni highlighted a special 
social program of the Union of Philatelic Press in 
bringing philately inside the biggest jail of the 
Milan area.  
In the air there was a strong expectation about 
Italia 2015 that should be held in the frame of 
Milan’s 2015 World Expo. The general feeling is 
positive, but a commitment cannot be expected 
before the normalisation of the business 
situation following the privatization of the 
service. 
 
Giancarlo Morolli, in his capacity of FEPA 
Director, introduced the FEPA awards program 
and presented, on behalf of the Board, the FEPA 
medal 2010 for exceptional support to philately 
to Marisa Giannini.

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HUNFILA 2011 – Balatonfüred, Hungary 
________________________________________________
 
On the 8th of April 2011, from 3 pm the Concert 
Brass Band of the town Balatonfüred under the 
conductor Mr Ferenc Csincsi entertained the 
gathering philatelists and stamp fans under the 
arcades of the left wing of the main building, 
where the exhibition was in the famous Ball 
Room of the Füred Ann Balls. At half past four, 
near the main entrance of the same building,  
 

 
Tibor Radics played the “Tárogató” 

 
Mr Tibor Radics played the very Hungarian 
instrument, the ”tárogató” (an oboe-like, double 
reed Shawn) accompanied by his fellow 
musicians. They played ”verbunk” (recruiting 
music). 
 

 
 
Then the Mayor of Balatonfüred, Dr István Bóka 
greeted the guests. As he said:”It is a great 
honour and pleasure for us, the leaders of the 
town and for the citizens too, to be the host of 
such an important event as the International 
Stamp Exhibition”. 
 
After the Mayor, the President of the Hungarian 
Post Ltd, Mr Domonkos Gergely Horváth spoke 
about the comparison between the sports and 
the stamp collecting.

He 
highlighted the importance of the Philatelic 
Competition for the Youth involving 8 teams, as 
well as the forthcoming meeting of the Pre-
sidents of the present nations. 
 
Expressed his gratitude to the collaborators, 
wished meaningful fun for the guests, and then 
invited the honorary guests of the exhibition to 
open the exhibition with cutting the national 
colour ribbon.

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PROFESSIONAL ASSESSMENT OF THE 
EXHIBITION 
It was proved quite clearly once again that it is 
worth to organize high level international 
philatelic exhibitions in the country. After Vác, 
Komárom, Visegrád and Sopron now Balaton-
füred also proved that the stamp exhibition can 
fit very well in the city's historic anniversary 
celebration. 
 

 
Especially if the Hungarian Post Ltd issues 
stamps for the occasion to popularize the host 
town, reprints old postcards of Balatonfüred, and 
in the exhibition catalogue there are not only the 
usual greetings, but serious articles about the 
city's past and postal history.  
 
All these came together brilliantly in the case of 
HUNFILA 2011 – 800 Years Old Balatonfüred 
International Exhibition now! The mayor of the 
town, Dr István Bóka has not only actively 
participated in the events, but also ensured the 
beautiful weather – thank to his good connec-
tions with maybe the highest executive power. 
As regards the afore mentioned articles, we can 
only recommend the writings of Dénes Czirók 
and Péter Parragh about Balatonfüred in the 
exhibition catalogue  to everyone who is inte-
rested.  
 
However, it is not my task to make everyone 
acquainted with the complete chain of events 
during the HUNFILA 2011 Exhibition – as the 
president of the jury I have to keep assign-
ments, to the professional assessment of the 
exhibited collections. 

The HUNFILA 2011 – 800 YEARS OLD BALATON-
FÜRED International Stamp Exhibition was a first 
class exhibition. Beside the Hungarian collectors, 
there were also exhibitors from Germany, 
Austria, Romania, Slovakia, Slovenia, Croatia, 
the Netherlands, Great Britain and Italy - many 
of them had already participated at FIP exhi-
bition with their materials. The guiding principle 
of the evaluation was to observe the 
international and domestic regulations in 

compliance with the ri-
gorous requirements to 
assess and closely (let’s 
say tight-fisted) score at 
a level as any of the 
usually high qua-lity FIP 
exhibitions. 
 
 
 
 
The Ball Room of the Füred 
Ann Balls hosted all the 
exhibits 
 
 
 
 
 

 
This practice has consistently asserted they were 
indeed victims, such as the Romanian collec-tion 
which has already received 90 points at a FIP 
exhibition but now deserved only 88 points and 
some others too. In addition, the jury was forced 
to disqualify three one frame collections because 

 Youth Day 
 

they did not meet the requirements of this 
competition class. Once again, it should be 
pointed strongly that only those themes can be  
shown in the one frame class that can not be 
exhibited in five frames by its nature. 
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 For example, the letters from June 1850 (the 
one frame exhibit of the Austrian collector, Mr.  
Ernst Strasky and the very nice material of Péter 
Csicsai (Slovakia): ”The Postal History of The 
Cholera Epidemic in Hungary in 1831. They both 
deserved the Special Prize. 
 
But let's put the things one after the other: In 
the non-competitive class the collection of the 
Stamp Museum, the so called "Balaton Stamps” 
had a great success, particularly among the 
surprisingly and pleasingly large number of local 
visitors. 
 
Ten collections were presented in 
the Traditional Competitive Class 
and five of them received special 
awards. The exhibit of Vasile 
Florkievitz (Romania), titled 
”Baranya 1919” contained inte-
resting documents from that 
historical year. Giorgio Leccese 
(Italy) presented rarely visible 
proof sheets, and drafts printed 
for French stamp issues. Hans 
Holczportz (Germany-ARGE 
Ungarn) deserves to be special 
mentioned for his collection: ”The 
differences in printing techniques 
of ’Harvesting’ stamps” (85 
points and Special Prize).  
 
 
 
The wonderful exhibition material of Horst 
Horin (Austria), titled ”The Imperial Mexico 
1864-1867” deserved the highest score of 
the exhibition (91 points) and the Inter- 
national Grand Prize.  
 
In this class, showed our good old friend, Ferenc 
Kalocsai his fantastic collection: "The Philately of 
The First Modern Olympic Games in 1896 " We 
can only speak in superlatives about that 
material, since the stamps of the first Greek 
Olympic sheet were sown on original postal 
letters with other similar rarities. There is no 
doubt that this collection is before a major 
international career, but till then it also needs to 
be improved a lot of the processing. However it 
still got 86 points and received a Special Award. 
 
In the Postal History Class we could see the 
exhibit of Dénes Czirók, titled: ”The Postal 
History of Zala County” again after a long brake 
of about two decades, but the excellent 

material immediately earned 90 points and 
the National Grand Prize. The clear building 
up has made its philatelic value more 
pronounced and the great rarities separately 
verified it. Beside that collection 12 other 
exhibits participated in this class, several of 
them high quality even at international level.  
 
First of all we have to mention the 11 frame 
exhibit of the Italian Alessandro Agostosi: ”The 
Italian Express Mail”. In the first part he 
presents the precursors of the express mail,   
 
 

Dr. Pál Lippai presents a Specil Prize to

then the development of the express delivery 
and the tariffs, tags, etc. His collection deserved 
also 90 points and a beautiful Special Prize.  

