• Introduced Hafnia 2001 
• Relaunched 2004 
• From 2004 to now: more than 1500 schools 

and 35.000 children 
• A toolbox of philately 

– Can be used without prior knowledge of philately 
– Activities for one week 
– Two levels: 8-10 years and 10-12 years 









Practicals 

• Cooperation Danish Philatelic Federation (DFF) 
and The Danish Post 

• Marketing to 2000 danish schools once a year  
• Ordering by webpage 
• Packaging and delivery by DFF 
• Price DKK 500 plus postage for one school 

class – app. 24 students 
• Sales figures: app 250 boxes a year 



Expericences 

• Many schools re-orders 
• Teachers praise the ”tool box” 
• Local adult clubs participate in the schools 
• However few new members of youth clubs 
• Impossible to maintain when the post office 

withdrew from the project 
• New price (cost neutrale) –dkk 1000

– Stamps to be ordered at webshop 
– Standard versions – perhaps dkk 100 inkl. postage 
– De luxe versions with full contents 
– Continually new tasks developed
