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It was held in Singapore the FIP Congress. It was an

imporlant Congress where the National Federations had the
task to elect new members of FIP Board and Commissions
and they had also the task to vote for the new regulation of
the Open Class, prepared by FEPA. I could not be present
in Singapore, due to business problems, but I was very well
informed about everything, that every day it was happen-
ing in this beautiful city of Singapore.

Europe was able to elect their representatives, who had
been elected in our FEPA Congress in Valência. Howeveq I
would like to do make some remarks about something that
we need to reflect and change in the future.

FIAF's Congress had elected as representative ofAmeri-
cas to stand for the post of FIP vice-president Mr Eliseo
Otero, who had received the majority of the votes, but the
FIAF's Statutes have nothing that oblige its President to
sign only the FIAF candidatures approved in FIAF's Con-
gress. So, Peter McCann, citizen of the USA, presented his
candidature after the FIAF's Congress and he was elected
Vice-President in FIP Congress of Singapore, having the
minority of the votes from Americas. Peter McCann re-
ceived the votes flom Asia and some fr.om Europe and
Americas. So, the Americas have now a representative
elected with the majority of the votes fi.om the other Conti-
nental Federations, not with the votes fi.om the Americas
Continental Federation.

FIP Statutes said that each Continental Federation must
be represented in FIP Board, but who has this right to elect
their own representatives? Who is now the representative
of Americas? Peter McCann? But, we had again in this
Congress the same games like in the past ! Many people
offering travels, prornising a lot of charges of jurors and
many others things, only with the objective to receive votes.
It was a shame !

But, the big shame is done by those people that accept
these kind ofoffers. In reality the "human flesh" is very weak!!

In the Commissions we had some problems when we
had some double candidates, who did not respect the deci-
sions that had been made in FEPA Congress. However, it
was a great pleasure to check that the European candidates,
elected in FEPA Congress of Valência, were also all elected
in FIP Commissions.

During the FIP Congress, FIP President has tried to avoid
to discuss the FEPA proposal about Open Class. Why? José
Ramon Moreno, Bojan Bracic and Gunnar Dahlvig did with
the European National Federations an excellent work and to
postpone this discussion two year more was completely un-
fair: I could not understand what was the problern of FIp
President I

,2
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We have in this moment a large

quantity of OPEN CLASS exhibits and

everybody was waiting for clear rules.

Now, we have rules approved by FIP

Congress, even ifthey are provisional,
but they are rules. But "One Frame"
is still waiting. Why? Had not the FIP
time to make these rules? What is the
problem? Is it difficult? No, only it
needs goodwill to implementthe rules

and if in the future they need to be

changed, we do it.
We have around ofthe World alarge

quantrty of philatelists participating in
"One Frame", but we have not got clear

rules to guide them? Why? It is better

have a bad rule than have not rules.

To conclude we have now in FIP
Board two citizen from USA and an-

other two from Singapore, with the

President of FIP holding the casting
vote. This means that FIP Board can

be controlled by only two National
Federations! Is this good to the world
philately?

The democratic decisionwas taken

by the National Federations in FIP
Congress, but I am obliged to think that

the representation in FIP must have a

different type.
So, I must conclude that FIP

Statutes need to have a very urgent
reform.

It is not possible to wait more and

more time.
It will be necessary to reform now,

jurors, Continental representatives,
exhibitions, it will be necessary to
work very hard and find the right way
and balance between the Continen-
tal Federations and National Federa-

tions. FEPA will do this in the next
months.

In the last month of September I
had the opportunity to be present in
Wernigerode (Germany), in Zagreb
(Croatia) and in Podgorica (Mon-
tenegro). I had the opportunity to
speak with many people, discuss a lot
of ideas for our future and to make

many friends.
In Wernigerode I found a strong

and very well organised philately and

there I had the oBportunity to meet

with Mr Dieter Hartig, President.ofthe

German Federation and with Mr Erik
Bober, President of Austrian Federa-

tion, and Eddy van Vaeck, President

of Belgiam Federation.
In Croatia I had the opportu-

nity to participate in Alpe-Adriaphi-
la and I found a very good organisa-

tion, having in Ivan Libric a great lea-

der.

In Montenegro I was present at a
non-competitive exhibition, very well

organised, placed in a beautiful mu-

seum and where I could meet two in-
fluent men, Mr Branislav Igic and Mr
Tomo Katuric. There I also had the

opportunity to meet with the President

of Serbia and Montenegro Federation,
Mr Vojislav Micovic and with Mr
Stoian Kosevaliski, of the Kartophila,
from Macedonia.

I am telling you my life in the last
month of September, because I want
to tell you that if we have a very strong
philately in Germany, we have also a
lot of important people working forthe
European philately, improving the phi-
lately of their countries. This means

that the European philately is very ac-

tive in all Europe.
This is the reason because we go

have by the first time our European
project. Vy'e have as our main objec-

tive to approach the European coun-

tries and to solve and support the prob-

lems of our partners.
Europe is moving.
In Germany, in Montenegro, in

Croatia, in everywhere in the Euro-
pean lands, our task will be to co-op-
erate with our members and together

to find our way to have a future much

better. We are doing our best.

El Reglamento de Ia FEPA, pasa a ser también
el Reglamento de Glase Abierta de la FIP

En el 68' Congreso de la FIP celebrado el2 de septiembre de 2004, se incluía una Moción presentada por las

Federaciones de Eslovenia, España, Portugal y Suecia ,proponiendo la utilización del Reglamento de la FEPA aprobado

en el Congreso FEPA del2004 celebrado en Marzo en Valencia, a nivel mundial.

La idea era aprovechar el trabaj o realizado durante los dos últimos años, por el Equipo de Clase Abierta de la

FEPA, formado por Bojan Bracic, Gunnar Dahlvig y José Ramón Moreno, de España, con la colaboración activa de

36 Federaciones Nacionales Europeas, para tener unas reglas sencillas y comunes para todos, como base de trabajo

para ir modificando y mejorando con las experiencias adquiridas, pues la Clase Abierta (y la Clase de Un Cuadro)

serán clases experimentales hasta el Congreso FIP de 2006.

A pesar de que el Presidente de la FIP Mr. Koh se opuso frontalmente a la Moción, la mayoría de los países

entendieron que el Reglamento era una iniciativa positiva, con independencia de la Federación Continental que lo

hubiera elaborado.

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FIP EXFIIBITIONS with 1001150 Frames ?

When somebody is elected to be Vice-president in FIp
Board, he is Vice-President to all philatelic world and he
must pay attention that we have 3 Continental Federa-
tions. I am publishing an E-mail that I received from the
new Vice-President Peter McCann and sent to all FIAF
National Federations .

