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A FIP President must have a fun-

damental quality and this must be the
capacity to dialog in a democratic way.

The Continental Federations are

today a reality. They exist.
The Continental Federations

have as members the National Fed-
erations of their Continents, which
are also normally FIP members.

The Continental Federations have

their democratic Congresses where the

National Federations are taking deci-
sions and these decisions must be re-

spected and considered by all phila-
telic community and mainly by FIP.

The Boards of the Continental
Federations are normally the attor-
ney ofthe decisions and policies de-

cided.within the Continental Con-
gresses and are obliged to execute
and support the decisions taken.

In democracythis can be obtained
with dialogue, discussions of the
matters and respecting the interests
of all Continental Federations.

Europe is living in a free and
democratic world and it is usual for
us to have opportunities to discuss
the problems.

When a Continental Federation is
proposing something important to
the philatelic world, must have al-
ways taken in consideration that the
philatelic world is composed by
three Continental Federations, with
specific situations and sometimes
some differences.

This is the main reason why it is
necessary to discuss the problems
between all parts interested.

FEPA has sent to FIP a proposal
for discussion on the change ofFIP
Statutes and GREX, in which we
were asking for a meeting between

FIP and other Continental Federa-
tions in Ztnich, giving to all parts,
first the possibility to discuss our
proposal, second, the possibility to
present also their own proposals.

The answer, in an antidemocratic
way, was the silence!

Meantime, in January 2006 we
received a proposal ofchange ofthe
FIP Statutes and GREX, sent by the
President of FIP, Mr. Koh, without
any proposal of dialogue of these
important matters between all parts.

This proposal is violating FEPA
Statutes and must be rejected by us.

FIP President gave only 3 weeks
to the National Federations to send
proposals after of which no discus-
sion would be allowed. This is con-
sidered a complete lack of respect by
the National Federations.

Ifthis change of Statutes was ap-
proved by the National Federations,
we shall have in the future atremen-
dous confusion, with Continental
regions (what is this?), with candi-
dates not proposed by the Continen-
tal Federations'and many other pro-
posals making no sense.

It is obvious that any FIP President

should have a capacity of dialogue
between all partners and never tly to
impose his opinion, as it is happening

with the document sent by the FIP
President which has as main objec-
tive to divide and depreciate the Con-
tinental Federations and their work.

It is obvious that we need to elect a
FIP President with capacity of dialog.

We need to elect somebody, who
is interested in work and dialogue
with their partners, such as the Con-
tinental and National Federations,
respecting the decisions taken in the

Continental Congresses and ûying to

find solutions that can satisfied all

members of FIP and Continental
Federations.

We need to elect a FIP President,

who has the capacity to respect the

National Federations and in our case

the European Federations, which
have always taken the decisions in
their Continental Congresses.

We need to elect somebody with
a big experience, not only inside of
FIP Board but mainly inside of a
National Federation, where normally
we can feel the problems better.

We need to elect somebody with
a great feeling ofthe philatelic world,
where the first target must be the in-
terests of the entire international
philatelic community.

We have nowthis candidate, who
is Mr Joseph Wolff, very well known
worldwide.

He is a man of the philately, very
competent, very well informed and
interested in the problems of the
World of Philately and a good friend
of the philatelic directors of the Na-
tional Federations, Continental Fed-
erations and philatelists.

He will be, in my opinion, the
right man in the right place.

I wish to Joseph Wolff the best
success, because I am sure that his
success will be the success of the
philatelic world, where the dialogue,
friendship and the improvement of
our philatelic organization will be a
reality.

the readers ofthe Bulletin how to they can plan efficiently.
How to publish on CD- or DVD-ROM is another theme
present in the newAIJP Bulletin; it concerns a contribu-
tion of someone who has a lot of experience in this field.

Those interested in specialised literature will enjoy a

contribution about important historical libraries and their
librarians and they will cerlainly be interested in the large
number of reviews that can be found in this edition. Never
before has an edition of theAIJP Bulletin so voluminous;
this underlines that the new Board of the AIJP is seri-
ously striving to fulfil the goals that it has set when it
was appointed last year. Edition 112006 of the AIJp Bul-
letin will be distributed as from February 25,h,2006.

The AIJP intensifies its international con-
tacts

In October 2006, the AIJP participated in a special
meeting in Berne that had been organised by the World
Association for the Development of Philately (WADP).
Other pariicipants were representing national philatelic
associations and postal administrations. One of the goals
of the meeting was to strengthen the relations between
the participants.

On May 5ú, 2006, during the I 6ú International Stamp
Fair in Essen (Germany), a meeting will be held that is
open to officials of the various international philatelic
organisations. On the agenda is a tighter international
cooperation between the organisations that are repre-
sented, in the light of developments in the field of philat-
ely. One of the items of discussion will be how to deal
with postal administrations and - more specifically - with
the way they are developing their marketing techniques.
Invitations for this meeting were sent to the main phila-
telic organisations: AIJP, ASCAT, FEPA, FIP and IFSDA
and also to ofücials of a number of stamp collectors'as-

sociations, the philatelic trade and the philatelic press.

The meeting will be presided by Michael Adler (AIJP),

former Board Member of both FIP and FEPA. Adler, who

can boast of an extensive experience inthis field and who

has contacts with all the parties involved.

The members of the Board of the AIJP meet about

three to four times a year. Usually, they combine these

meetings with their respective visits to international or

national exhibitions and stamp fairs and they use these

occasions to discuss relevant issues like the continuity of
the projects of the Boa¡d and the various problems that

ur" -"i by members of the philatelic press' In May 2005

the Board conferred in Brno (Czech Republic, during the

exhibition held there) and in October they met in
Sindelfingen (Germany, during the Intemational Stamp

Fair). There will be a Meeting on February 25ft, in Vienna,

and this occasion will be used to talk about the role the
AIJP can play with regard to important philatelic events

and the contributions the organisation can make to such

events like the combined German-Austrian Philatelists'
Day and the international exhibition WIPA2008. One of
the other questions that will be discussed is how the co-
operation between philatelic magazines can be intensi-
fied inthose countries where active members oftheAIJP
are present.

Official Pørtners of the AIJP (see: www.aijp.org) can
make use ofthe so-called "Themendienste" (topical news
service). This service consists of a number of fact sheets
that are grouped around certain themes or subjects that
are important or interesting for those who for philatelic
media, like journalists, editors and authors. These fact
sheets will prove to be most helpful when researching
certain philatelic areas and they also will ease the search
for relevant illustrations. The latest subject that has been
inserted, is '150 Years Stanley Gibbons'; it concerns a

voluminous dossier containing a wealth of information
combined with many historical andlor interesting illus-
trations. For the time being, the dossier is available in
German only.

Chapter VIII of FEPA Statutes agreed by the
Amsterdam Congress in 2002, stipulates the Honours,
Medals and Awards which may be awarded by the Euro-
pean Philatelic Federation as follows:

FIP Flash Magazine.