 
 
Bill Hedley from Great Britain got 88 points for 
his exhibit: "Postal service development in 
Hungary, with special reference to Bratislava 
(Pozsony) and its environs before 1900". The 
collection is a fine example of how can be a 
simple local history collection shown from the 
point of view of postal history. Our friend Bill 
(one of the main men of the British Association 
of Hungarian Stamps Collectors) listened with 
keen interest to the jury’s reasons and advice. 
Bojan Bračič and Branko Morenčič came from 
Slovenia. Both of them showed us nice exhibits 
about the postal history of Slovenia.  Bojan 
Bračič presented the postal history of the 
Slovenian town, Maribor from 1820 until 1945.
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 He got 83 points and a Special Prize for his 
nicely built up material. Branko Morenčič’s 
exhibit titled: From Trieste and Istria to the Alps 
1943-1954” got 84 points and also a Special 
Prize.  
The Italian Saverio Imperato was a little fainter 
now than he always used to be. His collection: 
”The mail from Trieste to the Italian States and 
Italy and vice-versa 1799-1871 before the UPU 
(Universal Postal Union)” got "only" 85 points.   
The exhibit of György Tóth, "The Postal History 
of the Fillér Forint era 1946-1968" may have 
already received a higher score, but the jury 
gave him rigorously only 81 points to make him 
building up his material in a more appropriate 
way. 
The collection of the Slovakian Gábor 
Kosztolányi: "The Postal History of the town 
Levice (Léva)" was very interesting, and it would 
be quite difficult to compile due to scarcity of 
available materials.  
 
In the Aerophilately Class the exhibit of György 
Szirtes: "The Hungarian Air Mail 1910-40" got 
81 points from the jury, and also a Large 
Vermeil.  
The collection of Zoltán Koleszár: ”The History of 
Hungarian Aerophilately – The Catapult Mail 
1929-1939” deserved 88 points and earned a 
Special Prize. The 80% of the latter collection is 
the very rare North American catapult mail! 
Unfortunately the other 20% is a bit diluted, 
perhaps it would be better to concentrate only 
on North America.   

                         The Exhibition Venue 
This time again the Thematic Class was not the 
strongest point of the exhibition. There were 
only two exceptions; the exhibit of Zoltán Klein: 

"The Great Festival of Sports – The History of 
The Olympic Games" and the collection of József 
Vanyó:  "Memento" Both of them got 85 points 
from the jury - which meant also Gold Medal and 
Special Prize.  
 
The best foreign exhibitor was Adolf Blaumauer 
from Austria. His material: "Quo Vadis Erde 
(Earth, where are you going?)" deserved 83 
points, while his two compatriots, Richard 
Wagner and Richard Winkler got only 81 and 82 
points for their exhibits. 
 
In the Maximaphily Class the very interesting 
collection of the Romanian Leon Ianovici: "The 
Predecessors of Modern Maximaphily (1871-
1910) deserved 85 points and received a Special 
Award.  
In the Group B of the Youth Class the Slovakian 
Pavol Maniaček’s witty exhibit: "Soccer – that’s 
the game!" deserved 70 points and thus he 
became the best young collector. 
 
In the Open Class we saw many interesting 
materials: the collection of the Slovenian Vencel 
Ferant, entitled "Beer" also received a Special 
Award. The exhibit of Árpád Czellér "The Berlin 
Wall", the "Hunting" of dr. Lajos Greff and the 
”Picture Book about a War in the Air” of József 
Jánosik were also very interesting, The jury was 
convinced again that the Open Class can be 
clearly understand-able for the visitors and the 
exhibits con-tain mostly philatelic materials.  
 

Therefore we want to 
encourage the exhibittors to 
participate in this class in a 
larger number. 
We already have men-
tioned the One Frame Class 
exhibits in the Postcard 
Class the Balatonfüred 
postcards of Dénes Czirók 
and the collection of Dr. 
Péter Gaál: "165 years of 
sailing on Lake Balaton" 
received special awards.  
 
The works presented in the 
Philatelic Literature Class 
very well matched to the 
generally high quality 

(standards) of the exhibition. But the Italian 
company, the Vaccari rose high above the 
others! Their Stamp magazine from the year 
2010; their stamp catalogue for the years 2011 
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2012 and especially the issue which shows the 
Sicilian plates from the year 1859 and achieved 
Large Gold Medal in Balatonfüred. 
 
But we have to mention the bulletin of the 
Philatelic Federation of Brasov: ”Philatelic 
Studies of Brasov”. We were very pleased once 
again to have discovered a number of articles 
related to Hungary. 
The content of this booklet proves the high 
quality philatelic work which brought it into life. 
We were even a little jealous, because since the 
termination of issuing our ”Philatelica” in 1990 
there has been no such high quality journal in 
Hungary. 
 
The Italian Valerio Rossi also received a special 
award for his special catalogue of the stamps 
issued during the reign of Victor Emanuel the 
Second. Frank Semmler got also a Special Prize 
for the brochures of ARGE Ungarn of the years 
2009/2010. 
Last but not least, the Postal Stamp and Fee 
Stamp Catalogue 2011 edition of the Hungarian 
Post JSC. The publisher, Olga Lazarovics can be 
proud of it, because the publication which has 
been expanding with new information from year 
to year is now recognized more and more at 
international level. 
 
The jury contained of three working groups: the 
materials of the Traditional Class were evaluated 
by István Glatz and Mihály Józsa (the apprentice 
juror – student was Károly Szűcs).  
The exhibits of the Postal History Class were 
evaluated by Dr. Pál Lippai and Sándor Fülöp 
(juror student: Dr. György Lővei). 
The collections of the Thematical Class, 
Aerophilately Class and Youth Class were 
evaluated by Sándor Szekeres and Sándor 
Kurdics (juror student: Artúr Bánás). 
The One Frame Class exhibits were evaluated 
also by either of those three groups – depending 
on their characteristics. 
First each member of the group evaluated the 
exhibits; then they discussed the evaluation 
scores together and at last the preliminary 
scores were the amended and finalized. 
 
The Special Prizes for the best collections were 
handed over to the winners during the beautiful 
ceremony of the 84th Stamp Day. The jury 
evaluated not only most of the exhibited 
materials, but also the work of the organizing 
committee of the exhibition and its programs as 
”excellent”. 

Meeting of the Presidents of 
National Federations 

Despite its name, the 84th Stamp Day has 
become a multi-day event for now. One of its 
most important events of the Exhibition was the 
Conference of the Presidents of the present 
national federations. The meeting was 
successful, as the presidents matched their 
views in two important topics. 

In the first topic the presidents discussed the 
agenda of the FEPA CONGRESS being held in the 
near future in Opatija.  

It could be very interesting for the stamp 
collectors, that there is still no consensus - 
concerning the Open Class and the One Frame 
Exhibits. There were many who fought against 
the Open Class, because they were afraid of 
being outweighed by the non-philatelic items. 

At the end of the discussion – there, in 
Balatonfüred – some kind of compromise had 
been formed. Each country supports the Open 
Class – if it will have its own rules and judged by 
a special, separate jury.  