I would like to do some remarks about this.

"Deür Frìends,

f wønf to take this opportunity after my recent elec-
lion to the FIP Boørd as Vice President to øssure you of
my long time inÍerest and concernsfor philately in South
snd CentralAmericø. Oar hemisphere needs to become
more active and more vocøl in terms of promoting ex-
hibitions ønd phihtely in general and I sincerely hope
that I will be able to assist yoa individuølly and the FIAF
countries in general. I am open at any limefor input,
suggestions, and new idess in any shape orform I have
already been in touch severøl times with our distin-
guished president of FIAE, Hugo Goeggel, and I plan
to meet wìth him ìn øfew weeks to discuss some prob-
lems snd new ideøs. I also pløn to sttend and partici-
pate in the next generøl assembly of FIAF in 2005.

i also want to reiterate some of my speciJic plans to
help the FIAF memlsers coantries participate morefully
in the internationøl philøtelic arenø. The Americøs, øs
you know, have not hød the same access to exhibitions
as ourfellow FIP countries in Europe andAsis. There
are a number of historical reasons for this sìtualion
ond røther than dwell on whøt the problems høve been,
Iet us try to Jind some solutions as to how we cun pro-
vide more oatlets for our exhibitors ønd judges to pør-
ticipøte in Inter-American exhibitions.

The fact is that there are essentiølly no regulør in-
ter-American philatelic exhibitions. Thus, it is more dif-
Jîcult for Ft¿F country exhibitors to quølify for eight
frame exhibits and for potentíal Ft¿F nationøl level
judges to judge at the international level ønd to qualify
tts FIP apprentices. Whøt I propose is a new structure
of FIAF exhibitions to rectify these problems.

FIAF Exhibitions Proposøl:

My proposal below contains 20 points

First of all I would like to tell to all of you that the life
in Europe is not only o6Rose and Blue'0. Unfortunately

we still have many "pictures" in black and white and if
FIAF has some problems, Europe has also serious prob-

lems. Peter McCann must have in consideration that the

simple patronage of FIAF is not enough to classify ex-

hibits of 5 to 8 frames to FIP exhibitions. It is necessary

to have FIP recognition and this must be requested of the

FIP Board and to get this recognition it will be necessary

to pay CHF 10 per frame.
However, the FIP recognition is only given to exhibi-

tions with 1000 or more frames (Grex 2.2.1). "Excep-

tions must be approved by FIP Board " (Grex 6.2 ). This
means that the FIP Board will be obliged to approve a lot
of exceptions to the exhibitions with 100i 150 frames sup-

ported by FIAF.
However, FIAF and Peter McCann are not alone in

the philatelic world and Europe could be also interested

in this type of exhibitions. So, Europe could be organised

withl2ll5 groups, holding exhibitions of 100/150 frames.

But we have also Asia, why not? FIAP also could
organise 617 groups holding also exhibitions of 100/150

frames. If this was possible, we will have in the future,
around the world each year 25127 international exhibits
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of 100/150 frames and the FIP Board would be obliged
to give 25/27 * exceptions".

But, we need to have FIP jurors for this type of exhi-
bitions! How many to each exhibition? - two or three?
Please do not forget that in Continental exhibitions 80%
of the jurors and team leaders must be FIp! It will be
necessary to have Coordinators.

However, FIAF is the Continental Federation of a big
Continent with big and important philatelic countries. pe-

ter McCann is citizen and an important philatelist from the
most important philatelic country of the World. If peter
McCann is so worried with the situation inAmericas about
the Continental Exhibition, why do the USAnot organise a
Continental Exhibition? But in FIAF we have not only
USA, we have also other big countries with very well
organised philately like Canada, Brazil,Argentina, Chile.

The proposal of Peter McCann is passing a certifi-
cate of minority to all Americas.

It shows that any country in Americas is able to
organise a Continental exhibition and this is not truth.
To organise a Continental exhibition in Americas only it
is necessary to have good and political will. V/hy does
Peter McCann not offer his country to hold a Continen-
tal Exhibition with their partners ofAmericas? To send
this proposal to everybody, including USA, is perhaps in
my view, to try to postpone the problem and worth it will
be to present this proposal only to FIAF.

I give you the example of Europe: In the last 6 years
we have had Continental Exhibitions in portugal (1998),
in Poland (2001), in Holland and Cyprus in2002and we
will have another in 2005 in Czech Republic. So, in 6
years we have had 5 Continental Exhibitions in 5 Euro-
pean countries.

Americas cannot do the same? Why not? Good will
and determination are the points of the solution. This
proposal could be a good idea, but never with the actual
FIP Statutes and Grex and we must have very clear and
special rules for this type of exhibitions, rules that we
must discuss and find very clear guidelines to avoid that
in the future this kind of exhibitions will be completely
out of control. I understand the American problem, be-
cause we have in Europe some similar problems, but it
will be not with separated decisions that we can solve
our problems.

To be Vice-President of FIP means to defend the in-
terests of his Continent, but having always in consider-
ation the interests of the others Continents. If not, we
will have the chaos. I was told that the FIP Board had
not been informed about this proposal of Peter McCann.
America is only one Continent, like Europe, so the prob-
lems should be solved by their members and there exists
good solutions.

In the last FIP FLASH, nr 89, it was published in the
page l0 an article about disciplinary procedures .

I have some comments to do about that arti-
cle .

This article are " FIP STANDARDS OX'CON-
DUCT*.

I can accept that FIP need to have a place where the
discipline can be applied .

However, it is my opinion that it is not the task of
FIP Board to apply the discipline .

In all international federations of the world with a
legal organization, the discipline is always applied by
an independent organ and never by its Board .

This organ is normally a Discipline Council, which
has very clear rules .

In this document presented now by FIP Board, the
competence of the discipline is in the hands of the FIP
President, who has the power to nominate a commis-
sion to judge and condemn .

In my opinion this is not the better solution.
FIP Board must be not involved in disciplinary ac-

tions .

Only an independent organ must have this task and
this must be a Discipline Council .

An appellation place must exist and this can be nor-
mally a Jurisdictional Council and the Congress .

However , this did not exist in the FIP " Conduct".
The discipline matters are always very sensitive and

when we are talking about a great organizationlike FIP,
it will be necessary to have in consideration the opinion
of the Continental and National Federations .

However, this document came from the FIP Board
and not from the Congress .

In my opinion, this kind of documents and disciplin-
ary rules must have a project, which must be sent to the
National Federations and approved by the Congress .