- Exhibitions. Mr. Van Vaeck in-
formed that the Belgian Federation
is considering to organise a FEPA
Exhibition with Congress in 2010,
in Brussels.

Also provided some facts about
Belgica 2006, which shall have 1823

frames, from which 588 belong to
175 Youth exhibitors.

Mr. Vaz Pereira explained that the

Portuguese Federation and the Post

of Portugal are planning an Exhibi-
tion in 2010 to commemorate the
Centenary of the Republic. It is
nearly decided and perhaps would be

presented during the World Exhibi-
tion "Espana2006", next October in
Malaga.

Anthony Virvilis advanced the

possibility of an Exhibition in
Greece in 20ll in commemoration

of the 150'h anniversary from the is-

sue of the first Greek stamp. Tälks

will start soon bY the Hellenic
Philotelic Federation with the spon-

soring bodies (Hellenic Post, Gov-

ernment officials etc). In addition,

there are thoughts bY the Hellenic

Philotelic Society to stage a Virtual

Exhibition on Intemet, which will
last six months. The International
Jury would have the possibility to
canlz out its task from home.

Mr. Gerhard Kraner advised the
Board that while there are 10.000

collectors organised in the Swiss
Philatelic Societies, Swiss Post
counts 90.000 subscribers. It is a
challenge to try to involve all these

collectors into organised philately.
That is why the Post is organising
an One Frame and Open Class ex-
hibition with material after 1960.
These exhibitions started in2002 and
repeated in2004 and 2005 with great
success.

- Jurors. Mr. Jorgen Jorgensen

explained that the present circum-
stances are different from when the
regulations for FEPA jurors were
prepared, because:

1. There are less FEPA Exhibi-
tions

2. They are not recognised by
FIP

Member Federations do not un-
derstand why the apprentice jurors
have to pass first aFEPAapprentice-
ship and then a FIP apprenticeship.

So he proposed to cancel the
present regulations and prepare a

document proposing a new system.

- One Frame. Mr. Jorgen
Jorgensen informed that Mr.Lumir
Brendl, FIP Director in charge of
One Frame matters, proposed 5 lev-
els of medals. As there are different
opinions aboutthis from one Federa-

tion to anothe¡ was agreed to rec-
ommend to act as in Open Class,
where the Organising Committee of
the Exhibition decide the type of
award to be given. When an exhibit
gets 3 Gold is not to be presented
again.

To use the same regulations than
the comesponding Class and judg-
ing would be based on 100 points
system.

It is necessary to find ways to
identi$, those collectors who made
a new exhibit for the One Frame
Class from those who use a part of
their existing larger exhibit with the
same items and the same develop_
ment.

Mr. Jorgensen will present, in
coordinationwith Mr. Brendl, anew
document with the changes intro-
duced in the One Frame rules.

- Open Class. Mr. José Ramón
Moreno informed about the big suc-
cess of the Open Class. Most exhi-
bitions include a space for the Open
Class. There have been even a good
number of sp ecialized exhibitions for
Open Class. And it is not only The-
matic but every day more and more
exhibits are presented as Postal His-
tory Open Class, Postal Stationery
Open Class, Maximaphily Open
Class, Aero, Traditional etc. The
same could be said for One Frame
Class.

Having this in mind, Mr. Moreno
suggested that instead of creating
two new Classes with two more FIP
Commissions, more specialised ju-
rors etc., is simpler to consider this
two new ways of collecting, as natu-
ral parts of the existing Classes and

also using the Jurors of each class.

Mr. Pedro Yaz Pereira proposed
these experimental Classes be inte-
grated as Sections of the existing
classes. This allows of course to con-
tinue with specialized exhibitions
and these exhibits to be presented at
general exhibitions separate or next
to their respective class, according
to the wishes of the organisers.

The FEPA Working Team on
Open Class will present a proposal,
before the end ofMarch, which will
also include the amendments of the
points of the present provisional
regulations, according to the sugges-

tions received by several National
Federations.

Some reflections on the infotmation
published by the FIP Gommission fot Postal History

FLASH No.84,/2003 F.l.P. Congress - Malaga 2006

Report on the sessions on the use of illustrative ma-
terial in postal history exhibits given at the Commission
meeting in Seoul onAugust 8,2002, and inAmsterdam
on September I.2002:

"Proposition 4: Social Philately and Special Studies
in Postal History in one concept: "Social, Historical and

Special Studies: o'... Some regulations have been pub-
lished in "FLASH".

Reflection: Regulations on Social Philately and Spe-

cial Studies in Postal History have, until today (2006)
never been published in "Flash". Experimental Regula-
tions have only been published in Commission Bulle-
tins (e.g. Bulletin Nr. 20 - July 1999)

FLASH No. 91 /2oO5

Conference September l. 2004,Singapore:
"8. Approved to divide the Postal History Class as

follows:
a)...b)...
c) Historic, social and special studies"

New guidelines to be worked out so that they can be

approved at the next Congress. Suggestion from Börje
Wallberg: Every country should introduce this as an ex-
perimental class in the meantime".

Reflection: According to our information, point 8
has never been approved by the delegates. Furthermore,
in the Report to the F.I.P. Congress, the Chairman of the

Commission clearly stated that only "two proposals of
the bureau were unanimously accepted by the delegates:

L a division in three time periods: A. up to 1875; B.

1976-1945; C. after 1945

2. use of illustrative material is permitted in modest

and appropriate way".

This is confirmed by the Minutes of the 68ú FIP-Con-
gress * Singapore (p.13-1a).

FEPANE\ryS - May 2006

The intention of the Chairman of the Commission is
to ask the Congress for approval ofthe "social

philately and Special studies" as a third section (cat-
egory) in the official "Postal History Class". After this
approval, regulations, guidelines and rules would be
worked out.

Final reflection and conclusion:

- Approving at first a new "class" and propose regu-
lations and guidelines afterwards is putting the cart
before the horse

- As the Federations have not been informed about
what "Social Philately" stands for, it is impossible
for the delegates at the FIP Congress at Malaga to
approve or to disapprove such a proposal.

- Non-philatelic items used in "Social philately" are
totally different from the "illustrative material" tol-
erated in Postal History (see SREV and Guidelines,
www. apf. org. aulsocial.htm)

- The volume of "non-philatelic items" in Social Phi-
lately" should not comprise "more than 507o of
exhibit" (SREV 5.1) where in Postal History "il-
lustrative material" is tolerated up to 3 halve pages
per frame (Flash 9112005, p.9).

- "Social philately" is barely known in European Fed-
erations.

Conclusion: As proposed by B. Wallberg in Septem-
ber 2004, European Federations should introduce "So-
cial Philately & Special Studies" as an experimental class.
As has been done for "Open Class", statistics should be
kept by FEPA. In the meantime, FEPAshould organise a
forum for discussion on this important matter, especially
from the moment the specific SREV and Guidelines will
be available.