The One Frame Class was supported by every 
participants of the congress. This class could be 
a great opportunity for those exhibitors who are 
beginners, to introduce themselves first in this 
class. 

In the second topic: the presidents of the 
national federation considered the regional 
cooperation. They considered very useful to 

- ensure that each of the association’s web 
access control; 
 
- increase the level of their philatelic magazines 
by exchanging articles; 
 
- make proposals together to the topics of postal 
stamps; 
 
- organize together training courses for jurors. 
 
In conclusion, the conference served well in the 
better understanding of the positions of 
federations, has created personal conditions for 
a good cooperation.

For the third time, after 1998 in Split and 2004 
in Zagreb, an stamp exhibition Alpe-Adria is 
taking place again in Croatia in Opatija - the 
Pearl of the Croatian Adriatic. The international 
philatelic exhibition Alpe-AdriaPhila 2011 was 
held under the high patronage of Prof.Dr.Sc. Ivo 
Josipović, President of the Republic of Croatia. 
The exhibition is organized by the Croatian Phi-
latelic Federation.  

 

Hotel Kvarner 

Since 1995 the Alpe-AdriaPhila 2011 Opatija is 
the sixteenth exhibition in the row of the Alpe-
Adria Philately which takes place from 14th to 
17th April, 2011 in the Crystal Hall at Hotel 
Kvarner and in the Arts Pavilion „Juraj Šporer“.

The exhibition was joint work of the Croatian 
Philatelic Federation, Croatian post Inc. and City 
of Opatija. It is supported by Ministry of Foreign

Culture and Ministry of the Sea, Transport and 
Infrastucture, Primorsko-goranska County and 
Opatija Torism Office. The support from FEPA 
was given at the Congress in Antwerpen. In the 
Exhibition's Board of Honor were the Vicepre-
sident of the Croatian Government, even Croa-
tian ministries, the Mayor of Opatija, Jørgen 
Jørgensen the President of FEPA and so on.  
 
The Croatian Philatelic Federation is proud to 
have the opportunity to organize such exhibition 
with support of the Federation of European Phi-
latelic Associations (FEPA) as for the first time to 
host 27th FEPA Congress in Croatia. It is very 
good opportunity for all European colleagues to  
know better Croatian philately and Croatia, soon 
member of European family. 
 
The Group Alpe–Adria Philately, as the cultural 
part of Alpe–Adria Community, consists of the 
national or regional philatelic federation from 
Austria, Croatia, Germany, Hungary, Italy, 
Slovenia and Switzerland officially started with 
philatelic cooperation’s and philatelic exhibitions 
in 1995 in Deutschlandsberg, Austria, thanking 
to the efforts of Mr. Johann Brunner. But the 
roots are much older.

The idea of a joint activity – connecting people, 
states, regions and districts on the territory of 
the common area of Alps and Adriatic started in 
1967 with philatelic cooperation between some 
cities of this region like Graz in Austria, Zagreb 
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in Croatia, Szom-Bathely and Nagykanizsa in 
Hungary, Trieste and Venice in Italy, Ljubljana 
and Maribor in Slovenia. But unfortunately this 
philatelic co-operation was broken in the early of 
80-ties. Today, the Group Alpe–Adria Philately 
has his own rules, and a special exhibition rules. 
The obligation of each country is to organize 
every seventh year an international joint phi-
latelic exhibition, with size at least 50 frames for 
each country. The exhibitions are competitive, 
with the jurors from each country and the 
president of the Jury is usually from the 
organizer's country.

As an international exhibition Alpe-AdriaPhila 
2011 Opatija has a First Rank with all FIP 
competitive classes including Open Class and 
One Frame Class and specially Picture Postcards 
Class. Each country tried to show the best from 
their exhibitors. So 110 exhibits were exhibited 
in 414 frames, Besides the exhibitors from the 7 
countries – members in the honour class were 
exhibited very best maximaphily exhibit by Mr. 
Nicos Rangos and exhibits of the Croatian Posts 
and Printing House „Zrinski“ Čakovec.         
 
As usually, for the advanced col- lectors, the 
most interesting exhibits were in the Traditional 
Class and Postal History Class. But for the visi-
tors the most atractive exhibits were in the 
Thematic Class, Open Class and One Frame 
Class.  
 
The exhibition venue in Opatija was the Crystal 
Ballroom of the Hotel Kvarner in Opatija, first 
hotel in Opatija, and probably on the eastern 
coast of the Adriatic Sea built in 1884. Just one 
moment in the grand Crystal Ballroom will fill 
you with excitement and respectfor this place 
still so alive with vivid memories of extravagant 
royal balls, the three-four-time rhythms of walt-
zes, and numerous musical festivals, prestigious 
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fairs and business conferences. Crystal Ballroom 
was built in 1913, and to this very day it is the 
site of the most festive events held in Opatija 
This was the first time that philatelic exhibitions 
took place at this place. Second venue was Arts 
Pavilion "Juraj Šporer" built in 1899 as the 
"Pavillon für eine Conditorei" in design and spa-
ciousness the spirit of Belle Epoque. There were 
placed exhibits of Youth Class and Picture Post-
cards Class as Literature. 
 
As one most remarkably friendly gesture it is 
very important to say that the Austrian Philatelic 
Federation VÖPh helped organization of the ex-
hibition with loan their exhibition frames.   
 
This was the second hotel to be built in Opatija. 
As soon as it became evident that the Kvarner 
would not be able to accommodate the steadily 
increasing number of guests, the Southern 
Railways began building a new hotel, which was 
already opened in 1885 and named after the 
heiress to the throne Kronprinzessin Stephanie 
who, with her husband, attended its opening. 
Wilhelm, the architect, on this occasion also of-
fered his guests all the luxuries of that period, 
from central heating to a swimming pool and a 
cinematography which were later connected by 
corridors to the principal part of the hotel - 
Hotel Imperial, three-star hotel, with its extra-
ordinary Secessian architecture and tradition 
entices you to enjoy, with a breath of the past 
times, all the luxuries of modern facilities that it 
offers. For this is where the Austro-Hungarian 
Emperors Franz Joseph I and Wilhelm II used to 
lodge.

ALPE–ADRIAPHILA 2011 OPATIJA was Dr.

Gmach from Germany was the winner of Grand 
Prix International ALPE-ADRIAPHILA  2011 with 
the exhibit »Zur Postgeschichte der Donau-
fürstentümer«.

One of the main targets for FEPA is to act as a 
platform for sharing of best practice. Sharing of 
best practice is important for developing of 
philately; Vit Vaniček explained some activities 
from his country.

Open Class 
Jose Ramon Moreno in-
formed that a special 
questionnaire, prepared 
by Giancarlo Morolli - 
will be sent to all FEPA 
members.

Those Fe-
derations who are not 
interested in this class 
are asked to answer 
why.

Because of some critique about quality of 
photos, he asked all future authors to send the 
best possible photos and please send the photo’s 
as separate files not inserted in a word docu-
ment. 
 
Denes Czirok asked to keep FEPA NEWS as a 
printed magazine.

2011 so everybody  were requested to send the 
news from the Federations as soon as possible 
to him or to Jose Ramon Moreno, with 1st May 
2011 at the latest.  
 