To finalize, I want to recommend to FIp, if neces-
sary, to create a Discipline Council, to send the rules of
this organ to the National Federations and approve those
rules in the next FIP Congress .

With this, the Board never will be involved in disci-
plinary actions and will be and must be completely in-
dependent about this important matters, which can be
the disciplinary actions .

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From the FEPA Board the meet-
ing was attended by Pedro Vaz
Pereira, President, Eddy Van Vaeck,
Vice-president, José Ramón Moreno
,Secretary General ,Ludwik
Malendowicz and Anthony Virvilis,
Directors. Robert Deroy and Jorgen
Jorgensen sent theirexcuses fornot
being able to attend the meeting.

President Yaz P ercira welcomed
those present for showing such in-
terest for the FEPA matters. He
thanked the Spanish Federation for
hosting the meeting and the excel-
lent arrangements.

Pedro Vaz Pereira explained that
he had ameeting withthe FIP Board.
The meeting was very positive for
the interests of FEPA.

It was agreed not to reduce the
FIP Board from 8 members to 7 as

planned, but instead to maintain the
8 as follows:

1 President, 3 Vice-presidents, one
from each ofthe Continental Federa-
tions, and 4 Directors: 2 from Eu-
rope, I fromAmerica and 1 fromAsia.

This is the first time that it is
recognised at FIP level that the
higher number ofthe European Fed-
erations should require a higher rep-
resentation from FEPA than from the
other Continental Federations.

Accordingly, there will not be
necessary to vote at the FIP Congress
in Singapore for the Directors and
both FEPA candidates, Fernando
Aranaz and Lumir Brendl will get
their positions as well as the Ameri-
can Charles Peterson. Jos Wolffwill
be the FIP Vice-president represent-
ing Europe, as FEPA candidate The
Americans however, are proposing
two candidates for Vice-presidents
and so it will be necessary to elect
one of them, Eliseo Otero (Argen-
tina) or Peter McCann (USA).

Jurors. The Continental Federa-
tions have to get the responsibility
for the nomination of the European
Apprentice Jurors at FIP exhibitions,
as well as to filter those proposed
from the National Federations, in
order to reach a rotation. The idea is

to get a mixture of experienced and
new jurors.

Fees. Mr. Vaz Pereira was also
dealing with the FIP Board and his
President Mr. Koh about the split of
the fees for FIP patronage or support
at FIP exhibitions, with the Conti-
nental Federation where the exhibi-
tion is held.

FIP Membership. In the future
will not be possible to be FIP mem-
ber without being a member of its
Continental Federation.

José Ramón Moreno explained
the situation of the FEPA candidates
for the elections to the FIP Commis-
sions in Singapore. There are only
three positions for which will be
elections with Europeans involved:

- Secretary of the Aerophilately
' Commission. Two candidates:
Schneider (Germany ) FEPA,
and Griffiths (New Zealand)
FIAP.

- President of the Youth Com-
mission. Two candidates:
Garcia (Spain) FEPA, and
Nirandara (Thailand) FIAP.

- Secretary ofthe Literature Com-
mission. Two candidates: Norþ
(Denmark) FEPA, and Bandfield
(NewZealand) FIAP.

He emphasized how important
is to concentrate the efforts in these

three'Commissions by:

. The Federations who do not
have yet Delegates in the
Commissions of Aerophilately,
Youth and Literature should
make the nominations as soon
as possible.

. Those Federations whose Del-
egates would not been able to
attend the Commissions meet-
ings are required to send prox-
ies to other Federations. Re-
member that only Delegates
get the rights for voting. Ev-
ery National Federation can
use only one proxy. So, it is
advisable to send it blank to

be filled in before the meeting
in order to avoid the possibil-
ity of loosing votes.

. The time-table ofthe Meetings
of these three key Commis-
sions is as follows:

Aerophilately, August 3 1't
from 11:00 to 13:00
Youth, September l't from
11:00 to 13:00

Literature, September l" from
14:00 to l6:00

All the Meetings ofthe Commis-
sions will be held at the Marina Man-
darin Ballroom.

died on 17 July

2004. Born 28

April 1930, he

was only at an

age of 74. Nor-

wegian and in-

ternational phi-

lately have lost

an exceptional

philatelist. He

was a leading
personality
within national,

Nordic and international philately, and was highly re-

spected for his quality of leadership, his knowledge

and his generous helpfulness. He has made a lasting

impression within the philatelic community.

He was The Grand Old Man ofNorwegian Philately.

In 1987 he became the president of FIP's commis-

sion for postal history a position he held until 1996.

He was responsible for the development of the exhibi-

tion rules in this class. Through lectures in many coun-

tries, he trained other international jurors the use of
the regulations in a clear and easily intelligible man-

ner. As ajuror, he was highly respected for his knowl-

edge and integrity. Since 1980, he has acted as ajuror

at more than 30 international and Nordic exhibitions.

Paul H. Jensen was also an active exhibitor. He

won several gold medals for his exhibit "Czechoslo-

vakian postal history to 1850", and was awarded large

gold medal for his exhibit "Cook Islands". In spite of
failing health during his last few years, he was still an

active exhibitor and was awarded a vermeil for Nor-

wegian revenues at Bangkok 2003, and a gold medal

forNorwegian stationery at ESPAÑA 2004.

Typical for Paul, both as philatelist and person, was

his great willingness to help others. Everybody who

took contact with him received advice and encourage-

ment, he gave of himself wholeheartedly.

Paul was President of the Federation ofNorwegian

Philatelist during 1981-87, chairman ofthe Postal His-

tory Society of Norway from 1977-91, in the leader-

ship of the international exhibition NORWEX'80 and

Secretary General for NORV/EX'97. Based on the

great success of the latter exhibition, he was in 1998

awarded The King's Medal of Merit in gold for cul-

tural activities. He is the only person who has received

this medal for services to philately.

He was an invited member of several European

philatelic societies. For his contributions to Norwe-

gian and international philately, he received many

awards and prestigious honours. Just to mention a few

of the many:

1 988 Signe d The Roll of Distinguished P hilatelists.

1994 Copenhagen Philatelic Club's medal.

1996 The Alfred F. Lichtenstein Memorial Award.

1996 The FIP Medal for Service.

1997 The Golden Lion (Federation of Norwegian

Philatelists highest distinction).

We who have written these words in memory of
Paul, have for many years had a close and good work-

ing relationship with him, and it has been an inspira-

tion to have had him as a close friend. We were guided

by him as exhibitors, as jurors and as administrators.

We are very grateful for the time we were able to share

with him.