Montenegro is a small state in the Balkans with
650.000 citizens, covering the surface of 13.812 Km2.
Podgorica is a capital of Montenegro, with approxi-
mately 175.000 citizens. Montenegro is surrounded
by Croatia, Bosnia & Herzegovina, Serbia and Alba-
nia.

The length of its coast amounts to 293 km. Some

of the most beautiful sandy beaches in Mediterranean
are located there. National park Durmitor, Kotor-Risan
bay and Kotor-Stari grad (Old Town of Kotor) be-

long to the world natural and cultural heritage and are

under protection of UNESCO.
Montenegro also has a very rich postal tradition. The

first postal stamp was printed on May I .t 1874 in Vienna,

bearing the figure of Prince Nikola Petrovic.

MONTENEGRIN STAMP - AGAIN
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During the long period of his reign the prince Nikola
tried to reorganize Montenegro on new foundations, ac-
cording to the requirements and needs of modern Euro-
pean life. As organization of internal and international
postal service proved to be a precondition for the faster
overall prosperiry we can understand the tendency of
Montenegrin sovereign to include his small and under-
developed country into this important region without
which no one modern state could be imagined. The fact

that he succeeded to do it before the Berlin Congress, at
the time when Montenegro was not internationally rec-

ognized, witnesses about great effiorts which were made

for the purpose of introducing Montenegro into the con-

temporary trends ofEuropean science, technology and

culture.
Postal Convention between Austro-Hungary and

Montenegro was signed inZada4 on 25ú May 1 871 . This
agreement, consisting of 39 paragraphs, regulated in de-

tail almost all branches of postal service.

Up to the foundation of the Universal Postal Union,
in Bern, 1874, Montenegro, like other European coun-

tries, regulated its international postal operations on the

bilateral grounds. In fact, by ratiÛzing postal convention
with Austro-Hungary on 29ú January 1 873, Montenegro
became included into the international postal operations,

via Kotor, with all countries of theAustro-Hungarian al-
liance.

The Principality of Montenegro became a member of
UPU on 2"d October 1874, e.g. during the UPU session,

in a diplomatic way, by the agency of the representative

of Austria.
Montenegro's accession to UPU was an event of ex-

treme importance, not only for the history of Montenegrin
posts but for its overall development as well.

Montenegro was represented at all UPU congresses

and conferences that were held until the beginning of the
World War I. Second UPU Congress was held on 2"d May

' 1878 in Paris. UPU Conference was held in Paris, in the
year 1880,'UPU Congress - in Lisbon in the year 1885,

UPU Conference in Brussels - in the year 1890, UPU
Congress in Vienna - in the year 1891, UPU Congress

in Washington - in the year 1897. UPU Congress in Rome

- in the year 1906 and UPU Congress in Madrid - in the
year 1920.

Montenegro attendance of all UpU congresses and
conferences and understanding of the Montenegrin
people's struggle for liberation, ensured Montenegro
a prominent position within the work of this institu-
tion.

Montenegro signed an international postal agreement
with all countries members of UpU. Montenegro is the
first among the European countries that introduced mo-
tor transportation of passengers and mail within its own

organization. In other countries, that job was performed
by private companies.

In the year 1903 Jovo Popovic, the Head of the
Montenegro Post and Telegraphs, ordered from the Pari-
sian company "Delahue", an automobile for transporta-
tion of passengers and mail. Therefore, motor traffic
started at the beginning of July the same year. As the

automobile was very expensive - it was paid 2I.I78

crowns, it was the only one in Montenegro for a long
period of time.

It is worthy to mention that Montenegro, along with
France, Germany, Belgium, Bulgaria, Serbia,Italy, Ro-
mania and Monaco signed a Convention on International
Motor Transportation in Paris in the year 1890.

After the Berlin Congress, regular navigation on the
Skadar Lake was established with the Prince's yacht
"Slavljanin".

Since theyear I874,whenthe first postal stamps were
printed, until the cessation ofexistence ofthe indepen-

dent Montenegrin state, a total of 15 series of prepaid
stamps was issued.

- third issue: 1890-1893

- fourth issue: 1893

- commemorative stamps issue on the occasion of

On 15th December 2005 e.g. 92 years after the previ-
ous independent issue, Post of Montenegro started issu-

ing of postal stamps. It issued stamps with their face

value amounting to 025€,,0,40 €o 0,50 € and 0060 €.

Post of Montenegro, as a part of international mail,
has been functioning in accordance with the modern
postal technologies and has been following modem trends

in postal operations.

The International Centre of Demining (CID) com-
manded by the Spanish Ministry of Defence, has awarded
Jose M. Grandela with the Plaque of Honour due to his
generous and effective assistance in the investigation and
deep study of a rare message-caffier ballistic projectile
used in the 2"d World War by the German Army.

The unknown projectile was discovered near the
German border by the Swiss Army who contacted the
CID in Spain asking for cooperation on its identifica-
tion. The Spanish Army then asked Jose M. Grandela for
technical assistance as he is a well known specialist in
message-carrier and propaganda rockets and grenades

from the entire world.
Mr. Grandela identified successfully the strange pro-

jectile which has been now properly catalogued at the
International Centre of Demining (CID) as well as in the

Geneva International Centre for Humanitarian Demining.
High ranked officers and specialists of the Spanish

Army agree that the assistance kindly provided by Jose

M. Grandela has been essential to solve the consulting
made by the Swiss Army.

How comes that the knowledge of a field of Philately

-Astrophilately- can give a hand to such important of-

fice as the Geneva International Centre for Humanitar-
ian Demining?

Dear President,

I am publishing in this magazine the documents sent by FIP President, Mr. Koh Seow Chuan, where you can find
my comments and concerns.

In the Statutes and GREX documents my comments are written in blue and red.
I would like to remind you that FEPA Congress approved in Brno a document to be discussed with FIP and othèr

Continental Federations, having as objective to find the best way to make the revision of these two documents looking
after the interests of all Continental Federations and FIP and finding a consensus between all parties.

This procedure, was considered as the best democratic way to discuss this document.
Unfortunately, Mr. Koh Chuan, FIP President, avoid any dialogue with FEPA and sent in January to the National

Federations proposal documents for the change of the Statutes and Grex, giving only three weeks to receive any
answer from the National Federations.

These are important documents to be analysed in three weeks only and I consider this procedure a miss of respect
towards European National Federations

I would kindly request you the favour to read my comments, discuss this matter inside of your National Federa-

tions and in Málaga will be held a FEPA meeting, before FIP Congress, to analyse the FIP documents, my comments

and your proposals and to decide according to the European interests, having in consideration that according the
article 26 .l , in order to change the Statutes a maj ority of TWO THIRDS of the members present in person or by proxy
is necessary.

In my opinion this serious matter should have a frank and cordial discussion between FIP and Continental Federa-
tions to find a consensus between all interested sides, but unfortunately this was not the understanding of Mr. Koh
Seow Chuan, for which I regret very much.