4. 7. A European expert group 
Giancarlo Morolli explained the new way that 
fakes and forgeries group work - which is 
supported by electronic technology. All data 
about fakes and forgeries can be reached via 
Internet and all experts are asked to help in 
finding fakes and forgeries and reported about 
their finding. 
Present commission chairman is James van den 
Linden – after 8 years as chairman he can’t be 
re-elected next year. For FEPA this situation 
indicates a need for having a FEPA commission 
for Fight against Forgeries.  
 

 
4. 8. FEPA Awards for philatelic study and 
research 
The FEPA award regulations limit the number of 
awards to be distributed within each category to 
one medal each year and the awarded literature 
has in recent years been of an outstanding high 
quality. Giancarlo Morolli regretted that the 
number of publications submitted does not 
reflect the wealth of publications printed every 
year and pointed out that probably one of the 
reasons for some authors not to present their 
literature as candidate to a FEPA Award could be 
that they realistically do not feel to have any 
chance to be the winner. Giancarlo Morolli asked 
all Federations to send proposals for this award, 
because being a candidate is an excellent 
opportunity for advertising the literature though 
FEPA NEWS. In 2011 we will try to increase their 
presentation of the candidates even more both 
in FEPA NEWS and on the FEPA Website.  
 
4. 9. Election to FIP Commissions in 2012 
Jørgen Jørgensen presented a list of all can-
didates indicating those not being able to pre-
sent their candidature for a new period of 4 
years. In spite FEPA has not direct influence on 
the elections it is important that all of us tries to 
indentify the right candidates that are willing to 
invest a lot of resources in philately. Pre-
sentation and discussion of the candidates will 
be on the agenda for the next FEPA Congress. 
 
4. 10. Change of FEPA Statutes and FRE-
GREX 
Jørgen Jørgensen presented a plan for change of 
FEPA Statutes and FREGREX. The Statues has 
stayed unchanged since the Congress in
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Amsterdam in 2002 and it is now time for an 
update. 
 
To start the process the board presented 3 open 
questions and asked for spontaneous reaction 
from the delegates: 

• Congress each year or every 2nd year? 
• Delete procedure for nomination of 

candidates to FIP board and to FIP 
Commissions Bureaux?  

• Can national federation (association or 
union) which is not FIP member become 
full member of FEPA? 

                   
Jonas Hӓllstrӧm made a point that we must look 
forward not back which means to unite 
“philatelic” Europe again. Because of existing 
problems it will be good to have FEPA 
congresses every year in the next future. Latter 
FEPA congress each 2nd year will be enough. 
Giancarlo Morolli said that as everything also 
philately has evolved a lot since the days when 
the I Statutes were elaborated and also the 
FEPA Statutes also should be changed with 
cooperation of all FEPA members. Only such 

work leads to renewed united Europe.

Jose Ramon Moreno had produced this chart with the detailed points received in each of the criteria by 
the exhibits presents at the FIP and FEPA exhibitions in the period 2006/2010. These figures demon-
strates that the average of what can be improved by the exhibitors of international events are 16,06 
points in  pure Thematic  Aspects (Treatment  and  Knowledge)  whilst the Condition and Rarity of the 
material have a room for improvement of  4,76   points. Nevertheless many collectors having already 
good material insists in buying more items for the same Plan and Development.

ECTP is recognized by The European Federation 
of Philatelic Federations FEPA as official Euro-
pean Championship for Thematic Philately. 
The first ECTP was organized back in 2006 in 
conjunction with the International Stamp Fair in 
Essen  In 2011 it was the 6th time that the Euro-
pean thematic exhibitors were given the oppor-
tunity to contend for the European Champion-
ship.

Belgium 

Exposition of Belgian philatelic rarities (included Postal History) for the public (philatelic and non-
philatelic interested) in the Black Historical Box from 9 to 12 April 2010 at Antverpia 2010. 
Exposition of Belgian philatelic rarities in London at the Royal Society in June 2010. 
  
Several Philatelic Associations, specialised in Postal History, exists in Belgium. They have mainly 
one or more meetings monthly (with a speaker on PH) and each has a periodic magazine with 
articles concerning PH. These associations are spread all over Belgium. 
I made myself several conferences on PH in those specialised associations and also in other 
philatelic associations to promote the Postal History. Other members in the Belgian Commission 
for Postal History and Begian PH-judges did the same. 
At local and regional philatelic exhibitions in Belgium, there were almost each time collections of 
Postal History. 
  
The Belgian Commission for Postal History held on October 24th 2010 in Brussels a meeting 
with the Belgian judges specialised in PH. There were made some proposals to work out next 
year. We want to form new judges PH. 
  
I translated the FIP Regulations and Guidelines PH to Dutch and transmitted them to mister 
Malcolm Groom for the website of the FIP PH Commission. 
Together with Leo De Clercq and other members of the Belgian Commission for Postal History 
and Begian PH-judges, we informed the collectors of these new regulations and guidelines.

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Romania 

In Romania philately has declined due to increased global economic crisis. Romanian postal 
history study enrolled on the same train down and over 2010 

Lack of money and time to study and publish their imprint on this work. The few journals have 
published studies of general philatelic postal history, but their number was extremely low. On 
the one hand there were few interesting articles to publish, on the other hand were not to 
publish magazines. 

Postal history journals and newsletters (such as Bulletin ABB of Timisoara) have ceased 
publication of the reasons mentioned above and new ones have not taken place in. 

Nothing in the books on the situation was better. The only book published in connection with the 
Romanian postal history was „The Revenue stamps used in the Romanian Postal Service 1872-
1915” of researchers Calin Marinescu and Stefan Vîrtaci. 

Balkanfila 2010 exhibition in Plovdiv Bulgaria, took place 28-31 oct.2010. Romanian Postal 
History was present through the Mr.Constantin MILU’s exhibit “Development of Moldovian Postal 
System 1827 – 1872”, winning gold and Mr.MARTIN Tiron’s book „History of the Timisoara Postal 
Regional Direction”, 2009, awarded with vermeil. 

However, it can be concluded that, despite the difficult conditions which today goes philatelic 
movement in Romania and other countries, there are plenty of researchers who sacrificed their 
little free time to provide those interested in postal history, interesting studies

London 2010

The final report on London 2010: Festival of 
Stamps has now been published, proclaiming it a 
success.  
  
The report states:  
 
1. Overall the Festival approach generated an 

increased awareness of stamps and phi-
lately both within the collector community 
and outside as judged by the fact that 
where it was possible to assess it, increa-
sed attendance was observed by a majority 
of Festival Partners at events in both 
philatelic and non-philatelic venues. 

 
2. The general public was able to see 

philatelic material in the context of a 
subject area in whivh they already han an 
interest and thus might be attracted to 
develop an interest in stamps and phila-
tely. 

 
3. The Festival generated considerably more 

exposure in the mainstream press for the 
hobby than an international stamp show 
running for a limited time. Nearly 90% of 
Partner organisations agreed or strongly 
agreed that they received increased 
publicity through involvment with the Fe-
stival of Stamps. 