The family has lost their head, Gunvor has lost her

husband, his sons have lost their father and the grand-

children have lost their grandfather. It was with great

sadness we received the message that Paul had passed

away, and our sympathy goes to the family in their

sorrow.

International philately has lost a great philatelist,

and we have lost a great friend.

The Grand Old Man of Norwegian Philately is no

longer with us.

Today , the Group Alpe -
Adria Philately has his own
rules, and a special exhibition
rules.

tion o s frames ; all exhibition
classes are allowed . The exhi-

Mr.Dario Stella . The Exhibition in Zagreb was the ninth

one , the next one will be in 2005 in Switzerland , and the

next one after it in 2006 in Slovenia . The rnembership in

the Group Alpe -Adria Philately does not include any kind

of membership fee ; the president of the Group are elected

for three years , every time from another country ; during

his mandate it means to take over all the administrative ac-

tivities for the Group . The Group does not have a seat, nor

the secretary general or adminstrator , as a rule , all the

work is done by the president, i.e. his national or regional

federation . So, all the success of the work and activity in
Alpe -Adria Group depends a lot on a president, but, are

there any differnce from the FEPA ?

The Exhibition in Zagreb in 2004 was held in the

Gallery Kloviæevi Dvori, the former Jesuits Monastery

at the Upper Town ( built in 1641.) close to the

church of St.Catherine , and the former Jesuits

High Scool .In 1982 the monastery building
was reconstructed into Museum and Gallery
Space . The building was completely renewed

and equipped with contemporary technical de-

vices , and become the leader in the museum

life in Croatia . This is not the first time that
philatelic exhibitions took place in Kloviæevi
Dvori.

The tradition of the organized philately
started in Croatia in 1876 when the first phila-
telic society was established with the name in
German : Literarisch - Philatelisticher Verein ,

Zagreb. It was the third one philatelic society
of the Austrian Empire . The second one was

established in Dubrovnik in 1890 with the name

in Italian : Circollo filatelico Philatelia . However , the

oldest one , still existing , always with the same name is

ALPE-ADRIA meeting . Members who were present

Flruatsko Filatelistièko Dru5tvo , Zagreb ( Croatian Phila-

telic Society ,Zagreb ), established in 1896 . The first phila-

telic exhibition was held in Zagreb in 1907 in the Art' s

Pavillion ; even in those times it was commemorated even

with the first cinderella label . This issue in 5 different
colours are extremly rare today . The first philatelic maga-

zine started in Croatia in 1919. The Croatian Philatelic So-

ciety started the establishing of many philatelic societies in

Croatia, but even in Bosnia & Herzegovina , and the first
ones in Slovenia and Serbia . The Croatian Philatelic Fed-

eration was founded in 1940, but after the Second World
War became the parl ofthe federal Federation , and through

it , the member of FIP . However , after the independance of
Republic of Croatia, and the Homeland War, the Croatian

Philatelic Federation joined fìrstly as a provisional , and

then finally as a regular member FIP & FEPA in 1998.

PHILOTELIA 2OO5
The national philatelic exhibition organized by the Hellenic Philatelic Society from 9-20 February under the

title Philotelia 2005, is coming to satisfy a permanent demand of its members as well as of those who love and

study the Greek stamp and the Hellenic postal history.

Although 20 years have elapsed, the impact of the national philatelic exhibition HELLAS is still vivid and

everybody requested its repetition. At that exhibition, there participated collections with Greek interest from 13

countries. Unfortunately, the financial times since 1984 have changed and, despite our good intentions, the IIPS

finances did not permit us even to think about it.

The inability to find financial sources, as long as the Hellenic Post is unable to finance a national exhibition,

has led the Administrative Board of the Hellenic Philatelic Society to altemative solutions. Therefore, it has

selected the solution of hosting a smaller exhibition in terms of number of frames, but of high quality, so it
would be possible to accommodate it in small venues (as the one of the Cultural Centre ofAthens Municipality

which is generously offered free of charge) which shall be repeated every alternative year.

The target of the institutionof Philotelia exhibitions is two fold:

a) the attraction and creation of new Greek exhibitors, and

b) the presentation of Greek collections by foreign exhibitors.

. The plan and the strategic target ofthe Philotelia exhibitions, as an educational philatelic tool is obvious. In
particular, Philotelia 2005 is aiming at first to the present a panorama of large Hermes heads collections from

Greece and abroad without being indifferent to other philatelic periods, pending the available frames. The

research and study of this particular field over the last few years has given very good results and the demand to

be exhibited under one roof is quite reasonable, inasmuch as the coincidence of the many similar collections

existing today permits.

Philotelia200T wlllbe focused on later periods. ;
The second target is the encouragement of the collectors to convert their collections to exhibits. The new

experimental class of one frame will provide them with the opportunity to enter slowly into the fascinating

world of exhibiting, exercising themselves on narrow topics which by their nature cannot be developed in 5

frames.

Another initiative will be the invitation of three FIP jurors to participate in the Jury of Philotelia 2005.

So far the response of the philatelic community towards the initiative taken by the HPS is more than enthu-

siastic.

The Administrative Board of the Hellenic Philatelic Society has appointed an Organising Committee from

well known philatelists to implement this difhcult task. The HPS website (www.hps.gr) provides all informa-

tion on the exhibition (Regulations, specimen of the entry application form, press releases.and other necessary

information) for those interested to participate.

THE HELLENIC PHLOTELIC SOCIETY
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The World Olympic-Sports Stamp Exhibition, Coins

and Memorabilia, OLYMPHILEX 2004 was held inAth-
ens conculrently with the Olympic Games from l2-22nd
August 2004, under the patronage ofthe International

Olympic Committee (IOC) and the International Federa-

tion of Olympic Philately (FIPO).

In 1982 the President of the International Olympic

Committee, Mr. JuanAntonio Samaranch, who is a great

philatelist and has donated his collection of Olympic
stamps to the Olympic Museum, founded the Interna-

tional Olympic Philatelic Federation (FIPO), which is

an official Olympic Federation.

Its main purpose is to bring together people who have

an interest in Olympics and who wish to achieve their

aim through philately.

Since then at every Olympic Games an Olymphilex
Philatelic Exhibition has been celebrated.

Olymphilex 2004 has been organized and financed

by the Hellenic Post, the Hellenic Philotelic Federation

and the Hellenic Society of Olympic Philately and Docu-

ments, under the auspices of the International Philatelic

Federation (FIP).