In my opinion the proposal sent by FIP President has as main objective to depreciate and divide the Continental
Federations and will bring to philately more confusion than we have in this moment.

In any case, I consider that we have not the proper conditions to discuss and vote this matter in X'IP Con-
gress of Málaga and the relevant discussion should be postponed for 2008 Congress.

Ilowever, we can also refuse the proposals sent by FIP Presidento showing our complete disagreement to the
procedure followed.

The decision will be yours.

CHAPTER I Ge¡reur FEPA Presídent Comments

'4-What 
is this of "for first class international philatelic

exhibitions and comPetitions. " ?
I cannot understand it. Can You ?

Article 2 Non Discrimination
1.1 FIP and its members do not discriminate for reasons of

sex, sexual orientation. age, race, religion, or politics.

FEPA president Gomments
2.1 "Sexual orientation" . I never had seen any_

thing against the "GAY SOCIETY" inside of Flp, why
this has to be written ?? I recommend to be refu_
sed.

Article 3 Offices
3.1 The registered office of FIP is located at Zurich,

Switzerland.
3.2 The administrative headquarters of FIP (hereafter referred

to as "FlP Secretariat) shall be located wherever the FIP
Board designates with the approval of Congress.

FEPA President GommenF
Article 3.2 - FIP must have a fixed headquarter and not a

mobile headquarter which can be moved with
each new FIP Board.

FIP National Federations cannot be dependent on the good
will of the FIP Board and we shall not have in
the future any guarantee that a good service will
be given.

Who will undertake the charge of magazine, archives,
files, library, circular letters and many other
tasks?? A permanent employer will be
absolutely necessary to give to the National
Federations a good and sufficient service.
This is not defined in the FIP proposal of
change. We do not know how FIP services will
be organized in future, we do not know who
will be in charge of this task and what they
are the guarantees that we shall continue to
have a good service in the future.

FIP should be a professional Federation, as happens with
other international federations like the handball,
football etc. FIP should never have an amateur
organization.

It is obvious that one of the main objectives is to move
FIP to Asia or America.

I recommend strongly to refuse this proposal.

CHAPTER llAr¡us o¡ FIP

Article 5 The aims of the FIP
5.4 To define at the highest level the characteristics of

consistency and ouality for first class international
philatelic exhibitions and competitions.

5.5 To establish and maintain close contacts with partners in

the philatelic field and with national and international
organisations.

5.Q To support international philatelic events of all kinds
organised by its Members.

CHAPTER lll Merr¡eensHlp

Article I Regular Membership
8.1 National Federations to which the majority of philatelic

societies of the country belong may be admitted as
Regular Members (hereafter referred to as " Members"). .

Only one Member can be accepted from each country.
The expression "Country" wherever used in these articles
shall mean any country, state or autonomous region which
in its absolute discretion is accepted by FIP Congress as
constituting the area of jurlsdiction of a recognised
Member,
Once a Member has been elected it shall represent the
Country until it resigns as provided under Article 14. is
expelled underArticle 27.1. is dropped from membership
underArticle 13.4. withdraws in favour of another National
Federation which must satisfy all the requirements of
Article 11. or no longer meets the conditions of the first
oaraoraoh of this Article. and is reolaced bv the FIP
Congress.

FEPA President Comments
8.1 - The last paragraph of this 8.1 is very dangerous. My

question is: who shall control inside of each country
"the majority of philatelic societies of the country".

As example: you have in a country two National
Federations. The official Federation has 58 clubs and
the other Federation has only 3 clubs, but many
philatelists. ln the future this last Federation may
request from FIP to be member and for example could
inform FIP that has 68 clubs. How can FIP control
this? The democratic countries have courts to solve
the problems.

I recommend strongly to refuse this proposal.

8.2 Temporary Members
Where no National Federation exists, temporary
membership may be granted to the most representative
philatelic organisation in that country. Such membership
shall be on a temporary basis. As soon as a National
Federation representing direcfly or indirecfly the majority
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of philatelists in the country has been formed it will replace
the temporary member.

Article l0 Associate Members
10.1 National Federations from each Continental Region

r"y
constitute a Continental Federation which may include
philatelic organisations of countries that are not Members
of the FlP. Only one Continental Federation may be
admitted as Associate Member provided they operate
in accordance with the Statutes and regulations of Flp.

FEpA president Commente
I 0.1 - We should propose that the Continental Federations

only could have members, which are also Flp
members?

ln my opinion we need to follow the other international. andcontinentalfederations.
What is this of a Gontinental Region? We have continents.

We have now Gontinental Federation,
Thie article can interfere in the actual structure of the

Continental Federations, which are very well
organised and do not need any change.

We must replace continental regions by: CONTINENT.
I recommend strongly to review this article,

11.2 Applications for Regular Membership including
Temporary Membership must include:

Such sponsorship shall include guarantee of the payment
of FIP fees for first three years of the membership.

11.5 Applications for Associate or Promotional Membership
must include:

b) details of their proposed philatelic activities
c) a written declaration to accept and implementwithout

qualification all FIP Statutes and regulations

CHAPTER lV FIP One¡rusAlon

Article l8 Representation at Congress
18.1 Only Members as defined in Article I have ttre right to

vote in the Congress.
18.2 Members are represented at Congress by a delegation

of not more than two persons. Each delegation shall have
one vote. The delegates must be members of the
National Federation and residents of the country
concerned. (Exception: Temporary professional
assignment abroad.)

18.3 At the request of a Membe¡ the Flp Board may permit
two non-voting observers from that Member to attend.

Article 2l The notice of convocation shall include:
21.1 Theagenda.

' 21.2 The reports:
a) of the FIP Board
b) of the Commissions

21.3 The treasurer's report including
a) The Balance Sheet and Profit & Loss Account þ¡
the last two yearg
b) The Budget for the forthcoming two years

21.4 The report of the Auditor.

A¡licle 22 Motions
22.3 Motions may be submitted by the Flp Board up to two

months before the Congress convenes. Such motions
must be circulated to all members.

Article 23 Election
23.1 The Congress shall elect by secret ballot:

a) The President
b) Three Vice-Presidents. one from Asia/Oceania. one

from the Americas. and one from Eurooe.
c) Four Directors. one fromAsia/Oceani

Americas. and two from Europe.

FEPA President Comments
23.1 - This proposition must be studied very weil.
The proposal presented said : Asia and Americas will have

two vice-presidents and 2 directors, which means 4
members.

Europe will have I Vice-president and 2 Directors, which
means 3 memberc.

However, Europe alone has more members than Asia and
Americas together.

So, I continue recommending 3 Directors for Europe to
make a correct balance.

The Board should have a total of g members as before.
lf this is not possible, it is better to have a Flp Board of

free election for directors and president.
The Vice-Presidents must be one per Continent.
So I recommend to refuse this proposal as it is presented.