 
4. Non-philatelic Partner organisations were 

able to develop an interest in, and 
knowledge of stamps and philately, and 
appreciate aspects related to their own 
ares. This is already having a tangible 
result in that three national museums have  

 

approached the British postal Museum & 
Archive with a view to the loan of philatelic 
material for future exhibitions. 

 
5. The difficulty in providing the necessary 

financial and other resources to stage 
major philatelic events is not simply a UK 
problem, many other countries are simi-
liarly affected.Because of the existing and 
potential global structural changes within 
postal administrations the problem is unli-
kely to disappear, and the philatelic com-
munity in most countries, except perhaps 
for the moment in Asia, has tp face up to 
the fact that future events will have to be 
self financing with a much more limited 
input from public funds. One of the major 
outcomes of the 2010 Festival is that this 
has been achieved, especially in respect of 
the competitive side of philately. 

 
6. Trading outcomes for both Royal Mail and 

the philatelic trade generally were very 
satisfactory throughout the exhibition pe-
riod. 

  
In total the year-long London 2010: Festival of 
Stamps, coordinated by The British Postal 
Museum & Archive (BPMA), involved over 40 
separate partner organisations, staging exhi-
bitions and events of varying size and philatelic 
content throughout 2010. 
  
Partner venues included The British Museum, 
The British Library, Marylebone Cricket Club 
Museum at Lord’s, Bletchley Park and Wim-
bledon Lawn Tennis Museum. Of the events out-
side London, over 25 were part of the pro-
gramme developed by the Association of British 
Philatelic Societies (ABPS) in collabo-ration with 
the Regional federations. 
  
The website set up especially for the Festival 
had 89,317 total visits between 1 September 
2008 and 31 October 2010 and 291,504 page 
views, with visitors coming from most countries 
in the world. 
  
In total, over 225,000 visitors attended one of 
the London 2010: Festival of Stamps exhibitions 
and events.

NEW RDPs TO SIGN ROLL IN 
PORTSMOUTH 

The Roll of Distinguished Philatelists was 
established in 1921 by the Philatelic Congress of 
Great Britain with the approval of His Majesty 
King George V, who was the first Signatory. An 
invitation to sign the Roll is regarded as the 
world's pre-eminent philatelic honour. 

Not including the newly elected RDPs, 352 
philatelists from 40 countries have achieved this 
distinction. There are at present 74 Signatories 
from 24 countries including sixteen from Great 
Britain, ten from the USA, six from France, five 
from Germany, four from Italy, and four from 
Switzerland. 

At a recent meeting of the Board of Election, 
comprising Patrick Pearson (Chairman), Tomas 
Bjäringer, Christopher Harman, Alan Huggins, 
Rolf-Dieter Jaretzky, Jane Moubray and Robert 
Odenweller, with Christopher King, Secretary to 
the Board in attendance, the members unani-
mously decided to ask Gavin Fryer FRPSL 
(United Kingdom). Koichi Sato FRPSL (Japan). 
and Ray Todd OAM FRPSL (Australia) to sign the 
Roll.

Gavin Fryer holds a 
long and distingui-
shed philatelic re-
cord as a collector 
and author. The 
main collections 
which have attained 
Gold or Large Gold 
medal standard 
have included 

Madagascar, Western Europe from 1840 to 
1875, for which he was awarded the Tilleard 
medal in 2005 and lately, Worldwide Blindman’s 
Mail from 1822. 

He is a Past President of the Royal Philatelic 
Society London (2000-2003), chairing many of 
its committees and notably that concerned with 
pub!ications, being awarded the Royal Philatelic 
Society London Medal. 

 

The research and editing of the Rowland Hill 
Diaries was a large undertaking in two volumes  
and resulted in the Reform of the Post Office in 
The Victorian Era, which gained the Crawford 
Medal.

Mr Sato is an active researcher and author, and 
his recent articles have included important new 
knowledge concerning the production of the 4d 
Tasmanian Courier issue. 

He was Vice President of the Philatelic Fede-
ration of Japan, has served as FIP Judge, Jury 
Secretary in St Petersburg, and Commissioner 
on many occasions. His work for the promotion 
of philately has been both generous and 
extensive,

Australia 
Raymond Todd is an 
Austalian philatelist, 
who is very well-known 
in both the Postal 
Stationery and Airmail 
disciplines and has 
formed many high 
standard collections of 
both. In the stationery 
field these have 

included Sweden, Bolivia, Haiti, Paraguay and 
Chile and in the airmail, Western Australia and 
India. 

He co-authored the monograph The Postal 
Stationery of Paraguay in 2000. the major article

NEWS from Czech-Republic 
 
COLUMBUS, EUROPE, the USA and CZECH 
ARTIST VÁCLAV BROŽÍK  
 
Another successful Czech Post–Union of Czech 
Philatelists cooperation is here. 
 The Town of Třemošná near Pilsen celebrated 
the 160th birthday of Václav Brožík, the Czech 
artist born there in 1851. Part of the 
celebrations was the inauguration of an official 
commemorative postal card (Fig.) which could 
get an interest of collectors both in Europe and 
Americas. It brings the portrait of the artist and 
a reproduction of the U.S. 5 cents postage 
stamp, one of 16 postage stamp sets issued in 
the USA in 1893 to commemorate  the 400th 
anniversary of discovering America by Italian 
navigator Christopher Columbus. The postage 
stamp shows the monumental oil painting called 
Columbus soliciting aid of Isabella by Václav 

Brožík. This painting has a history which is not 
well-known. It was painted in Paris in 1884 but 
then its curriculum vitae is not clear. 
 
Fortunately, thanks to the desk and field 
thematic research by Czech philatelist Emanuel 
Lukeš from Pilsen, member of the Brožík Artist 
Society in Třemošná and the Christopher 
Columbus Society in the USA, the place where 
the oil painting can be found has been 
discovered. It is neither in a gallery in France 
nor in a Czech gallery or somewhere in Chicago 
where the Columbian Exhibition was held in 
1893, but in Canada. It is in the province of 
Quebec, Charlevoix County, La Malbale on the 
St. Lawrence River, in the hall of the Hotel 
Fairmont Le Manoir Richelieu. The Brožík´s 
painting can be admired there by guests and 
visitors from all over the world. 
 
Now, a few words about V. Brožík himself. He 
studied at the Academy of Fine Arts in Prague, 
then in Dresden, Munich, and from 1876 until his 
death in 1901 he lived in Paris, France where he 
was burried. Delegations from Brožík´s 
birthplace regularly visit his grave there, meet 
his descendants and bring the great man back to 
memory. 
 
Brožík was one of so-called Generation of the 
Prague National Theatre. His paintings can be 
found not only at the National Theatre, but also 
at the Prague Old Town Hall and the Prague 
National Art Gallery. Many of his paintings can 
also be seen on Czechoslovak and Czech 
postage stamps. And Brožík was the very first 
Czech artist whose masterpiece appeared on a 
postage stamp of the United States of America.

A letter can sometimes shed light on a whole 
forgotten period of history. This is true of the 
following document, which tells the moving story 
of a man caught up in the turmoil of the 
conquest of Africa. This cover, like many other 
exceptional covers, will be exhibited during 
MonacoPhil in the Postal Museum. 