Salon du Timbre 2004, Paris
The One Frame Class

July 2004
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FEFA

This one-frame exhibition was one of the very first
exhibitions testing the regulations and guidelines for the

One Frame Class that is on the agenda for discussion at

the FIP Congress in Singapore September this year. Based

on this fact it is fair to describe the exhibition as experi-
mental. The development of the One Frame Class in Eu-
rope and worldwide will benefit from the experience ac-

quired here in Paris.

The One Frame Class is basically regulated by the

existing regulations covering each ofthe
traditional classes for instance: Tradi-

tional, Postal history Postal stationery

and Thematic. The new one-frame regu-

lation is dealing with superior matters

thatare specific for a one-frame exhibit.

For the exhibitor this fact makes life
easier. It is exactly the same guidelines

and regulations that regulate for in-
stance the one frame thematic exhibit
as well as the 5 or 8 frame thematic ex-

hibit.
But it was obviously that it was diÊ

ficult for the exhibitors to narow down

their scope to match 16 pages. The dif-
ficult task is to create a title and a plan
focused enough to present the chosen

team in a logic and complete \ryay on

only 16 pages. More than 50 % of the

exhibitors had developed plans that
were more suitable for a 5 or 8 frames exhibit. This lack
of focus causes lost points in treatment and development.

The main purpose of the One Frame Class is to stimu-
late new exhibitors to exhibit their stamps already when
they have enough material for one-frame, and to help the

more advanced exhibitors that have chosen a team so

As memberofthe Juryat Salon duTimbre2004 inParis
I have the pleasure to present a summary of my observa-

tions collected when judging the One Frame Class.

The One Frame Class was presented as an experimen-

tal class with 225 one-frame exhibits from 25 different
FEPA countries.

The225 frames were placed in narrow stripes of arti-
ficial grass and flowers nicely integrated in all the other
activities that totally covered 20.000 m2. The grass and

the flowers symbolized in an elegant way that the stamps

show took place in Parc Floral
All the exhibits were displayed in alphabetic order

after the exhibitors surname, which gave the presenta-

tion a positive mixed look and for the visitor it was a
varied experience to walk along the frames.

narrow that it is impossible to develop it into 5 frames. It

is rny irnpression that most of the exhibitors had some

previous experieuce, but again this seams naturally in an

introductory period.

In the futule I expect that exhibitors have to qualify

nationally before their exhibit will be accepted at inter-

national exhibitions. This means that the beginners when

they finally qualif, and get 75 point at a national exhibi-

tion they are not beginners any longer.

Salon du Timbre was a kind of a final test for the

draft one-fi'ame regulations. It is rny opinion the regula-

tions past the exam. With one minor change I find the

actual draft very suitable as the future One Frame Class

regulation to be used at future FIP exhibitions.

151 out of 2l B exhibits were awarded a silver medal,

61 exhibits received a bronze rnedal and 6 were awarded

a gold medal.

Until I had the final result fi'om Salon du Timbre with

1\Yo of the exhibitors getting the satne medal, I have been

in favour of a 3 level medal systetn, generally seen as a

l-r-rol'e "easy to r.rnderstand" systeur where the visitors can

compare with well known medals in other competitions.

For those not being exhibitors themselves the actual sys-

tern with 8 levels of medals is very difficult to understand.

But with a huge majority of the exhibitors getting the

same rnedal, the system have lost its rnotivating effect on

tlie exhibitor that in lnost cases are with no chances to

reach a higher medal at the next exhibition.

Salon du Timbre was an ex-

perimental exhibition with no

requirement to previous results,

which in my opinion explain the

many bronze medals. In the fu-

ture there will be a 75 point

qualification level that will re-

duce the number of bronze med-

als drastic and presumably re-

duce the number of exhibits

with points below 60 to nil.
Same time when the exhibitors

gets more used to the One

Frame Class we will se an in-

creasingly number of gold rned-

als.

In the above chart I have in-

corporated an alternative; a 4

level system including vermeil

but without the "latge" medals. Statistically the distribu-

tion of medals in my alternative looks much like a stan-

dard distribution, with only ten points between the rned-

als.

I had the opporlunity to present this alternative to ju-

rors and commissioners at Salon du Timbre in a shoÍ
presentation after the results were known. The alterna-

tive collected spontaneously full supporl.

Thanks to the initiative taken by FFAP in organizing

this One Fralne Cornpetition during Salon du Timbre to

day we are all a bit more farniliar with the One Fratne

Class than before the exhibition, and especially the ex-

hibitors have had the possibility to learn wliat to do bet-

ter next time:

' A majority of the exhibits could easily be developed

into5-Sframes
' The One Frame has to be narrow in scope

' More focus on Title and Plan.

' One frame from a 518 fi'ame exhibit without refocus

of title and plan will never give a high score

' Lack of focus and material will result in points be-

low average
. The majority of exhibits would benefit ÍÌom a better

introduction in the plan

' The introductory pagelplan page needs not to be a

full page.

FIP COMMISSIONS

At the FIP Commissions, all Europeans won his election. Was specially remarkable the vote for the Youth Com-

mission, as the two candidates for the Presidency were extremely good: Yahovanee Nirandara from Thailand and

Miguel Angel Garcia from Spain. The winner was again the European. Also at the Youth Commission was an election

for the FEPA member amongst two European candidates, as they had tied at the FEPA Congress. Ezio Gorrettahad a

higher number of votes than Istvan Glatz.At the Aerophilately Commission the FEPA candidate was Bedrzich Helm
(CZ) as democratically elected at the FEPA Congress. Because of a contradiction between the FIP and the FEPA

Statutes, another European presented his candidacy. FEPAVice-President Eddy Van Vaeck tried to convinced him to

retire . He did not, but most of the federations understood the situation and Bedrzich Helm received the vote of a big
majority of the delegates.

Has been outstanding the unity of the European federations ,with only some exceptions voting for the FEPA

candidates.

From the 22 positions open to candidates from all continental federations (the Presidents and Secretaries ofthe 1 1

Commissions) , 17 were for FEPA,all that applied for it, 3 for FIAF and 2 for FIAP.

during the Espana 2006 exhibition. Was approved by
unanimity. There were no applicants for the 70th FIP Con-
gress of2008.

Then were presented the Motions, according to the

agreement reached by FEPAPresident, Pedro Vaz Pereira

and the FIP Board during "Espana 2004" of differing the

implementation of Article 23.1 of the FIP statutes, the

reduction of Board members from 4 Directors to 3 Di-
rectors, to the Congress in 2006.In the interim the com-
position of the directors is to be: 1 Director from Asia, I
Director fromAmerica and 2 Directors from Europe. Was

approved without obj ections.
Next Motion was the request for the Congress to

charge the FIP Board to review the composition of the

FIP Board and present a comprehensive motion to the

Congress in2006 to recommend the appropriate changes

to the Statutes and GREX. Was also unanimously ap-

proved.
It was forgot by the FIP President to include the men-

tion proposed by Pedro Vaz Pereira and Eddy Van Vaeck

in the name of FEPA, that had been agreed in a previous

reunion with the FIP Board, as informed under "FEPA
Meeting" in this repoft.