Arlicle 24. Nominations and Voting for Candidates

24.2 Nominations should normally be seconded by the
aooropriate Continental Federation if the nominee's
country federation is a member thereof.. Their second
shall be shown on the nomination form änd should
normally be signed either by the president of the
Continental Federation or his authorised representative.

FEpA president Comments
24.2 - FIP is clearly trying to get authority of the

Continental Federations in this case.
FIP is proposing " should normally,' and this is not as it is

written in the actual statutes ,,must be,',
which means that is obligatory.
In the future it will be the total confus¡on.
Who will have the power to present candidates if the

"nominations should normally be seconded by the
appropriate Continental Federation" ?

So, FIP is trying to do the total confusion aboutthis matter
and the Continental Federations and theirstructures
will be clearly affected by this.

The Continental Federations and in this case FEPA cannot
accept this, as it is against our Statutes and never
should be accepted by FEPAthat European countries,
not FEPA membens, could present candidatures.

Onlv FEPA Congress and the European National
Federations have the competence to elect their
reoresentatives in FlP. This is Democracv!

I strongly recommend to refuse this proposal and maintain
the actual article.

Article 29 Language
29.1 The proceedings of the Congress must be conducted in

one of the FIP Languages (see Article 29.3 below).
29.2 thìe President shall determine the language in which

the proceedings are conducted (see Article 29.3 below).
Simultaneous translation shall be provided.

FEPA President Gomments
29.2-l do not understand why all world is obliged to speak

English!Why?
The proceeding of the Congress must be published in the

four languages as always happened before.
I recommend strongly to refuse this proposal.

29.3 The proceedings of the Congress, including financial
reports and Motions, shall be recorded and published in
English, and if at all possible in French, German and
Spanish. The Organisers of the Congress are respon-
sible for publishing the proceedings and the costs thereof
unless the FIP Board resolves that another party bears
the responsibility and/or cost of such publication.

FEPA President Gomments
29.3 - The same comment done in 29.2. FIP Board shall

never spend money for this task.
Wh¡ therefore, only in English?

Article 30 Board of Directors
30.1 The FIP Board is the directing body of FlP.
30.2 lt comprises a President, three Vice-Presidents and four

Directors.

FEPA President Comments
I recommend strongly to have 9 members in the Board. I

President, three Vice-Presidents and 5 Directors.
With this number we will have a better possibility to do

the balance between the Continental Federations.

30.3 All members of the FIP Board shall be elected for a four
year term and no member of the Board may serve for more
than two full terms in the same position or three full terms
in all, unless elected President. Membership of the FIP

Board shall be subject to election every second year i.e.

the President, one Vice-President and two Directorg to be
elected at one Congress, and two Vice-Presidents and two
Directors to be elected at the following Congress.

FEPA President Gomments
30.3 - To change to " five" directors and do the balance to 5

directors. Gould be two and three, as I had proposed
before. Only a FIP Board with 9 members can do a fair
balance between Continental Federations.

30.4 All Continental Regions are to be represented on the
FIP Board.

30.4 - Continental Regions? How these representatives
should be elected ?

ln my opinion only the Continental Federation must be
represented in FIP Board. This is a completely
nonsense proposal.

In the future we will have representatives from South of
Europe, Nordic Countries, Multilateral Countries,
lberian Countries etc etc. So, how many members
should have the FIP Board to fulfil this point of the
Statutes if approved ? 10,12,20 ??

I recommend strongly to refuse this proposal.

30.8 The FIP Board represents the FlP. The President alone
or the Treasurer together with one Vice-President are
authorised to sign on behalf of the FIP in a legally binding
manner if authorised by the FIP Board and the prescribed
form of signature shall be determined by the Board. The
Board may authorise other persons to sign on behalf of
FIP in soecific instances

FEPA President Comments
30.8 - lt is necessary to clarify what are "in specific

instances" .

Article 32 Relations with Commissions
32.2 The President or his representative shall be entitled to

attend any meetings of the FIP Commissions and must
be notified of such meetings not less than 60 days before
such meeting are to be convened.

Article 34 Legal representative
34. I The President or the FIP Board's designee shall represent

FIP at all times and shall be its legal representative.

Article 35 Vacancies
35.1 The President shall preside at all meetings of the

Congress and the FIP Board.
35.2 ln the absence or incapacity of the president gg

decided by a maiority of the Flp Board. the Vice-



President who has served longest on the Board shall
take his place.

39.2 They may be invited by the FIP Board to attend Congress

to report on their activity.

Article 42 Gommission Bureau
42.1 The Commission Bureau shall comprise a Chairman,

Secretary and ordinary Bureau members.
42.2 Membership of the Bureau shall be restricted to the

delegates to the Commission.
42.3 All members of the Bureau shall be elected by vote of

all the delegates present or holding a proxy in the
following sequence:
a) The Chairman
b) The Secretary
c) Five ordinary Bureau members. lach Continental

Recently, the Austrian post
issued â stamp block that is cov_
ered with dust from a meteorite
which is 5 billionyears old. This
stamp has good chances to enter
the Guiness Bookof Records as
the oldest and most "expensive',
stamp ever.

The Austrian Post acquired
an 18kg meteorite, which was
found in Morocco. By a special
grinding technology developed
by the Mining University of
Leoben, the meteorite was
turned into powder. After exten-
sive research and testing, 0,03 gram ofthe meteor-
ite was applied on each srâmp with much effort.
The target was to make the meteorite dust visible
and to prevent it from coming of{ which was per-
fectly achieved. These complex processes explain
the face value ofEUR 3,75.

The stamp is sold in a little album with excep-
tional pictures ofplanets, stars and the sun system,
which have very educative value. It also contains
additional personalized stamps with 8 different ex-
traterrestrial motives.

rc lnternational Awards

Many international philatelic awards are testi-
mony to the high esteem in which OeSD's srâmp
production is held. Biannually, the best sramps âre
elected in six categories from contributions from

all over the world. The Austrian stâmps win at least
one award in one category each time. OeSD was
even awarded with the special certificâte for the
"Best Stamp of the Century". The Austrians pro-
duce in a variety of printing techniques, apart frorn
combination technology also ofßet, digital print and
intaglio and photogravure separately, so the com-
mittee can chose from a variety of different prod-
ucts.

The Austrian State Printing Flouse is 202 years
old and has produced many highly esreemed
stâmps.'V/ith enthusiasm, human skill and inno-
vative ideas, as well as a strict security concept, the
printing house will continue its work for another
200 years.

Du-
rante la discusión que siguió, el Michel Menchon, presi-
dente dela Comisión Temática de la FFAP, tomó parte al
igual que Miguel A. García Fernández, presidente FIp
de la Comisión de Filatelia Juvenil, cuyas presencia die-
ron una dimensión especial a la discusión del asunto.