A letter sent by the governor of Darfur, 
Rudolf Slatin, during his period of captivity 
with the Mahdists (1883 – 1895). 

After a brief sojourn in Cairo and Khartoum, 
Rudolph Anton Karl Slatin (1857-1932) returned 
home to complete his military service in the 
Austro-Hungarian Empire. Shortly thereafter, he 
was called back by the governor-general of the 
Sudan, General Charles Gordon, who wanted 
him at his side. The Sudan was in the throws of 
the Mahdist rebellion (1882-1885). 

Slatin had scarcely been appointed governor of 
Darfur when the revolt began to erupt in this 
province. After gradually losing territory to the 
Mahdists and without any outside help, he was  

 
forced to surrender before being taken prisoner 
on Christmas Eve 1883. 
 
This marked the beginning of a long period of 
captivity for him. When the Mahdi died in 1885, 
his successor, the Khalifa Abdullahi, became his 
new gaoler. Only ten years later, in February 
1895, he managed to escape from his prison and 
returned to Egypt after trekking over 1000 km 
across the desert. During his captivity in 
Omdurman, he was forbidden to write to his 
family. Nevertheless, he managed to send ONE 
letter written on a piece of his own shirt. 
  
(Of course nobody ever gave him any paper) 
This letter was sent clandestinely with a goat-
herd to the town of Suakin, which was the only 
town in the Sudan that was not involved in the 
rebellion, from where Lord Kitchener, then go-
vernor of Suakin, sent it to Vienna by registered 
mail.

In order to hide the letter as effectively as 
possible, the goatherd made an incision into his 
mule’s skin, so that he could smuggle the letter 
out of Omdurman. After 5 long years of silence, 
the man’s family finally received word of him in 
October 1888, though the news was hardly 
reassuring.

Maribor, the host city of Maribofila 2012 is the 
economic and cultural centre of north-eastern 
Slovenia. It is situated at the cross-section of 
traffic routes leading from Central to south-
eastern Europe, and from western Central 
Europe to the Pannonian Lowland. This location 
has not only made Maribor prominent in past 
and present history but, because of it, Maribor’s 
prominence is likely to continue in the future. 
Maribor lies at 274 m under sea level and has a 
middle-European to Pannonian type of climate. 
According to the 2002 census, restricted area of 
the city is inhabited by around 106.500 people. 
 

As fortification Mari-
bor had been mentio-
ned in documents in 
the 1164, as town in 
the 1542. In a mi-
llennium Maribor has 
had ups and downs. 
As its history shows, 
it was not a large or 

important city until the middle of the eighteenth 
century. Slowly it achieved prominence. It 
received fresh impetus during the initial phase of 
industrialization in the second half of nineteenth 
century. From a peaceful, provincial town, 
inhabited by merchants, craftsmen associated 
with several guild-organizations, a sprinkling of

The Castle, 
the Cathedral, the National Theatre with Opera, 
the City Park with the famous Aquarium, the 
Plague memorial, the Drava river Banks and the 
world oldest vine (over 400 years old, which was 
approved by Guinness book) are only a few of 
numerous points in town, expecting to visit 
them.

For the BDPh, 2012 will be a very special year. 
The Federation of German Philatelists (Bund 
Deutscher Philatelisten) plans another IPHLA, 
the IPHLA 2012. The acronym ‘IPHLA’ stands for 
the German ‘Internationale Philatelistische Lite-
ratur Ausstellung’, four words that hardly need 
to be translated. The exhibition will take place 
on 2nd till 4th of November 2012, and it will be

Like in 1989, the IPHLA 2012 will be a major 
event and it will be organised purposely as an 
international exhibition, which is reflected in the 
fact that the two organisations that have lent 
their patronage to the event - the FEPA and the 
AIJP - both are internationally focused. Both 
organisations will offer their expertise and they 
will make active use of their networks to 
promote IPHLA. Besides all European members 
of the FEPA authors of the following countries 
are invited: Argentina, Brazil, Chile, South-
Africa, New Zealand and Australia, Singapore, 
USA and Canada as long their entries are written 
in one of the European languages.

The IPHLA 2012 will be held in the spacious and 
attractive premises of the remarkable City Hall 
of Mainz. The organisers are particularly grateful 
to the City of Mainz and its culture department 
who offered the use of the City Hall for IPHLA 
purposes. If everything goes following plan, the 
Gutenberg Museum in Mainz will also take part 
in the event, and also auctions, libraries and 
study groups who busy themselves with themes 
like printing, paper, literature and book art will 
take part. For authors and journalists there will 
most probably be a special seminar, with an 
appropriate theme that will be presented by 
renowned literature experts from around the 
world.

At a meeting in January 2001 attended by the 
Swiss Stamp Dealers Association, the Union of 
Swiss Philatelic Societies, Swiss Post (Stamps & 
Philately) and the Swiss Foundation for the 
Promotion of Philately, the idea of a new 
competition for stamp collectors was born. 
 
Why was such a competition deemed necessary? 
The number of new issues subscribers registered 
with Swiss Post is significantly higher than the  
number of people belonging to the Union of 
Swiss Philatelic Societies. 
Thus the question arose as to what these 
subscribers actually do with the philatelic mate-
rials they have acquired? 
 
Although traditional stamp exhibitions enjoyed 
many years of popularity, their format no longer 
appeals to everyone.

On the one hand there are the dedicated 
philatelists who enter competitive exhibitions 
hoping their exhibits will win a prize. On the 
other hand there are the collectors who enjoy 
collecting the more modern issues.

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Unfortunately, in competitions judged by 
specialist juries, the latter usually have little 
chance of the success they hope for. This is 
probably one of the reasons why the number of 
people entering the Union's official competitive 
exhibitions is experiencing a downward ten- 
dency. For a few years now, various concerned 
parties (FIP, FEPA, associations, etc.) have been 
trying to come up with new exhibition ideas, for 
example an "open" category, team competitions, 
"one-frame exhibits," etc. It was these 
discussions that gave rise to the idea of the New 
Issues Show.  The focus in this competition was 
not on rules, but on the joy of creating album 
pages or other exhibits. The creators designed 
these according to their own tastes, using the 
philatelic materials they had acquired, and 
sometimes even non-philatelic materials. 
 
The New Issues Show was intended to be clearly 
different to all earlier exhibition formats, and to 
be open to all exhibitors, whether they were 
members of a stamp collecting club or not. 
However, it was still associated with "organized 
philately," in that it was always held in 
conjunction with a level 3 competitive exhibition. 
This was partly to make use of the infra-
structure, and partly to tap into beneficial 
synergies. There were no restrictive rules, 
although certain technical guidelines did have to 
be followed: 
 
One frame per exhibitor, effective area of the 
frame 98 x 98 cm, sufficient for 12 A4 pages. 
The thickness of the exhibited materials was not 
allowed to exceed 8 mm, and only materials 
from 1960 to the present were permitted. 
 