FEPA Vice-President Eddy Van Vaeck, past FIP Vice-President

Eliseo Otero, the elected President of the Postal History
Commission Leo De Clerq with his wife and Daniel Hugo Mello

Teggia.
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We wanted to include the phrase "in consultancy with
the Continental Federations", and not to give a blank
cheque to the FIP Board. It was necessary to express our
serious disappointment to FIP President during a break.

We received the kind help of FIP Director Ray Todd,

and when the Congress followed , President Koh said

that he forgot a couple of minor things. One was this,
the other was to ask the Congress for the confirmation of
the elected members of the Commissions. Both were

agreed.

Then was raised the motion of the FIP Board, with
the FEPA support for One Frame and Open Class to re-

main as experimental classes until the Congress of
200 6,that everybody agreed.

The motion presented by the Federations of Portugal,

Slovenia, Spain and Sweden proposing the use of the

FEPA Regulations on Open Class to become also those

of the FIP was forgotten to be mentioned.

President Koh made a speech against having a unique

regulation for the Open Class with the argument that it
must have different rules at every Continental according
to the cultural peculiarities of each area.

As the Congress would continue with other matters,

we had to immediately react. Fernando Aranaz, as FIP

Director representing FEPA, pointed out that the Mo-
tion from the European Federations about the Open Class

Regulations was not been withdrawn and should be voted.

Despite the opposition of FIP President, as FEPA re-

sponsible for the Open Class I had to make a speech

emphasizing that it would be a pity to lose the positive
work of many federations, just because these federations

belongs to a certain area of the world. Submitted to
votation the Motion was approved by a broad majority,
as detailed in the Open Class article in this issue.

Elections.

The approval of the postponement ofthe reduction of '

the number of Board Member brought the re-election of
Fernando Ar anaz andLumir Brendl as FIP Directors rep-

resenting Europe and of Charles J. Peterson repre-

senting America. Jos Wolff was re-elected as FIP Vice-
President from FEPA. The Vice-President from FIAP is
not in election until2006.

For the FIP Vice-President representing the FIAF were

two candidates, Eliseó Otero from Argentina and Peter

Mc Cann from the United States. Otero get 31 votes, while
Mc Cann was the winner with 36. There were 3 absten-

tions.

SUCCESSFUL MULTI-LATERAL
EXHIBITION IN HUNGARY

The old fashioned Hotel "Golden Lamb" in
Zalaegerszeg, the provincial capital of a west-

ern district in Hungary, was the site of this
year's ALPE-ADRIA exhibition from June 1 3

to 15,2003. Collectors of seven participating

countries presented in 285 frames the top
pieces oftheir collections. In total, there com-

peted 47 exhibits including 4 youth exhibits
plus l2 philatelic literature exhibits.

The jury was composed by eight experts

from different countries headed by the re-

nowned Hungarian philatelist Dr. Pál Lippai.
This jury team fully complied with the actual

FIP rules for evaluation. The quality of the

exhibits displayed a rather high standard re-

sulting in 13 gold medals. The best exhibit
was rated with 93 points: "Romania 1858-

I872" of Reinhold Sterzeq Germany.

As usually, a special GRAND PRIX
ALPE-ADRIA had to be awarded to that ex-

hibit which was considered to portraying at

the best possible means the idea of co-opera-

tion between the participating regions. This
year this special award went to Pierpaolo

Rupena of Italy for this exhibit'oExkurs über die Post in

Triest 1 850-1 864".
The president of ALPE-ADRIA, Dénes Czirók of

Hungary was very successful in planning and organising

this year's exhibition. The official ceremony in the hotel

"Golden Lamb" in Zalaegerszeg was shared with the

mayor of the town Dr. Endre Gyimesi and the governor

of the province of Zala Zoltín Kiss-Bódog, who acted

also as the rotational actual president of the political
ALPE-ADRIA co-operation. A special highlight was the

simultaneous release of June 13,2003, of new issues of
Hungary and Croatia. The postal authorities ofthese coun-

4l
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tries presented each a block in remembrance of their com-
mon priest Ladislaus in their medieval past.

During the second day of the exhibition there was a

whole day excursion to the western frontier of Hungary
to Slovenia. Special visits included a small church that
survived both the Turkish occupation and the 40 years of
the fonner iron curtain. Further, a small family owned
pottery attracted rnany of the visitors to buy articles. Fi-
nally, a rural outpost of a

former military village found
the interest ofall visitors.

In the evening all people
were again back at the hotel to
take part in the Palmarés. This
turned out as a splendid show
of young Hungarian talents
both sportive and music, earn-

ing rnuch applause.

The third and last day was

devoted to the general assem-

bly of the ALPE-ADRIA. Of
the seven participating coun-
tries/regions six were repre-
sented with Switzerland being
excused. President Dénes
Czir1k inforrned about the
complaints of the jury that the

difference in quality of the ex-
hibits ofthe participating coun-

tries has been considered rather
large. In pafticular, several exhibits clearly exceeded the
level of a regional exhibition. According to the rules those
exhibits should not have accepted for this competition. A
long discussion disclosed that the responsibility to as-

sess whether an exhibit qualifies
for the designated level of com-
petence of an exhibition rests
with the national commission-
ers. In future these commission-
ers have to comply with this re-
quest otherwise they run the risk
that some oftheir exhibits might
be rejected,

Another area of complaints
on behalf of the jury was the
failure to submit the introduc-
tory page of most of the exhib-
its to enable the jurors to be bet-
ter prepared for judging. Again
this was perceived as a clear re-
sponsibility of the commission-
ers to adhere to the existing
rules.

President Ivan Libric of the
Croatian federation distributed

tourist propaganda material of Croatia and its capital
Zagreb. There the nextALPE-ADRIAexhibition will take
place during September l0 to 12,2004. He invited all
the exhibitors of all countries/regions within the phila-
telic ALPE-ADzuA co-operation to visit Croatia and
Zagreb and to participate in the next year's exhibition
which will be in the regional qualification level. The ex-

At the 7û International Trade Fair of postage stamps,

coins, telephone cards, minerals and collecting, there were

exhibits from postal administrations, mints, traders and

collectors from Australia, Belgium,
Belorussia, Bosnia and Herzegovina,

Bulgaria, the Czech Republic, Fin-
land, France, the Netherlands, Croatia,

Ireland, J apan,South Africa, Canada,

Cyprus, Lithuania, Latvia, Hungary
Germany, Poland, Portugal, Austria,
Romania, Russia, Greece, San

Marino, Singapore, Slovakia, Slovenia, Switzerland,
Turkey, Great Britain and the United Nations.