Maribor - the host City of Alpe-Jadran Fila
2006

Maribor is the second largest cþ in Slovenia. It is
also the economic and cultural centre of north-eastern



Slovenia. It is situated at the cross_section oftraffic routes
leading from Central to south-eastern Europe, and from
western Central Europe to the pannonian Lowland. This
location has not only made Maribor prominent in past
and present history but, because of it, Maribor,s prorni_
nence is likely to continue in the future. The climate is of
a middle-European to pannonian type. The commune of
University City of Maribor today measures 147 km2 and
has around 113,500 inhabitants.

As its history shows, Maribor was not a large or im-
portant city until the middle of the eighteenth century.
Slowly it achieved prominence. It received fresh impe-
tus during the initial phase of industrialization in the sec-

ond half of nineteenth century. From a peaceful, provin-
cial town, inhabited by merchants, craftsmen associated
with several guild-organizations, a sprinkling of clerks
and soldiers, and afew members of the nobility, Maribor
has been transformed in our days into an economicálly
and culturally dynamic city. All those transformations
during the time show up in the picturesque city architec-
ture. The Castle, the Cathedral, the National Theatre with
Opera, the City Park with the famous Aquarium, the
Plague memorial, the Drava river Banks and the world
oldest vine (over 400 years old, which was approved by
Guinness book) are only a few of numerous points in
town, expecting to visit them.

Maribor is proud ofthe numerous traditional cultural,
enteftainment and sporting events with international par-

ticipation. The Zlata lisica (Golden Fox, The world cup

alpine skiing for ladies), The Lent Festival (one of the

biggest summer festivals in Europe), The Borðtnik's
Meeting (theatres) are only the greatest events and well
known in Europe and even in the world.

Maribor and its philatelic tradition

It was not by accident that Slovenian Philatelic Asso-

ciation has chosen Philatelic Society of Maribor to be an

organizer of the Alpe-Jadran Fila 2006. Philatelic tradi-
tion in this town starts in 1911 according to the docu-

ments we found till now. Philatelists of that time gath-

ered as so called philatelic Company at table in different
inns or restaurants. Documents told us about separate phi-
latelists even before 1911, but they had not contacts

among them. The I st World War interupts philatelic life
in Mariboq but in 1923 the Company at table started

again. It made possible to exchange stamps and other
philatelic material, philatelic news and opinions. It also

took care of social activity like the organization amuse-

ments with dances, tombolas (bingos), picnics etc. In the

year 1925, at the second anniversary ofthe new founded

Company at table, city's bandmaster Richter composed

the Philatelic march on its honour. In the year 1933 the

first Philatelic club was founded in Maribor. Its tradition
still keeps by the Filatelistiðno dru5tvo Maribor (Phila-
telic Society Maribor), which is now the oldest phila-
telic society in Slovenia. From 1936 till now, many phila-
telic exhibitions had been organized by this society,

among others was the sec-

ond national exhibition in
independent Republic of

' Slovenia in 1996. Ten

ing the biggest exhibition
which has ever taken place

in Slovenia.

The magic which always a letter exercised, particu-
larly the years when it was the sole means of communi-
cation, as well as the stamp, as the basic element of the
popular hobby of philately, have inspired and instigated

several composers. The feelings enjoyed by an addressee,

the anticipation of its arrival and the emotion of opening
and its reading has given the chance to the letter to be-

come one of the most desired objects in the world, the

Post one of the most dear national organization and the
postman to be considered as a "holly" person.

As everybody, more or less, has felt similar feelings,

it is natural the composers alike as energetic members of
the society, to be influenced accordingly, as we all know
that music is written, in its major paft, driven by senti-

ment. In case the composer happens to be at the same

time a philatelist, then he

has a double stimulus for
composing music for the
stamp, the postman, the
corn -which once upon a

time was probably the
most favourite sound mes-

sage- or other postal sub-
jects.

According to the exist-

ing evidence, we have mu-

sic composed and dedi-
cated to the stamp since the

first decades from its ap-

by Pandelis Leoussis
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pearance.

There is, for example , The Rat tat of Poslmanb Polka

since 1853 of unknown composer, The Postman's Knock

of the British Thomas Whington since 1 855, The Stamp

Gallop of the British Arthur O'Leary since 1862' A year

later, in 1863, the German J. H. Doppler composed the

Briefrnarken Polkafor piano. From this composition has

survived in the Library of the Royal Philatelic Society

London only the first page of the music score decorated

with stamp figures. In its back first page of the music

score is printed. Unfortunately the rest has been lost'

As historical compositions of earlier periods for the

Post and Philately may be mentioned The Postman by

the British Arthur Lloyd (1873), Die Philatelisten cou-

plet by Theodore O. Feipfer (1892), Le valse des tim-
bres-poste by the French Leon Gautier (1892) the one-
act operetta The post bag: A lesson in lrish by the Italian
Michele Esposito etc.

There are also compositions by famous composers
honouring Philately and the post with their names, such
as Johann Strauss with his posthorn polka, Franz
Schubert with his works Die Taubenpost and Die post,
theAustrian Karl Milockerwith his post Scriptum polka,
Adolphe Adam with his Freunde vernehmet die
Geschichte and many others.

I would, however, particularly mention two compos-
ers who have written music especially for philately; Rob_
ert Stolz ( 1 8S0- I 975) and Augusto Murrari ( I gg7_ 1 970).

I
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Robert Stolz
fromAustria is cer-

tainly the most
known composer
who has written
original music for

philatelic song. He is considered as the last great oper-
etta composer of his country. He has written, following
the greatVienese composers, many operettas, polkas, ma-
zurkas, and marches which are always performed with
great success. R. Stolz is the artist who has been phila-
telically most awarded in his country with the issue of a
stamp and many commemorative postmarks. There are

also several stamp issues
with his figure from vari-
ous countries (Germany,
San Marino, Korea).
Stolz's philatelic publicity
was strongly supported by
the fact that he as well as

his wife Einze, were phi-
latel i sts themse lve s.

Therefore, writing the mu-
sic of Philatelisten Walzer,

being himself a philatelist
and living in a country in which music and philately domi-
nate the social life of its inhabitants, it is easy to under-
stand why there are so many philatelic issues to his honour

The second composer of philatelic song is Augusto
Massari from Italy. The song 1/ Canto Filatelico he com-
posed in the tempo of a march, added a lot to his fame as

composer. He was also a philatelist who loved stamps
very much. He had sponsored an annual award which
was awarded to the best collection of the year devoted to
music. The collection was selected in an international

exhibition organizedby Gruppo Musica of Centro Italiano
di Filatelia Tematica (CIFT). The award was named
"Premio IntemazionaleAugusto Massari". Following the
composer's death, the award continued to be awarded
for several years by his son and then by the Association
itself, bearing always the'name of its inspirator.