Also new was the judging of the exhibits by a 
celebrity jury made up of five or six relatively 
well-known personalities from the worlds of 
sport, media, art, politics, show business, etc. 
As philatelic laypersons, celebrities tend to focus 
more on inventiveness, innovation and optical 
appearance than on specialist knowledge or how 
much the exhibited "treasures" are worth. A 
desirable side effect of such a jury was and is 
also the fact that its members had such high 
profiles, particularly when it came to animating 
journalists to publish an article in the regional or 
even the daily newspapers. New types of prizes 
were also explored: No medals or trophies, but 
instead vouchers for travel, cash prizes (from 
2010), Swiss Post Year Albums, philatelic 
souvenirs, etc., with prizes for all those taking 
part.

Als philatelistische Laien legen die „Promis“ den 
Schwerpunkt in der Regel mehr auf Ideen-
reichtum, Innovation und optisches Er-
scheinungsbild denn auf Fachwissen und Wert 
der ausgestellten „Schätze“. Ein durchaus 
erwünschter Nebeneffekt war und ist auch der 
Bekanntheitsgrad der Jurymitglieder, vor allem

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In this competition category the organizer can, if 
so desired, also conduct a public vote in parallel 
to the celebrity jury's vote.  
 
Once the basic concept for the New Issues Show 
was in place, the first competition was held in 
2002 in conjunction with a level 3 competitive 
exhibition. A total of 70 competitors took part, 
and there was a wide range of exhibits. This 
initial success was gratifying and also somewhat 
surprising. After this positive start it was decided 
that a new issues show should be held annually 
as part of a stamp exhibition. From 2003 to 
2008 six shows took place, with an average of 
60 exhibitors. 
 
Despite its success, however, the show's 
organizers decided not to hold the competition in 
2009 to give themselves time for reflection and 
perhaps also to get more partners on board. 
Following discussions with the postal admin-
istrations and philatelist associations of Ger-
many, Austria and Liechtenstein, the idea of a 
multinational New Issues Show was then 
translated into reality in 2010. 
 
The show was held as part of the LUNABA 10 
level 2 stamp exhibition in September 2010 in 
Lucerne, Switzerland.   
 
One of the guidelines was changed very slightly: 
Only stamps issued from 1970 to the present 
day from the four participating countries were 
permitted. A total of 200 exhibitors from Austria, 
Germany, Liechtenstein and Switzerland took 
part. The New Issues Show exhibits generated a 
great deal of interest, attracting some 5’000 
visitors. 
 
Building on this success, the philately section of 
Deutsche Post AG decided to hold another new 
issues show entitled "My stamps – My EXPO" 
at its International Stamp Fair in Sin-
delfingen from 27 to 29 October 2011, with 
participants from the same four countries as in

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Olympsport 45 years old.

OLYMPSPORT, the Czech Na-
tional Association for the 
Olympic and Sport Philately 
has recently celebrated its 45 
years anniversary. 
 
 

 On Saturday April 30 its members and a 
number of the invited guests met for a festive 
din-ner  in the Prague restaurant Meduzzy. Many 
VIP´s took part, such as the representatives of 
the Czech Olympic Committee, the Czech 
Olympic Academy, the Czech Philatelists Union, 
the Czech Post office, the 
Polish Club Olympiczyk 
and the Slovak Society 
for the Olympic and 
Sport Philately. Active 
sportsmen were repre-
sented by the canoeist 
Martin Doctor. 

It all began forty-five years ago in a little town 
called Chocerady where the thematic philatelists 
from all the Czech Republic gathered in early 
April 1966. The first seminar about the thematic 
philately was held there, and right there the 
historical moment came: Václav Robin Bušek 
and Jarda Justýn founded the first in Europe 
independent thematic section specialized in the 
sportive-olympic philately.  Only one month 
later, in May 1966, a similar 
organization was founded in neigh-
bouring Germany called IMOS – 
Internationale Motivgruppen Olym-
piaden und Sport. 

The past 45 years were full of hard 
work although not everything had 
always succeeded according to the 
everybody´s wishes. Still the overall 
Olympsport activity could be eva-
luated positively. The main activity of 
the Association has been built on the 
sufficient supply of the  high-quality 
specialized literature. Every year four 
editions of a bulletin and two editions 
of the so called “little libraries”, i.e. publications 
with a purely specialized mono-thematic con-
tent, are published. 150 editions of

the bulletins, and 50 editions of the “libraries” 
were published up to now.  At present all the 
publications have also their electronic  versions, 
as well as short, mostly one-page newsletters 
are being distributed. The History of the Czech 
and Czechoslovak Olympism in Philately 
was published in a three-part monography. From 
the most recent publications the Catalogue of 
the Sports postmarks from Czechoslovakia 
is to be mentioned. It contains all the hand 
commemorative postmarks, all machine promo-
tional cancellations, and also the franking 
machines prints. Altogether there are almost six 
thousand different postmarks published  in the 
catalogue, most of them including images.  The 
publication has 240 pages, and it exists in both 
printed and electronic versions. 
 
We have also very rich exhibitory activities.  
There is hardly any show in the Czech Republic 
that would miss the Olympsport members, many 
were even organized by them, mostly inter-
nationally. The first one was held in České 
Budějovice in 1970. In about ten years it was 
repeated in the same place, followed by the 
exhibitions in Prague  in 1985, in Český Brod in 
1991, an independent competitive class in Plzeň 
in 1995, then again in Prague in 1999, and the 
last two exhibitions took place virtually, on the  
Japhila server.  

 The first mentioned was apparently the first in 
the world virtual competitive exhibition, 
called SPORT"O"NET 2007. Two years later a 
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promotional virtual exhibition to 110th anniver-
sary of Czech Olympic Committee, called  
OLYMPSPORT 2009, was organized. These ex-
hibitions are still available on the Japhila server 
(http://www.japhila.cz) as an ex-ample and 
inspiration for new and beginner exhibitors. Out 
of the international exhibitions our participation 
in the Olymphilex 
ex-hibitions 
dominates, 
continuously from 
Olymphilex 1985 in 
Lausanne till the 
Olymphilex 2008 in 
Peking. The mem-
bers have a well-equipped library at their 
disposal, and they may turn to the experienced 
exhibitors and jurymen with their requests 
regarding the reinforcing and tuition of their 
exhibits. 

A novelties service has been established for the 
members and the interested public. It enables to 
gain regularly new postal material regarding the 

sport and Olympic 
matters. We have al-
so been success-fully 
co-operating with the 
Czech Post in the 
creation of new 
postmarks. We also 
provide postal pro-

motional services in the cancellations and 
stationaries production not only for the Czech 
Olympic Committee, but also for the individual  
sport federations and clubs, and the public. 

To the 45-years-anniversary, a range of the 
philatelist material was prepared. A process-
block for the Postalia appliances serves as the 
basis. It commemorates the double gold of 
Martin Doktor in the Olympic Games in Atlanta 
in 1996. The block has been used twice: as a 
franking machine to cancel the celebration 
invitations, and as obliteration stamps in black 
that were printed on the stationary signed by 
Martin Doktor at his autography presentation.

We are preparing the “First Czech – Slovak 
Philatelic Exhibition” in the city Vysoke Myto 
with a significant new approach which will be 
held in October 12. - 16. 2011. It will be “Two in 
One” exhibition (National and Premiere-catego-
ry) for all competitive classes, supporting cross-
border cooperation with Slovak Republic.  
 