The trade fair was accompanied by many events which
pleased the visitors. For example, the collector Ludvík

Pytlíèek exhibited unique items from global philat-

ely for which he had received two gold medals from
the first world championships in August in
Singapore. The author and engraver ofSlovak post-

age stamps, Rudolf Cigánik, presented his work at

the trade fair and held an autograph signing session

for visitors. Sunday was declared I-IN Day at Col-
lector, when the Czech Post Office franked consign-

ments with a special rubber stamp bearingthe United
Nations emblem.

At the trade fair, a free advice service of special-

ists in the field of philately and numismatics was

available. Children at Collector underwent a so-

called preparatory course for future collectors where

they were acquainted with the magic of collecting.
For the first time in three years, the organisers

canied out a survey of visitors. It is possible to state



that the proportion ofvisitors from abroad has increased
significantly, especially in terms of visitors from Slovakia,
Poland, Austria and the new German federal states.

The seventh annual Collector trade fair has fin-
ished. The eighth annual event will take place in Prague
on the dates 16ú -18ú September 2005.

Exhibition with international participation in 150 frames

From July 17 to 18, 2004, the
(15'h Day of Maximaphily> took
place in the former Benedictine ab-

bey of Echternach (Luxembourg), a

national exhibition with international
participation, organised by the
<Cercle philatélique d'Echternach>

in cooperation with the Maximaphily
Commission of the F.S.P.L.

In 150 frames à 15 sheet exhibi-
tors from Austria, Belgium, France,

Germany, Italy and Luxembourg
showed their maximaphily exhibits
- 25 exhibits, two of them One-
Frame-Exhibits, were in competi-
tion, three in the Court of Honour
and four out of competition, as well
as five collections of picture post-

cards about Echternach. The oldest

maximum card known from Luxem-
bourg could also be admired. It is

dated from January 16, 1902, shows

the portraits of the Duke Adolf of
Nassau, later Grand-Duke of Luxem-
bourg, and his wife, the Grand-Duch-

ess Adelheid-Marie and was issued on

occasion of Their Golden Wedding.

The exhibits were judged accord-

ing to the guidelines and criteria of
F.S.P.L. and F.I.P. (Fédération
Internationale de Philatélie).

In Gagarin-city inApril in honour of 70th birthday ofthe first astronaut in the World, Yury Gagarin, we have had the
exhibition "Ad Astra -2004".In crty Nizhny-Novgorod we have had exhibition "The Great Volga - 2004" in honour of
100th birthday of Pilot Valery Chkalov. In Moscow in June we have had an Exhibition "Olympic Russia - 2004". In town
Domodedovo (Moscow-region) inApril we have had "Motherland Moscow-Suburb - 2004"Youth Exhibition.

In November we will have in Moscow annual meeting of Executive Council ofUPR (Plenum) - all heads of the regional
branches of UPR will participate and on the same days will be held the annual National Exhibition "Russia - 2004".

This year we have announced a Youth competition in honour of the 70û birthday of Yury Gagarin. Each Young
philatelist will organise a one frame exhibit and in April 2005 we will make Youth Philatelic Exhibition at National
level. This event we are preparing together with Russian PostalAdministration "Post of Russia". They have issued for
this event special a booklet telling about Philately and they have produced special caps, shirts and pins with emblem
and slogan of the competition.

Norditalien sowie ein groBer Teil des Balkans.Über Tri-
est liefen intensive österreichische Schiffsverbindungen

in die Anrainerstaaten des Mittelmee-
res. Das alles mitsamt den vielfültigen
Regelungen von Posffarifen zählt zum
besonderen Interessenbereich von Dr.
Bernardini. Ganz natjirlich, daB auch

europaweite Postverbindungen hierzu
zàhlten. Grundlage seiner Studien wur-
den für ihn die vertraglichen Regelun-

In der organisierten Philatelie bekleidete er meh-
rere Jahre hindurch dasAmt des Präsidenten des ehrwür-
digen Mener Philatelistenklubs Vindobona, im Kärnt-
ner Philatelistenklub ist er das einzige Ehrenmitglied.

Wenn sich also ein dermaBen ausgewiesener Jurist
und Plilatelist mit dem Leben und Wirken von Laurenz
Koschier befaBt, hat das seine guten Gründe. Denn auch

170 Jahre her - mit dem damals in Östemeich angewand-

The quantities of commemorative and thematic stamps

issued at present usually range from 1 00 to 25 0 thousand

for a country in which almost 50 million people live. One

might conclude that postal activity in this young state is

anemic. But that's not the case. Letters are mainly franked

with widely used stamps printed in quantities of hun-

dreds of millions. In addition, domestic mail makes use

of artistically designed pre-stamped envelopes, the num-

ber and print run of which also far surpass the more fes-

tive, elite stamps (ill. 1).

INVENTIVE STAMP PRODUCERS

Of course, it is precisely the widely used stamps, start-

ing with the Penny Black, that constitute the object of
particular philatelic attention and study around the world.
The workhorse stamps of Ukraine are no exception: al-

though still in their childhood, one could already write

monographs about them.
Today the main burden of traditional correspondence

is paid by using just 12 stamps, mainly from the closely
related fifth and sixth definitive issues as well as two
stamps left in circulation from the fourth definitive is-

sue, with the letters "I" (trolley), worth 1 kopiyka, and

"Ç" (bus), worth 3 kopiykas; the latter have been in cir-

culation since 1995 (ill.2)

The fifth definitive rssue

- 6 designs depicting holly-
hocks, marigolds, a sun-
flower, kalyna (viburnum
opulus), ears of wheat, and

the Ukrainian state emblem,

the trident - were issued on

1 April 200 1 (i11. 3). Because

the set was conceived when

inflation was still rampant, it
was provided
with alphabetic
denominations. But the newly introduced
national currency, the hryvnia (: 100

kopiykas) held its course rather well, and the

postal officials decided not only to issue new
stamps with additional denominations in nu-

merals (periwinkle 5 k, blue cornflowers 45

k, sweet pea 65 k, lilac 80 k) but also to re-

place the letters 'oB" and "Ä" on the designs

by 10 k and 30 k respectively (ill. 4). How-
ever, the "8" and "Ä" stamps were not taken

out of circulation, and the new ones with num-

bers were named the sixth definitive issue.