Quite recently, the journal Philotelia of the Hellenic
Philotelic Society (no.62712004) and Flash of the Intema-
tional Philatelic Federation (no. 9012004) published an ar-

ticle by Anthony Virvilis in which it is revealed the exist-

ence of an intemational philatelic anthem based on the music
ofthe known "Ode to Joy" from Beethoven's 9d' Symphony
with þics by Schieleq appropriately changed. It seems that
ending 20s, effofts had been paid for the adoption of the
anthem by the Intemational
Philatelic Federation, how-
eve¡ there was not anyposi-
tive reaction fromthe phila-
telic community and finally
fell into oblivion. As it is
known, the same Beet-
hoven's music has been
used so far so many times,

i. e as the Hymn of Europe,

as national anthem ofsepa-
rated Germany (it was
played in honour of the German first Olympic winners the
years Germany was participating with separate teams), as

national anthem of Zimbabwe during the period 197 4-1980,
as musical signal of the European Television Net etc.

In Greece, although organized philately is active since
1890 it is not known whether a special philatelic song or
anthem has been composed, exceptthe philatelicAnthem
of the Philatelic Union ofAetoloakarnania with lyrics by

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its president N. Mentis and
music by the school teacher of
music and composer Tsantilis.
Unfoftunately, the music, did
not sulive save the lyrics.

The thought of composing
an original philatelic song which would, eventually, have
a more official character on international level, had pre-
occupied me for some years.

It seems the time has come and I today place my song

"The Hymn to the Stamp" at the disposal of friend phi-
latelists worldwide.

How was this website founded?
It was founded by private organiz-

When was this website started?
JAPHILA, the online daily magazine was stafted on

May 17th 1999 (awarded as a FIP 3-Star site in 2000).
EXPONET, the virtual philatelic exhibition was

started on July 2nd2004, and it is now an integral part of
the philatelic web site JAPHILA. Currently it has been

enjoyed by 1.7 million visitors! Now we prepare the di-
rect domain by the name "Exponet".

You say that EXPONET is daily visited by 450 visi-
tors. How come that the side-counter adds daily ca

1000 visits...
It is rather easy to explain. Every computer has its

individuallP addresswhenonline. So, EXPONET is daily
visited by ca 450 different persons from all over the world.
Dependent on that EXPONET is so large, many or them
visit EXPONET several times a day, or several days a

week. It's impossible to view all EXPONET at one time;
it would take many hours non stop. So the difference
between the number of access and visitors depends on
repeated visits. It works the same way on all web sites

according to Internet ethics. Pleasê notice, the counter of
the individual sites has been added one year after the

start of the EXPONET. On newly added exhibits, the
counter is added from the very first day.

By the way, we got a serious remark that so many
exhibits and so much of interesting material are stressful
for the visitors.

Do the exhibitors pay any charges?
No. In the future, 2007 or 2008 and

later we hope for voluntary contribu-
tions on a yearly basis (a single payment
for as many as 5 or even more exhibits).

Must the exhibitors enter a formal
agreement of any kind?

No. Agreement to exhibit by e-mail
or by sending a CD with the exhibit is
enough. We can also download your
exhibits from any destination as ftp or
www sefver.

Is an exhibitor's text protected by copyright?
On behalf of the EXPONET management

yes, otherwise not. Possible violation of copyright by

other persons must be pursued by the exhibitor in accor-

dance with the applicable law.

Is it a risk that the EXPONET will undermine the

classic exhibitions?

FEPANE\MS - MaY 2006

No, we do not believe that. A classic exhibition isn't
only a show; it is primarily a social matter and a place to
establish connections between collectors. EXPONET
can't compete with that. Also there is no rivalry it's a

mutual complement.
On a classic exhibition you are able to manage 5 to

l0 exhibits, more than that is too many. On EXPONET
you can anytime see the philately treasures, see them in
peace and quiet at home, then visit a classic exhibition
and there thoroughly study it.

Even if you can enlarge the stamps in your computer,
and be able to print them; a virtual stamp show still can't
compensate a possibility to see original stamps.

What kind of criteria is needed to exhibit on the
Internet?

It's important that the exhibit is interesting, has a good
quality and has some philatelic value. It's no problem to
show a good exhibit which so far hasn't been exhibited
or awarded.

Contrary wise we don't accept an exhibit which isn't
well worked through - even if it has been awarded on
some exhibition.

It's also very important the scan quality ofthe exhibit
is good, made with high resolution, so it's possible to
study particular stamps. It's incorrect to use a protection
film over the sheets when scanned.

Unfortunately it happens that all these parameters are

impossible to perform.
For example, we couldn't refuse rare classic Argen-

tina with 558 sheets just because the owner used a pro-
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tection film over the
sheets when scanned.
This made some scans

too light, some too
dark. some too glance,
but the high quality of
the exhibit is in this
case more irnportant
than the technical
specifications. You
can view this exhibit
on EXPONET.

We don't limit the
size of the exhibition.

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OPEN CLASS RECENT EXPERIENCEÍ¡

At the 2004 FIP Congress held in Singapore were approved with the support of a big majority of
National Federations from all Continentals, the Open Class experimental Regulations presented by
FEPA. !

Since then, it is an evidence of the extraordinary success of the Open Class. Most exhibitions
includes a pre-eminent space for the Open Class. In some countries Open Class was the class with the

highest number of frames in their national exhibitions. There have been even a good number of special-

ized exhibitions for Open Class. It has been proved to be good for both newcomers as well as aditional
enjoyment for the already experimented collectors.

An important new point is that Open Class is no more restraint to Thematic but every day more

exhibits are presented as Postal History Open Class, Postal Stationery Open Class,Maximaphily Open

Class, Aero, Traditional etc.

Anyway most of the Open Class exhibits still being Thematics.

In order to avoid to create new Classes with more FIP Commissions, more specialised jurors etc ,at
the last FEPA Board meeting was presented to the FEPA Open Class Working Team the possibility of
integrating this new way of collecting as natural parts of the existing Classes and also using the Jurors of
each class, as it could be easier to learn the particularities of the Open class that the peculiarities of the

"old" classes. That is why was proposed to integrate Open Class as Sections of the existing classes,

continuing with Specialized Exhibitions as well as to present at general exhibitions.
Nevertheless, the experience reached during this time is that we need more time to still gainaing

experience and to be presented by 2008 to the FIP Congress in order to decide then if to became a full
Class and about the necessary modifications to the experimental Regulations.

The wording "The philatelic material will cover 50% approximately of the extent of the exhibit" is

creatig some problems of interpretation. But it wasn't the intention to fix rigid limits. It is to be decided

if also you can make an Open class exhibit with more than 50%o philatelic material (but not less) - even

much more. The interpretation of the majority is that "The philatelic material will cover atleast 50o/o

approximately of the extent of the exhibit".

Regarding the use of non thematics jurors there is the fear that the criteria between traditional classes

respect say "more imaginative classes" (Thematics), will continue regarding to difterent exhibits in
Open Class.

So, the FEPA Working Tþam on Open Class is "open" and will welcomed all experiences from the
Open Class National Delegates regardless if they are from FEPA Feferations or from members of the
other Continental Federations, in order to still improving what it is already a reality: The succés of the
Open Class.