An „innovate“ way of the evaluation of the 
exhibits has been proposed using the virtual 
philatelic exposition platform called EXPONET. 
Every exhibitor would deliver a scanned material 
copy by 31.7.2011. (see the instructions on the 
www.exponet.info) These would be placed into a 
separate section of the website.  
 
The jury members would evaluate the exhibits in 
advance. At the exhibition they would then 
verify that the exhibit really exists, and they 
would also check eventual disputable issues. 
Thus the jury would come with already prepared 
evaluation to the exhibition, and would fina-
lize/confirm it having it discussed in the team. If 
wished so, the exhibit would not be exhibited in 
real, yet it would be evaluated. The exhibitor 
would only present the exhibit to the jury 
according to the date and time scheduled by the 
jury in advance. Only those exhibit whose 
exhibitors would be interested and would mark 
that in the application form, would be actually 
exhibited at the exhibition. A selection would be 
made taking into account the limited exhibition 
capacity, and with respect to the representation 
of all exhibition classes.  
 
The organizational committee is the only and 
final body to decide about the selection of the 
presented exhibits.

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Youth philately – A competitive hobby 
________________________________________________
    
We often hear people saying: “The whole world 
stands on our youth”, but are we really acting 
according to this sentence? If we want to leave 
our collections into safe hands once in the 
future, we must think about it today. 
Philately is not progressing evenly all over the 
world and in many surroundings the numbers of 
young collectors are decreasing. One of the 
problems is that philately today has a huge 
competition on the “hobbies market”, here is 
internet, face book etc. The question is, what 
shall we do to bring youth people into philately? 
  
Ten years ago I conducted a questionnaire on 
the subject and the results showed that the 
young are interested in stamps and collecting, 
but they want to know what to do with stamps 
once they have collected them. Just having 
stamps is not enough, they want something 
more attractive. One of the possibilities of what 
to do with stamps is to create “philatelic 
stories”. This “stories” can then be shown as 
exhibits to general public and they can be 
judged and awarded prizes. This turns 
everything into a competition and is very 
important since young people are very 
competitive. Making “philatelic stories” includes 
research and creativity, which are both 
attractive activities but competition with those 
stories is like to add a point at the end. My 
experience from last year confirm these words. 
Collectors fair Collecta include also exhibition of 
different collections and among them is also 
philatelic one. A year ago I guided a group of 
grammar school pupils throu mentioned  

Group of pupils are listening explanation  
in front of frames at Collecta occasional exhibition. 

 
 

 
exhibition. They listened my explanations, about 
collecting stamps and other philatelic material  
and how to built exhibits, with medium interest. 
But when I mentioned competitions and  
possibility to win a medals three of them asked 
me: “Can you please repete the whole story”.  
   
The Commission for youth philately recognized 
the troubles of young collectors and proposed 
two main changes to the SREV for youth. As 
young philatelists have problems with quantity 
of material, commission proposed that one 
frame less will be enough for the participants in 
world exhibitions. This was accepted by FIP 
board and confirmed by FIP Congress in Lisbon. 
The second proposal was that young philatelists 
should also be awarded gold medals. This 
proposal was accepted only partially and gold 
medals are now awarded in the oldest group 
(18-21). The question remains why not others? I 
already mentioned that young people are 
competitive and they want the same chance of 
wining a medal. It also makes a very positive 
stimulus for working hard on the exhibits and 
making good “stories”. The practice learned us, 
if we “poison” young collectors with philately at 
that stage, they will never leave it. 
 
The other part of the problem is the philatelic 
exhibitions for youth. Since young collectors 
don’t pay the frame fee, organizers are not fond 
of keeping youth class in exhibitions. I strongly 
believe that every exhibiton must include also 
Youth class.  
Fortunately there are still people, who find a way 
to organize youth exhibitions. I already reported 
in the last number of FEPA News, about the first 
youth exhibition in the Alps-Adriatic Philately 
framework, which took place in October 2010 in 
Trakošćan, Croatia. At the end of May 2011 
there will be a national youth exhibition with 
international participations FIRAMLA 2011 in 
Trbovlje, Slovenia. This year FIRAMLA (FIlate-
listična RAzstava MLAdih = Philatelic Exhibition 
of Youth) is celebrating the 6th anniversary; it 
was organized bi-annually since 2001. This year 
for the first time FIRAMLA will host a special 
competition among philatelic groups from 
different primary schools in Slovenia and also 
one from Croatia. They all got  
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the same task at the start of the school year 
2010/11 to prepare a two-frame exhibition with 
the title Slovenia, country of tourism. All the 
participating groups got the same “help”  mate-
rials (sheets, Hawid mounts, stamps and sta-
tioneries etc.) that were donated by Post of  
Slovenia. But the exhibit in two frames are not 
the only assignment for the young collectors. 
Two members from each group must also 
explain the story exhibited to jurors and public 
in front of the frames at the exhibition place. 
The final mark is consist of evaluation of exhibits 
and evaluation of mentioned explanation. 
Organizers hope that this kind of  “special” com-
petitions will also improve interest in philately 
among the young. 

Post of Slovenia, which supports exhibition, issued 
postal card with additional print to mark the exhibition.   
 
Every exhibition should be a chance to introduce 
the philatelic stories to young philatelists 
although they are not exhibitors in such 
exhibition. If there are not possibilities for wider 
participantion, every exhibition is unique chance

Netherlands Mail in Times of Turmoil 
Volume 2 1795-1815 The French Napoleonic Era 

______________________________________________________

  

 

 

The 450-page full colour second volume of the 
author’s trilogy includes extensive historical 
background with never-before published illu-
strations as well as a 27-page catalogue of 
French, English and Dutch military and semi-
military markings.

Where Volume I of the Times of Turmoil trilogy 
covered a period of over two centuries, Volume 
2, the French Napoleonic Era, spans only two 
decades. Yet it can hardly be matched in earth-
shaking significance because of the almost con-
stant state of war, countless battles and peace 
treaties, reshuffled allegiances and political 
alignments, the creation of vassal states and an-
nexations. 

The period from 1795-1815 saw many changes 
in The Netherlands. Some of the towns located 
in what is the current Dutch province of Limburg 
were occupied and then annexed in 1795 to 
become part of the Departments of the Lower 
Meuse and the Roer while the rest of the old 
Republic of The Netherlands would be known as 
the Batavian Republic until the summer of 1806. 
The author has provided detailed background 
information of the various military units and 
analysed their field post and other markings 
using letters from a large variety of sources 
including his own collection.  
 

Letter dated May 1808 from Amsterdam to Batavia 
where it arrived in 1811 when the Dutch East Indies 
were occupied by Raffles. 
 
 Napoleon placed his brother Louis on the Dutch 
throne in 1806 in what turned out to be an 
unsuccessful experiment that ended with the 
King of Holland's abdication in 1810. From a 
postal history point of view this four year period 
is lacking in military aspects although the Dutch 
were involved in repelling the Anglo invasion in 
Walcheren and sent troops to Spain to fight in 
the Peninsular War.