That is how the fifth-sixth definitive series

came into being with 12 stamps, but 10 val-
ues and designs.

But onlythree months (!) afterthe appear-

ance of the fifth definitive series one could already hear

in the stamp clubs how some collectors, on the basis of
barely perceptible nuances, were beginning to distinguish

between three different printings (!) of the "Golden Tri-
dent" stamp with the letter denomination "P" (roughly

the equivalent today of twice the denomination "u"). Not
all collectors, however, were so convinced by their argu-

ments as to add to their collection three almost identical
stamps. But then something happened that could not be

ignored even by the greatest sceptics of including addi-
tional printings in their collections. One by one there

appeared in the post offices the "Ä" and "8" stamps as

well as others, notably the "I" anduÇ" stamps, with in-
controvertible information that these stamps were later

printings! On the pane margins, in the upper left corner,
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stood the order number and date - certificates, as it were,
of each printing (ill. 5). Soon everyone could see that the
additional printings were coming hard and fast, without
stop - "certificated" stamps proliferated like mushrooms

after rain. But this was only the begin-
ning of the enticement of collectors and
plundering of their pockets. At the end
of200I the "ceftificates" appeared also
in the diagonally opposite corner of
panes with a "minor" addition: the num-
ber of the pane in the entire printed
sheet (ill. 6).

Soon, all those who so far had re-
mained indifferent to the changes de-
scribed here found that they had to
worry too. Hitherto, they had enjoyed
the stamps in their collection and
thought to themselves: "I collect
stamps, not selvedge." But the stamp
producers, as if in an answer to them,
decided to inscribe in microprint on
every stamp, as a protective device
against forgeries, the year ofprinting.
And now, even the most undemanding
approach to forming a collection re-
quires as a minimum the number of
copies of each definitive stamp as there
are different years inscribed on them

LYRICAL DIGRESSION

The time that has passed since the
appearance of the fifth-sixth definitive
series demonstrates that the new
stamps, as one ofthe attributes of state-
hood, became in a period of crisis a

bright ray of hope. In these pieces of
paper were accumulated a number of
components: the talent of artist
Oleksandr Kalmykov who used com-
puter technology to meld watercolours
with photography,the diversity of col-
ors of Ukrainian nature, the high pro-
fessional level and creativity ofprint-
ers, the stability of the printing indus-
try, and the continued use of the same
high quality materials (paper, ink, glue).
The preparation of the current defini-
tive series took into account almost all
the proposals ofthe republic's Associa-
tion of Philatelists, particularlythe most
important of these: that the current
definitives be of the highest artistry in
both artistic design and printing tech-
nique.

The theme of the series was also
well chosen. Flowers in Ukraine, es-

(ill. 7).
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pecially wild flowers, are held in high esteem. Nearly all
of them, depicted on the stamps in a natural unity with
ears of wheat, a sunflower, and the summer sþ, are a

component and adomment of everyday life and are widely
used in folk rituals and festivals; celebrated by poets,

innumerable songs and paintings are devoted to them.

People especially love the kalyna or European cran-

berry bush. Its luxuriant white spring flower symbol-
izes virginal beauty, and the song "Red Kalyna" was

one of the favorite songs, almost a hymn, of the sol-

diers of the Insurgent Army in their unequal battle
(against Hitler and Stalin) fought for over ten years

in an effort to make their fatherland an independent
state.

Crowning the series is a magnificent design de-
picting the Golden Trident - the main element in the
State's coat of arms. The sign of the trident was in-
herited from antiquity, and in the late tenth/early elev-
enth century it was the heraldic symbol of the prince
of Kyivan Rus', Volodymyr the Great. The trident is

connected with the other stamps of the series by its
background: the yellow color symbolizes a field of
wheat and is one of the colours of the state flag; the
other colour of the flag is blue, rendered here in the
image of the sky.

PROTECTION

In recent years all Ukrainian stamps are printed in
a Ukrainian enterprise that specializes in security print-
ing, and the stamps are therefore appropriately protected

against forgery. When the paper suppliers, representa-

tives of the firm Tullis Russell Coatings of Great Britain,
came to Kyiv in 2001, they were not only pleasantly sur.
prised to see their "Emperor" paper used for postage
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stamps, but also impressed by the hidden artistic-fantasy
effect achieved by uniting the ultraviolet protection of
the papers "Starry Sky" and "Lunar Sky" with the de-
signs ofthe stamps "Christmas," "Churches ofUkraine,"
"Nativity of Christ," "SaintNicholas," and "HappyNew
Year" (Michel nos. 326, 420-422, 47 l, 47 2, 41 3).

The o'sþ" papers are not used for the fifth-sixth de-
finitive series, but these issues have lost nothing thanks
to well applied traditional methods: luminescent inks and
microprint.

That each definitive stamp now
bears the year of its printing has al-
ready been mentioned. To find this
barely distinguishable inscription (0.6
mm long, 0.2 mm high), one has to
look under the alphabetic or numeri-
cal denomination, Moreover, on all the
denominations the value is printed
again twice in white print against the
background of the denomination (0.4
x 0.45 mm - 0.3 x 0.35 mm) (ill. 8).
As to how the designs look under ul-
traviolet light, this cannot be put in
words here. It is better to take a look
oneselfat the fairytale effect.

AMBIVALENT
EVALUATIONS

The introduction on pane margins
of printing information, their numbers,
and so forth caused a stir among phi-

84

latelists; collectors evaluate these innovations in differ-
ent ways and there are ambivalent effects. On the one
hand, the dynamics of how the needs of the post are sat-
isfied by definitive stamps became transparent, and it
became easier for collectors to find there way among later
printings and to find varieties among the ocean of "iden-
tical" stamps. On the other hand, stamp lovers have seen
their expenditures rise severalfold, which in a time of
unfavourable economic conditions has led some collec-
tors to stop buying stamps or even to abandon the hobby
entirely. After all, now one has to have in a collection as

a minimum a strip ofthree or a block of six of each value
and printing. Consider that there are seven known print-
ings of the Golden Trident and ten of the marigolds. And
if in the past a collection composed of panes was regarded
as regal, today the number of panes in such a regal col-
lection would have to increase drastically. One cannot
ignore these realities since the definitive stamps are the
foundation, the basis of philately. Moreover, 'oceftifica-
tion" also encompasses commemorative and thematic
stamps. The worldwide tendency to transfer the center
of attention from the individual stamp to panes, book-
lets, and so forth raises the question ofthe postal validity
and attractiveness of the stamp as a miniature work of
applied artistry.