Only exhibits of national level are
allowed. An exhibit that participated dl-
ready on an international exhibition and
become large silver or more is excluded.

4. Exhibition Fee

There will be no participation fee.

5. Jury
The jury will be composed by na-

tional jury members of the organising
federation, completed with other jury
members of the participating European
members. A list will be prepared by ev-
ery federation with ihe candidates for the
jury.

Item 1 was notjudged as it was considered to be a "com-
mercial sales production" and outside the competition's
scope or rules [the FIP judging criteria are followed].

So how do we decide what should and should not be

"Exhibits may be entered by governmental bodies,
museums, postal authorities etc but a publication
which is considered to be a commercial sales produc-
tion (such as a yearbook with stamps) will not be ac-
cepted."

Philatelic literature SREV
and supplementary rules

These were approved on 5 November 19g5 at the FIp
Congress in Rome. They contain cross-references to the
GREX current at that time but since then, the GREX have
been revised (current version is dated 14 October 2000)
and the cross-references are wrong in the Supplemen-
tary Rules. The following appear to be the appropriate
cross-references in the GREX,2000 version.

Rule 10 refers to 5 official FIP languages but only 4 languages are listed the Statutes,

Article 29.3: English, French, German, Spanish.

The Role Of Websites ln Philatelic
Literature Competitions

by X'rancis Kiddle, Chairman, FIP Literature
Commission

Electronic media is having an increasing influence
on philatelic literature, especially as a website or a CD
may contain thousands of pages of philatelic data which
may be used for research. Indeed, I would suggest that
any writer of articles probably more often than not inter-
rogates the worldwide web to gain background knowl-
edge or information. Many philatelic organisations have
their own websites that often contain key information of
use to students. Additionally, awebsite can be altered so

easily, as it is a transitory media, that it can be a useful
tool for publishing on-going research.

Within Philatelic Literature, the CD is gaining ever

more popularity as it is cheap and can hold masses of
information. It has a further important characteristic, it
can be interrogated on a key word basis. Certainly, the

number of CDs being produced that hold complete runs

of philatelic journals have been increasing steadily in
number. Even the London Philatelist will be available
shortly with all volumes from 1892 to date being on a
single CD. Such expmples of literature add a new di-
mension to philatelic research.

One of the key roles of the FIP Literature Commis-

sion is to encourage new literature, in all forms. How-

ever, another key role is to establish rules on the judging

of philatelic literature. Recently, at the FEPAExhibition
Brno 2004, I was requested to make a ruling on what

electronic media could be judged - the exhibition had

advertised in its Bulletins for entries of electronic me-

dia, and had a number of CDs and websites as entries.

For CDs, they are in a format that can be judged, although

I would recommend that the literature judges undertake

preliminary evaluation well before the actual exhibition,
as many CDs are specific to certain computer systems.

Additionally, they sometimes take a long time to investi-
gate fully as many have complex structures that are diffi-
cult to understand. With regards to websites, I made the

ruling that they could not bejudged at an international
exhibition.

Why did I make such a decision? When a specific
FIP website competition was originally envisaged and

launched by FIP Director Charlie Peterson, websites were

in their infancy and often were only a few pages in size.

The FIPAnnual V/ebsite competition was organised and

Charlie ran the first one, and I ran the three subsequent

competitions. At the end of those four years, we had to
abandon the competition because it just took too much

time to undertake the evaluation. Websites are now very
complicated, may be literarily 1000s of pages long, with
many links, book marks, indexes, libraries etc included.

Although it is feasible to judge a site, at the end, the judge

can only say that at a very specific point of time, the

website is worth such and such a medal. Just one minute

later, the website could change totally, and then may be

evaluated at a higher or lower level. It is this lack of
long term stability that makes a competitive judgement

on the level of achievement meaningless.

My ruling, which had to be made instantly over the tele-
phone, does need further discussion, and this will take place

at the next meeting ofdelegates and Bureau at Malagq Spain
just prior to the2006 FIP Congress. If any delegate wishes

Ganada:

Has seven accredited literature judges (five with in-
ternational accreditation and two national judges) plus
one apprentice. At least one apprenticeship is required.

Czech Republic
A literature judge is required to have a philatelic ex-

hibit and a wide philatelic knowledge.

New Zealand
Applicants are normally national philatelicjudges with

some experience ofwriting articles etc and a wide knowl-
edge of philately. One successful apprenticeship is re-
quired. Approval is required from the New Zealand Phila-
telic Federation

Literature At Pacific Explorer 2005
by Francis Kiddte

Pacific Explorer was a very short FIP International
Exhibition as it was only open for four days. In addition,
all FIP Classes were included and there were 2,500

frames. Tight, but thanks io the excellent management

by ourAustralian frierids, it all went very smoothly. Cer-

tainly, do not believe the accounts some of our philatelic
joumalists have published in the popular press - I did
not recognize the exhibition from their accounts!

On the literature front there was a relatively small
group of exhibits - 41 handbooks,22 journals and 10

catalogues. However, the mix was excellent. They were
judged by myself as Team Leadeq Jose Manuel Grandela

(Spain) and Tay Peng Hian (Singapore).

The current trend of high quality handbooks on more,

and more, esoteric subjects continues. Also, in general,

the journals had a high content of membership informa-

tion and news, rather than the leamed articles that we, as

judges, prefer to see. This statement is not intended to

knock editors; in the end the editor ofany societyjour-

nal has to give the members what they want. If it is news

about other members, appeals for money etc, then within
competition, thq journal will not score high. One jour-

nal that has reversed this trend is the Canadian Philat-

elist that has some really interesting articles and deserv-

edly gained a Vermeil award.

A number of the handbooks were of interest. One

small one dealing with a huge subject was "AR - Avis
Reception" by David Handelman. This is only on its
first edition but attempts to list all world AR markings
etc. Talking with the Canadians, the book will be ex-

panded progressively, and it is one to look out for in the

future. Another good book to see waso'Tlte Stamps and
Postal History on Nineteenth Century Samoa" by Rob-
ert P Odenweller. This gained a gold medal and deserv-

edly so. It has also gained the prestigious Crawford Medal
from the Royal Philatelic Society London. Vaccari pro-
duced their usual very high standard Italian handbooks,

this time ooModena 1852-2002, 150'h Anniversary of Este

Postage Stamps" and, "The Post in the Este Tþrritories
and the Duchy of Modena". Two other books well worth
pentioning were "Philatelic Expertising" by Wolfgang
Hellrigl published for the 50ú Anniversary of AIEP - it
contains many first class articles besides being full of
information about many key philatelists. The other book
is "Charity Letters Sheet of Russian Empire - A Cata-
Iogue" byArnold Ryss. Really this book is a handbook

rather than a catalogue, but to my delight, thanks to the

Russian Commissioner, I was able to buy a copy. For
any thematic collector, this book is a must.

As always with literature judging, we see many new
books and long may it continue so.
