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What is a World Philatelic Exhibi-
tion?

Normally is a meeting where ex-
hibitors from countries members of
FIP, which are also members of Con-
tinental Federations are present.

What these exhibitors are expecting?

Normally they expect that Organi-
sing Committee must be able to turn the
life of the Commissioners easy and
happy. This must be an obligation and
the authorities of those countries, which
are holding this kind of events, should
be very well informed and sensitive to
this matter.

When the National Federations are
giving, in FIP Congress, the patronage
to a world exhibition, are confident that
the organising committees will be able
to make the life of the National Federa-
tions as much comfortable as they can
and why? Because the National Federa-
tions and their Commissioners have a
great responsibility, when the collectors
are giving their collections of millions
of euros under their custody to be ex-
hibited in a world exhibition,

However, FIP has also a great re-
sponsibility, The FIP Conslultant
should be somebody who is very well
prepared to all fields of a philatelic
exhibition. He must be prepared about
customs, inscriptions, commissioners
and jury tasks, dealers, postal admin-
istrations, etc, etc. Therefore, FIP Con-
sultant ought to be somebody who
should be a very good and prepared
expert in the organisation of an exhi-
bition and furthermore, he must be
somebody, who was or is completely
involved in organisation of exhibi-
tions, not only in the command, but
working directly in the exhibition, to
understand and know what they are the
procedures of an exhibition.

Iteriall

The FIP agreement signed between
FIP Consultant and the Organising
Committee of a world exhibition un-
der FIP patronage provides the follow-
ing article:

5.6. Customs clearance : The Ex-
hibition Management shall take all
measures to ensure the smooth execu-
tion of customs formalities for all ex-
hibits.

To be very frank, I feel that in St,
Petersburg the procedures were not the
best and this has caused a tremendous
confusion.

The World Philatelic Exhibition St.
Pertersburg-2007, should be an excel-
lent exhibition, because the Russian
management and the FIP Consultant
appointed are persons with a great ex-
perience on the organisation of exhi-
bitions, but something was running in
the wrong way.

One month before the opening of
the exhibition the commissioners were
confronted with incredible requests,
originated from Russian authorities. 1
have the feeling that Russian authori-
ties were not properly informed about
the problems of'a philatelic exhibition.
They were requesting ATA Carnets,
deposit of money in the Russian cus-
toms which would be refunded 3 days
after the end of the exhibition, when
the commissioners would not be
present anymore in Russia, National
Federations had not given any address
to dispatch the exhibits by air cargo
and they had not any information
about the people who could take care
of this kind of delivery. A complete
confusion and deplorable situation.

My question is: these procedures
had been dealt before with the FIP
Consultant? Did he accept them? If

yes, I must understand that FIP Con-
sultant was not prepared about the
customs procedures, but if not, I
should assume that he have failed, in
not discussing in detail, clearing up the
situation and agreed with the Russian
authorities this important matter.

Today, when these lines are writ-
ten, everybody is worried and asking
how can be possible one month prior
the opening ceremony of the exhibi-
tion in St. Petersburg, National Fed-
erations still have not a solution to the
problem concerning the customs pro-
cedures.

It is obvious that this situation shall
never happen again as it undermines
the entire world exhibitions institution.

In my opinion FIP and the Orga-
nising committees must give, in the
future, more attention to this impor-
tant matter and they must respect and
implement the agreement signed.

I consider that FIP, FEPA, FIAP
and FIAF together should find a very
clear guide-line on customs proce-
dures. It should be stressed to the
Organising Committees of future
world exhibitions that the first thing
they are obliged to do is to underline
to the authorities concerned the obli-
gations undertaken by signing the FIP
Agreement which has to be respected
by all.

It goes without saying that this edi-
torial has not the intention to turn
guilty one or another, It is, however,
our obligation to present our objec-
tions against situations which create
difficulties to the future world exhibi-
tions and to protect the interests of our
Members which are severely affected.

Pedro Vaz Pereira
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Qu’est ce qu’une Exposition Phi-
latélique Mondiale ?

Normalement ¢’est une réunion oti les
exposants de différents pays membres de
la FIP, qui sont aussi membres de Fédéra-
tions Continentales, sont présents.

Qu’attendent ces exposants ?

Normalement ils attendent que le
Comité d’Organisation soit capable de
rendre la vie des Commissaires facile
et sans probléme. Cela doit étre une
obligation et les autorités de ces pays,
qui accueillent ce genre d’événements,
doivent étre bien informés et sensibi-
lisés dans ce domaine .

Quand les Fédérations Nationales
donnent, au cours des Congrés FIP, le
patronage a une exposition mondiale,
ils sont certains que les comités d’or-
ganisation seront capables de rendre
la vie des Fédérations Nationales aussi
confortables que possible. Pourquoi ?
Parce que les Fédérations Nationales
et leurs Commissaires ont une grande
responsabilité, quand les collection-
neurs leurs confient leurs collections
de plusieurs millions d’euros pour étre
exposées, sous leur responsabilité, a
une exposition mondiale.

Cependant, la FIP a aussi une
grande responsabilité. Le Consultant
FIP doit étre trés bien préparé dans tous
les domaines d’une exposition philaté-
lique. Il doit étre préparé a propos des
douanes, des inscriptions, des taches des
commissaires et des jurés, des négo-
ciants, des administrations postales, etc.,
etc. Le Consultant FIP doit étre quel-
qu’un de trés bon, bien préparé et ex-
pert dans 1’organisation d’une exposi-
tion et de plus, il doit étre quelqu’un,
qui était ou est complétement impliqué
dans I’organisation des expositions, pas
seulement au commandement, mais tra-
vaillant directement dans 1’exposition,
pour comprendre et connaitre quelles
sont les procédures de I’exposition.
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L’agrément FIP signé entre le Con-
sultant FIP et le Comité d’Organisa-
tion d’une exposition mondiale sous
le patronage de la FIP comporte 1’ar-
ticle suivant :

5.6 Déclarations de douane:
L’organisation de 1’exposition doit
prendre toutes les mesures pour as-
surer une bon déroulement des for-
malités de douane pour toutes les
collections.

Pour étre tres franc, je pense que a
Saint Petersbourg les procédures
n'étaient pas les meilleures et cela a
causé une grande confusion.

L’Exposition Philatélique Mon-
diale Saint Petersbourg 2007, doit étre
une excellente exposition car les or-
ganisateurs russes et le Consultant FIP
sont des personnes de grande expé-
rience dans I’organisation d’exposi-
tions, mais quelque chose a mal
tourné.

Un mois avant I’ouverture de I’ex-
position, les commissaires ont été con-
frontés a de terribles demandes pro-
venant des autorités Russes. J’ai le
sentiment que les autorités russes
n’étaient pas bien informées des pro-
blemes d’une exposition philatélique.
Elles ont demandé le carnet ATA, le
dépot d’argent aux douanes russes, qui
serait rendu 3 jours apreés la fin de I’ex-
position, quand les commissaires
auraient quitté la Russie, les Fédéra-
tions Nationales n’avaient aucune
adresse ou envoyer les collections ar-
rivant par avion cargo et elles
n’avaient aucune information concer-
nant les personnes qui prendraient en
charge ce type trés patticulier de mar-
chandises. Une confusion compléte et
une situation déplorable.

Ma question est : ces procédures
ont-elles bien été évoquées avec le
Consultant FIP ? Les a-t-il acceptées ?

Si oui, je dois comprendre que le Con-
sultant FIP n’était pas au courant des
procédures douaniéres, mais si non,
je dois penser qu’il a failli, en ne dis-
cutant pas en détail, en éclaircissant la
situation et en donnant son accord aux
autorités russes sur cet important
point.

Aujourd’hui, quand ces lignes sont
écrites, chacun est étonné et se de-
mande comment il est possible qu’un
mois avant la cérémonie d’ouverture
de I’exposition de Saint Petersbourg,
les Fédérations Nationales n’ont pas
encore la solution aux problémes liés
aux procédures douaniéres.

Il est évident que cette situation ne
doit plus se reproduire car cela
décrédibilise I’ensemble des exposi-
tions mondiales.

A mon avis, la FIP et le comité
d’Organisation doivent, dans le futur,
faire plus attention a ce point impor-
tant et elles doivent respecter les clau-
ses de I"agrément signé.

Je considére que la FIP, la FEPA,
la FIAP et la FIAF doivent trouver
ensemble un cadre trés clair pour les
procédures douaniéres. On doit con-
traindre les Comités d’Organisation
des futures expositions mondiales que
la premiére chose qu’elles sont obli-
gées de faire est de souligner auprés des
autorités concernées les obligations con-
tractées en signant I’agrément FIP qui
doit &tre respecté par tous,

Cela va sans dire que cet éditorial
n’a pas ’intention de pointer du doigt
I’'un ou I’autre. C’est, cependant, notre
devoir de présenter des objections con-
tre des situations qui créent des diffi-
cultés aux futures expositions mondia-
les et de protéger les intéréts de nos
membres qui sont sévérement affectés.

Pedro Vaz Pereira
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Que es una Exposicion Filatélica
Mundial?

Normalmente es una reunién don-
de estan presentes expositores de pai-
ses miembros de la FIP, que también
son miembros de las Federaciones
Continentales.

Cuales son las expectativas de es-
tos expositores?

Normalmente esperan que el Co-
mité Organizador sea capaz de hacer
la vida de los Comisarios facil y feliz.
Esto tiene que ser una obligacion y
las autoridades de los paises que aco-
gen esta clase de eventos deben estar
muy bien informadas y ser sensibles
a estos asuntos.

Cuando las Federaciones Naciona-
les estan dando, en los Congresos de
la FIP, el patrocinio a una exposicion
mundial, confian en que los comités
organizadores van a ser capaces de ha-
cer la vida de las Federaciones Nacio-
nales todo lo agradable que puedan, y
porque? Porque las Federaciones Na-
cionales y sus Comisarios tienen una
gran responsabilidad cuando los colec-
cionistas estdn dando sus colecciones
de millones de euros bajo su custodia
para ser expuesta en una exposicion
mundial.

Sin embargo la FIP también tiene
una gran responsabilidad. El Consul-
torde la FIP debe ser alguien que este
muy bien preparado en todos los cam-
pos de una exposicion filatélica.

Tiene que estar preparado en temas
de aduanas, inscripciones, tareas de
comisarios y jurados, comerciantes,
administraciones postales, etc. etc.
Por lo tanto el Consultor de la FIP
debe ser alguien con muy buena pre-
paracion y experto en la organizacion
de una exposicion y ademds tiene que
ser alguien que se involucre comple-
tamente en la organizacion de la ex-
posicion y no solamente en mandar,
sino trabajar directamente en la expo-
sicion, para entender y conocer cua-

les son los procedimientos de una ex-
posicion,

El acuerdo de la FIP firmado entre
el Consultor de la FIP y el Comité
Organizador de una exposicién mun-
dial bajo el patrocinio de la FIP inclu-
ye el siguiente articulo:

5.6 Procedimientos de Aduanas: La
Direccion de la Exposicion tomara to-
das las medidas para asegurar la fécil
realizacion de las formalidades de adua-
nas para todas las colecciones.

Para ser muy franco, creo que en
San Petersburgo los procedimientos
no han sido los mejores y esto ha cau-
sado una tremenda confusion.

La Exposicion Filatélica Mundial
San Petersburgo 2007 deberia ser una
excelente exposicion porque la direc-
cion rusa y el Consultor FIP designa-
do son personas con una gran expe-
riencia en la organizacion de exposi-
ciones, pero algo ha marchado en el
camino equivocado.

Un mes antes de la apertura de la
exposicion , los comisarios se encon-
traron con increfbles exigencias ori-
ginadas por las autoridades rusas. Ten-
go el sentimiento de que las autorida-
des rusas no fueron adecuadamente
informadas sobre los problemas de una
exposicion filatélica. Estuvieron pi-
diendo los carnés ATA, depédsitos de
dinero en las aduanas rusas que no se
devolverian hasta 3 dias después del
final de la exposicion cuando los co-
misarios ya no estarian en Rusia, no
les dieron a las Federaciones Nacio-
nales ninguna direccion adonde en-
viar las colecciones por air cargo y
tampoco dieron ninguna informacion
sobre las personas que se ocuparian
de este tipo de envio. Una completa
confusion y una situacion deplorable.

Mi pregunta es ;jEstos procedi-
mientos se negociaron con anticipa-
cion con el Consultor de la FIP?;El
los acepto? Si lo hizo, tengo que en-

tender que el Consultor de la FIP no
estaba preparado sobre los procedi-
mientos de aduanas, pero si no, tengo
que asumir que ha fallado al no discu-
tir con detalle , aclarar la situacion y
acordar con las autoridades rusas este
tema tan importante.

Hoy, cuando estan escritas estas
lineas, todo el mundo esta preocupa-
do y preguntando cémo puede ser po-
sible que un mes antes de la ceremo-
nia de apertura de la exposicion de san
Petersburgo, las Federaciones Nacio-
nales sigan sin tener una solucién a
los problemas concernientes a los pro-
cedimientos de aduanas,

Es obvio que esta situacion no debe
ocurrir nunca mas ya que socava a la
institucion de todas las exposiciones
mundiales.

En mi opinion la FIP y el Comité
Organizador tienen que prestar en el
futuro més atencién a este asunto im-
portante y tienen que respetar e
implementar los acuerdos firmados.

Yo considero que la FIP, la FEPA,
la FIAP y la FIAF, juntas deben en-
contrar unas directrices muy claras
sobre los procedimientos de aduanas.
Debera enfatizarse a los Comités Or-
ganizadores de futuras exposiciones
mundiales, que la primera cosa que
estan obligados a hacer es subrayar a
las correspondientes autoridades las
obligaciones que toman cuando firman
el acuerdo FIP que tiene que ser res-
petado por todos.

No hay que decir que este edito-
rial no tiene intencion de declarar cul-
pables a unos o a otros. Sin embargo
es nuestra obligacion presentar nues-
tras objeciones contra situaciones que
crean dificultades para el futuro de las
exposiciones mundiales y para prote-
ger los intereses de nuestros Miembros
que son severamente afectados.

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Was ist eine Welt-Briefmarkenaus-
stellung ?

Ublicherweise ist es eine Veran-
staltung, an welcher Aussteller aus den
FIP Mitgliedslédndern, die auch Mit-
glieder von kontinentalen Verbiinden
sind, teilnehmen,

Was erwarten diese Aussteller ?

In der Regel erwarten sie, dass das
Organisationskomitee den Kommissa-
ren das Leben leicht und angenehm
gestaltet. Dies soll eine Verpflichtung
sein und die Behorden dieser Linder,
die eine solche Veranstaltung ausrich-
ten, sollten iiber diese Angelegenheit
sehr gut unterrichtet sein und auf die-
selbe aufmerksam gemacht werden.

Wenn die Landesverbinde auf dem
FIP-Kongress einer Weltausstellung
das Patronat geben, vertrauen sie dar-
auf, dass die Organisationskomitees in
der Lage sein werden, das Leben der
Landeskommissare so angenehm wie
méglich zu gestalten, und warum ?
Weil die Landesverbinde und ihre
Kommissare eine grosse Verantwor-
tung tragen, wenn die Sammler ihnen
ihre Sammlungen, die Millionen von
Euros wert sind, zum Ausstellen auf
einer Weltausstellung anvertrauen.

Daher muss der FIP Consultant
eine Person sein, die auf dem Gebiet
der Ausrichtung einer Ausstellung sehr
erfahren und gut vorbereitet ist, er
muss weiterhin jemand sein, der ganz
in die Organisation von Ausstellungen
eingebunden war oder ist, nicht nur in
der Leitung derselben, sondern der
direkt in der Ausstellung gearbeitet

hat, der versteht und weiss, wie die
Vorgénge einer Ausstellung verlaufen.

Der FIP Vertrag, der zwischen dem
FIP Consultant und dem Organisations-
komitee einer Weltausstellung mit FIP
Patronat unterschrieben wird, beinhal-
tet folgenden Artikel :

5.6. Zollformalititen : Die Aus-
stellungsleitung wird alle Massnahmen
ergreifen, um einen reibungslosen Ab-
lauf der Zollformalitdten fiir alle Ex-
ponate zu sichern.

Um ehrlich zu sein, ich habe das
Gefiihl, dass in St Petersburg die Vor-
aussetzungen nicht die besten waren
und dies hat ein grosses Durcheinan-
der hervorgebracht.

Die Welt-Briefmarkenausstellung
St Petersburg 2007 miisste eine aus-
gezeichnete Ausstellung sein, da die
ernannten russische Leitung und die
FIP Consultants Leute mit grosser Er-
fahrung auf dem Gebiet der Ausrich-
tung von Ausstellungen sind, aber et-
was ist falsch gelaufen.

Einen Monat vor Eréffnung der
Ausstellung wurden die Kommissare
mit unglaublichen Forderungen der
russischen Behorden konfrontiert. Ich
habe das Gefiihl, dass die russischen
Behorden nicht richtig iiber die Pro-
bleme einer Briefmarken-Ausstellung
informiert waren. Sie forderten ATA
carnets, das Hinterlegen von Kautio-
nen an den russischen Zoll, die drei
Tage nach Ende der Ausstellung zu-
riickerstattet wiirden, wenn die Kom-
missare nicht mehr in Russland wi-
ren. Den Landesverbiinden war keine
Anschrift zum Versand der Exponate
per Lufifracht angegeben worden und
gie hatten keine Information {iber die
Leute, die sich um diese Art der Lie-
ferung kiimmern wiirden. Ein kom-
plettes Durcheinander und eine
schwierige Situation.

Meine Frage ist folgende : waren
diese Vorginge vorher mit dem FIP

Consultant abgesprochen worden ?
Hatte er sie angenommen ? Wenn ja,
dann muss ich annehmen, dass der FIP
Consultant nicht zum Thema Zoll-
formalititen vorbereitet war, oder wenn
nicht, dass er versiumt hatte, diese in
allen Einzelheiten zu besprechen, um
die Umstédnde zu kldren und sich mit
den russischen Behérden iiber diese
wichtige Angelegenheit zu einigen.

Heute, wenn ich diese Zeilen
schreibe, ist jeder besorgt und fragt
sich, wie es méglich ist, dass ein Mo-
nat vor der Er6ffnungsfeier der Aus-
stellung in St Petersburg die Landes-
verbinde noch keine L&sung zum Pro-
blem der Zollformalititen haben.

Es ist offensichtlich, dass dieser
Zustand nie wieder eintreten darf, da
es die gesamte Institution der Weltaus-
stellungen untergribt.

Meiner Meinung nach miissen die
FIP und die Organisationskomitees in
Zukunft dieser wichtigen Angelegen-
heit mehr Aufimerksamkeit zollen und
sie miissen den unterschriebenen Ver-
trag beachten und ausfiihren,

Ich finde, dass die FIP, FEPA, FIAP
und FIAF zusammen klare Richtlinien
fiir die Zollformalititen finden sollten,
Es miisste den Organisationskomitees
zukiinftiger Weltausstellungen nahe-
gelegt werden, dass sie als erstes den
Behorden klarmachen miissen, welche
Verpflichtungen sie mit dem Unter-
schreiben des FIP Kontrakls eingehen,
der von allen respektiert werden muss.

Es ist selbstverstindlich, dass die-
ser Editorial nicht die Absicht hat, dem
einen oder andern die Schuld zuzu-
schieben. Es ist jedoch unsere Pflicht,
unsere Einwinde beziiglich der Miss-
stdnde vorzubringen, die den zukiinf-
tigen Weltausstellungen Schwierigkei-
ten bereiten und die Interessen unse-
rer Mitglieder, die schwer betroffen
sind, zu schiitzen.

Chapter VIII of FEPA Statutes agreed by the Amsterdam Congress in 2002, stipulates the Honours, Medals and
Awards which may be awarded by the European Philatelic Federation as follows:

FEPA Certificate of Appreciation, may be presented to Philatelic Associations or Clubs for outstanding activities
for the promotion of philately on regional or local level.

Based on the above lines, the Board agreed three documents, namely, the Introduction to the Awards, the Awards
Regulations and the Procedures.

LISBON 26" and 27" JANUARY 2007

First day 26" January

All members of the Board were present: President,
Pedro Vaz Pereira, Vice-President Eddy Van Vaeck, Trea-
surer Gerhard Kraner, Secretary General Jos¢ Ramon
Moreno, Directors Jorgen Jorgensen and Anthony
Virvilis.

Mr. Pedro Vaz Pereira, welcomed the attendants once
again to Lisbon. All showed their gratitude to Mr. Vaz
Pereira for the excellent arrangements he did for the
meeting and for the kind invitation from the Portuguese
Federation to the Hotel and to all the expenses during
the stay.

"Open Class”: Future and final rules

José Ramén Moreno informed that the FEPA Work-
ing Team on Open Class is receiving suggestions to im-
prove the regulations approved as experimental at the
FIP Congress in Singapore. He presented the Open Class
Handbook that Mr. Gunnar Dahlvig has written, published
by the Svenska Motivsamlare (SMS), with his opinions
for changes in an extremely interesting and profound way.

Before the end of March, the FEPA Working Team on
Open Class will send a questionnaire to all National Del-
egates requesting their opinions for the main aspects in
question as well as for the kind of awards they prefer to
be given.

With the wishes of most of the Federations, will pre-
pare the document with the Regulations to be presented
for its discussion at the FEPA Congress in Budapest next
September. The team would try to get a broad agreement
amongst the European Federations, but involving also
the opinions of the Federations interested in Open Class
from other Continentals. If approved by the FEPA Con-
gress, would be presented a motion to the 2008 FIP Con-
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gress in Bucharest for the acceptance of the new regula-
tions together with a motion that the experimental Open
Class be upgraded as a new Class.

“One Frame”: Future and rules

Jorgen Jorgensen will send the One Frame rules of
the Efiro 2008, which are the same used in Espana 06
with excellent experience, to all European Federations
asking for their views.

The idea is that “One Frame” would be a part of the
existing Classes. They would only be four medal levels.
The rules would be those of the respective Classes with
some specific guidelines to prevent from undesirable in-
terpretations.

Proposal of Mr. Velickovic to create
a new National Federation

Mr. Vaz Pereira informed of the e-mail sent by Mr.
Velickovic referring to a future demand of the Philat-
elists of the Republika Srpska for FEPA Membership.
Republika Srpska at present is part of Bosnia Herzegovina
and it appears that could be independent in the near fu-
ture.

According to the FEPA Statutes, to be a FEPA mem-
ber is necessary to be FIP member.

Contracts WIPA-08 and IBRA-09

Vice-President Eddy Van Vaeck has done an excel-
lent work preparing the text for the contracts of WIPA-
08 and IBRA-09, which will also be used for the future
FEPA Exhibitions.

FEPA Finances

Gerhard Kraner presented the FEPA accounts, in a
perfect and clear bookkeeping. The period 31 December
2005 to 31 December 2006 presented a loss 0f9.738,13 €.

With the increase of the FEPA membership fees ap-
proved in the last Congress and the planned FEPA Exhi-
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bitions with Patronage and Support, it is foreseen a bet-
ter result in the next years.

Homepage FEPA and FEPA NEWS

As the webmaster of the FEPA web site is a philat-
elist from the Portuguese Federation working on that job
voluntarily, it is not possible to command him to keep it
up to date. On the other hand, the limited financial possi-
bilities of FEPA do not allow making a professional con-
tract with a Company. José Ramon Moreno will ask the
webmaster of the of the Spanish Federation website, who
maintains it very well, to do the job with a small economi-
cal compensation. Anthony Virvilis would like to find a
solution for not just to maintain it up to date but to change
the site improving it, in order be useful and informative to
members and those interested to follow up FEPA matters.

It was further agreed that, despite the high production
and dispatch cost of the FEPA NEWS, the FEPA journal
should continue its publication, as it is the dynamic face
of the European organised philately.

Other matters

Jorgen Jorgensen has prepared a very interesting study
on the Team Leaders for FEPA and FIP Exhibitions by
country and classes.

From the 83 existing TL, 46 belong to European Fed-
erations, 24 to Asians, and 13 to Americans. In terms of
age, 28 were born before 1936, 47 from 1936 to 1949
and only 8 after 1949,

It was accepted with thanks the kind invitation re-
ceived from the organisers of Efiro 2008 to hold a FEPA
meeting in Bucharest during the Exhibition.

Balkanphila 07, to be organised by the Turkish Fed-
eration, have asked for FEPA support which was unani-
mously granted.

The 2007 FEPA Congress will be held in Budapest dur-
ing the Hunphila 07 exhibition, as approved by the 2006
Congress in Brussels. The date will be Saturday 29" .

It was decided to give the support to HUNPHILA-07,
without any payment, having in consideration that they
go organise the FEPA Congress. It was for this reason to
request a page of the catalogue of the exhibition to pro-
mote FEPA.

Second day 27" January

FEPA proposal to change FIP Statutes
and procedures to follow with this matter

To discuss this subject, the meeting was also attended

by Mr. Fernando Aranaz, FIP Vice-President responsible
for the relations with FEPA.
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President Vaz Pereira explained that as approved at
the FIP Congress in Malaga, the decision for changing
the FIP Statutes was postponed to the 2008 FIP Congress
in Bucharest.

Fernando Aranaz pointed out that it is necessary to
take into account not only the circumstances of the FEPA
but also those of the other Continentals.

President Vaz Pereira clarified that FEPA cannot be
spoilt simply because the other Continental Federations
have members which are not FIP members. The revision
of the Statutes ought to take into consideration only the
FIP members, which are involved.

It is appreciated that other Continental Federations
have some members that are not FIP members, but in
any case this cannot be a problem when the Statutes
are revised. If a Continental wishes to stage a
recognised FIP exhibition this must be organised with
FIP members only. If they want, however, to stage a
Continental exhibition, in that case all members of that
particular Continental Federation may participate. This
is the reason why the GREX should have also a good
revision in due course.

If we had approved the change of FIP Statutes pro-
posed in the last FIP Congress, Europe would have been
completely spoilt, taking into consideration the problems
which would have been created in our Continent with so
many regions, if that proposal would have been accepted.
Therefore, FEPA should look after the interests of the
other Continental Federations as well, but a real balance
should be found, not to the detriment of the European
interests, which, in no case, cannot be overlooked.

The American and the Asian Federations include
members which are not FIP members, because differ-
ently to the FEPA Statutes, theirs allow such situation.
20 % of the FIAP and FIAF members do not belong to
FIP.

With that in mind, Board members carried out a very
alive and interesting debate that after long hours of fruit-
ful work, ended with the general agreement for the change
of the FIP Statutes as appears in a separate document,

It was a very important meeting, carried out in an ex-
cellent manner, where most of the objectives were
achieved,

Unfortunately, due to lack of time the GREX changes
were not discussed as per the Meeting Agenda, and it
was agreed same to be discussed between Board mem-
bers by correspondence.

Mr. Aranaz and the Board members, expressed, once
more, their gratitude to Mr, Pedro Vaz Pereira and the
Portuguese Federation for their outstanding hospitality
all along our stay in Lisbon.

New Regional Working Group in SE Europa

The trigger to renew this phila-
telic event and to consolidate the re-
lationships between the stamp-collec-
tors from the region, was the initia-
tive of Spas Pantcheyv, the President
of the Bulgarian Philatelists’ Union, He
invited on December 8
2006 all chairmen of the
national associations to the
President’s Meeting in
Sofia, Bulgaria.

At this meeting the fol-
lowing countries were rep-
resented: Bulgaria — by
Spas Panchev, Greece —
Michalis Tsironis, Mace-
donia - Klime Popovski,
Romania— Leonard Pas-
canu, Slovenia — Igor
Pirc, Serbia — Djordje
Radic¢eviae, Turkey —
Mahmud  Emirmah-
mitoglu, and Montenegro
— by Captain Tomo
Katuriae, Participated also Boncho
Bonev from Bulgaria, Prof. Jovan
Veliekoviz, Serbia, and Alexandru Dan
Bartoc from Romania. As guests of
the meeting tried to participate also
Jos Wolf, President of FIP, and
Pedro Vaz Pereira, President of
FEPA, but in vain: owing to the fog
on the Sofia airport, both had to re-
turn to their departure airports.

The most important matter, re-
storing the philatelic exhibitons, was
voted solid. The representatives of
the philatelic organizations from the
Balkan countries supported all the

suggestion for the future »Bal-
kanphila« to become the traditional
philatelic event in the region. They
proposed the idea to invite as coorga-
nisers the postal administrations, the
cultural and the educational institu-
tions of the respective countries. Also,
the role of the philately as a factor of
education of the young generation
was highly recommeded. It should

herald the culture and foster mutual
knowledge and understanding.

The main principles of organizing
the »Balkanphila« exhibitions were dis-
cussed. The purpose is to give broader
possibilities to every host country of the
exhibition for promoting its own char-
acteristics. On one hand, to achieve
the maximum influence of the public
in the respective country, and on the
other hand, to ensure the develop-
ment of the competitive philately.

The participants came to an
agreement that Balkanphila exibitions
shall be organized with the support
of FEPA. Igor Pirc of
Slovenia, who represented
also the Alps-Adria Philat-
ely Working Group, sug-
gested to unite the partici-
pating countries of the re-
gion in the frame of a
Balkans Working Group,
which was voted solid. The
president of the Philatelic
Union who organizes the
coming Balkanphila exhibi-
tion, will become the Presi-
dent of the Working Group.

The participants of the
meeting negotiated the obli-
gation to inform in the fu-
ture each other about the
philatelic activities and events in the
respective countries.

The proposal of the Federation of
the Turkish Philatelic Associations
was to become the first host of the
restored »Balkanphila« in Istanbul
from October 28th — November 3rd.
2007, and Mahmut Emirmahmutoglu
to become the first President of the
Working Group.
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The participants of the event signed
the Memorandum in the presence of
the President of the State Agency for
Information, Technology and Commu-
nications, Dr. Plamen Vatchkov, who
promised to send a copy to his col-
leagues from other Balkan countries.
The main points and the declaration
from the Memorandum have been in-
cluded in the above text.

The participating country repre-
sentatives attended also the congress
of the Bulgarian Philatelists’ Union,
held the next day, where they had the
opportunity to greet the delegates and
to congratulate the host, Mr. Spas
Pancheyv, for his being re-elected for
President.

The hospitality of the hosts was ex-
fraordinary. The guests had an excel-
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lent opportunity to visit
a number of historical
sites of the ancient
Serdica, of the medieval
and modern city of
Sofia. There were three
great eras of the Bulgar-
ian national state. The
last one, still very
present, had its begin-
nings in 1879, when Tsar
Osvoboditel (the Em-
peror Liberator), after
the defeat of Turks, es-
tablished the modern
Bulgarian State. The
visit to the Historical

Museum in the white marble palace in
the Bojana suburb impressed the visi-
tors by its excellent exhibitions. And

Dear Exhibitors and Col-
lectors,

please allow us to invite you
to participate at the tenth
anniversary of the interna-
tional fair Collector (She-
ratel) to be held in Prague,
the capital of the Czech Re-
public.

When we held the first
annual event ten years ago, we knew that no similar event
had ever been held not only in the Czech Republic, but
also in Central and Eastern Europe. Nevertheless, par-
ticipating at the fair in 1998 were 62 exhibitors, and the
fair was visited by nearly eight thousand collectors.

Over the last ten years, the fair has been through good
times and bad. Collectors do not live in a vacuum, and
the fairs in the years 2000 — 2002 were influenced by
events that are still fresh in everyone’s memory.

First, in the year 2000 a meeting of the International
Monetary Fund and the World Bank took place in Prague
at the same time as the fair. Prague became a deserted
city, A year later, the Twin Towers of the WTC in New
York fell to the earth just before the fair. Collectors from
overseas were afraid to fly to Prague. And thirdly, in the

year 2002, Prague and all of Bohemia were struck by the
worst flooding in the last 500 years a month before the
event. The Exhibition Grounds were under water.

In spite of all of this, the international fair Collector
is held every year.

Each year, the number of exhibitors from the Czech
Republic and abroad is increasing. At the last fair in 2006
there were a total of 214 exhibitors from 32 countries.
There was also record attendance — 13,655 visitors, the
most in the fair’s history. One in six of those visitors
came from abroad.

The fair is held under patronage of the Czech Post,
the Union of Czech Philatelists and the Czech Numis-
matic Society. For each field of collecting, free consult-
ing and expert services have been available to visitors.

[ am convinced that the tenth anniversary of the inter-
national fair Collector will be an all-around success. I
would cordially invite all postal administrations, mints,
dealers and collectors from the fields of philately, nu-
mismatics, postcards, minerals and cards to come to
Golden Prague.

On the days of 14 — 16 September 2007, Prague will
become the capital city of collectors.

For the 50th anniversary of the Thematic Section the
“14th Themaphilie” thematic exhibition was organized
in Budapest as a great review of the thematic stamp col-
lectors. The thematic philately is a very dynamically
growing ,,branch” of the philately, even in international
levels:

Beside the Traditional and Postal History Classes, the
Thematic Class shows the most exhibits. Since last year
there is a European Championship for the best collec-
tions of the Thematic Class. Peter Dunai, the head of the
Hungarian Thematic Section says, that the members of
the Section can be proud of the results of the last fifty
years, because there are many thematic collections at high
international level. He spoke about the long way from
the collection of motives to the thematic collection, and
the professionally setting up of the exhibits.

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Innovating the exhibits

Two recent philatelic exhibitions (La Repubblica
Italiana, 16-21 January 2003, and Il Regno d’Italia, 9-16
February 2006) held in Montecitorio, the Italian House
of Parliament, used a new way for displaying the mate-
rial. As the exhibitions had a didactic and documentary
purpose, instead of using the usual album pages mounted

in the frames, the pieces were mounted on single panels
large as the exhibition frame, in this case 100x100 cm.
This approach allowed a better distribution of the text
and of the pieces, creating a more eye catching view, es-

per?:ially for the general public, less familiar with the phila-
telic exhibitions.
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But the potential of this way of displaying the mate-
rial has been appreciated also by philatelists and this year

we had two collectors exhibiting in this way postal his-
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tory participations, which again attracted much attention
from the visitors. The two exhibitors used different tech-
nical solution for their displays: the first had the panels
printed on high quality gloss paper, the panel so printed
was then affixed to the frame by double sided adhesive
tape. The second had the panel printed on self adhesive
high quality paper. For the first one the removal of the
panels from the frames is difficult and often causes the
rupture of the paper, in the second case the stickiness of
the adhesive is lower and the panel has been removed
without problems or damages. In both cases the displayed
pieces are inserted in their mounts only after the panel is
affixed to the frame and are to be removed before it is

detached, so requiring the presence of the exhibitor. But
technical solutions to this problem have already been

envisaged and will be tested in next exhibitions. It is to
be noted that the single panel per frame has a possibly




higher potential than used in these cases: indeed graph-
ics can be fully exploited for producing exhibits with a
high visual impact. An example, may be a little over-
done, can be seen here: the exhibit is mounted in an in-
termediate way between the album page and the single
panel: it is indeed on 100x30 cm panels, easier to fix in

the Italian standard frames.

In the last Italian national exhibition (Milanexpo 2007)
an 1-frame exhibit set up with these techniques was held
with an innovative visual impact thanks to the particular
layout of the philatelic material and of the legends in
100x100 cm. sheet: see the picture.

The first exhibition under FIP patronage was held in Strasburg in 1927, i.e one year after FIP founding Congress in
Paris.

Since then, 176 world or international exhibitions (up to EFIRO 2008) have been held by 40 countries either under
patronage or auspices, or recognition or assistance of FIP.

Itis interesting to see the chart of the organisers till 2006, where the leading role of European Continent in staging
more than 100 FIP exhibitions is predominant, with Spain holding the sceptre with 13 exhibitions.

Where, however, this history is kept, preserved and exhibited for the new generations to come except in the
memory of those participated and in scattered descriptions in old time philatelic periodicals?

The Bartoc Cultural Foundation established last year in Bucarest have as a target to collect and preserve the
mementos of these exhibitions. The collection shall include the Exhibition literature, medals or plaquettes, envelops,
vignettes, badges, FIP Congresses Reports etc eventually all this material which keeps in memory the biggest manifes-
tation of the philatelic world, that is the world exhibitions. '

Alexandru Bartoc Managing Director of Bartoc Foundation and well known philatelist, has taken the initiative to
produce, in addition, a concise, luxurious full colour Album containing the following information:

Dates and place of the exhibition, the event celebrated by the exhibition, Patronage, auspices, recognition or support
provided by the FIP, the most representative envelope of the exhibition, the front page of the catalogue, the medal (both
sides) and or the plaquette (given to non competitors), the number of frames and accepted classes, the number of
national Federations participated, the names of the President of the Organising Committee and the General Commis-
sionet, the winners of the Grand prizes and the respective exhibits.

Each exhibition shall be dedicated one page and the Album is scheduled to be presented at EFIRO 2008, At the
same time, the Library with its contents shall be shown in a special pavillon during the Exhibition.

The impressive task supported by FIP is almost impossible to be implemented without the help of Federations who
have organised FIP exhibitions in the past and the voluntary support of collectors all over the world.

In view of the above, there is a two fold appeal addressed worlwide.

Federations should appoint a contact person who shall help the edotor with the necessary information and checking
the details and collectors-exhibitors or their descendants to donate their medals to the Foundation’s Library.

During the week-end of April 21-22, Stockholm hosted
a national seminar for Traditional philately. The Swed-
ish Committee for Exhibition and Jury Matters organized
the seminar. For the technical arrangements, concerning
the agenda, the concept of the seminar and matters for
discussions, Mr. Jan Berg, our Swedish representative

CENTENARY AS “ROYAL”

The Royal Philatelic Society London , which was founded in 1869, was granted the right to use the prefix ‘Royal’
in November 1906. To mark the centenary of this event the society staged a highly successful three-day exhibition
from December 7 to 9.

The highlight of the exhibition was displays of material from the Royal Philatelic Collection, from the society’s
own collections and from members by invitation.

Included was a letter bearing a Penny Black tied by a complete red Maltese Cross and a Lombard Street Maltese
Cross datestamp for May 6, 1840.

The items from the Royal Philatelic Collection included the development of the Mackennal Seahorse design, the
designs for the 1940 centenary of the first adhesive postage stamps, and designs incorporating the photographic’
portrait of the Queen by Dorothy Wilding and the later head by Arnold Machin. There were also some wonderful
hand-painted essays of colonial pictorial issues using the heads of King Edward VIII, King George V and the Queen.

The items on display from the society’s own collections included the first issues of the Netherlands, Great Britain
King George V proofs of the Downey head, medal head and Seahorse high values and examples of work by Perkins
Bacon and De La Rue.

Special displays were arranged in the society’s museum, while visitors were also able to gain an insight into the
work of the Expert Committee.

The event attracted many visitors of which a good part of them were not members of the society.

Thanks were extended to the many who had contributed in some way, not least to the Queen for permitting part of
the Royal Philatelic Collection to be shown, and to Alan Holyoake, Dr Alan Huggins and the society’s President,
Chris Harman.

While the Queen was unable to grace the society with her presence at the exhibition, a delegation had been invited
to Buckingham Palace in November when the President was able t.o present The Royal Philatelic Society Exhibition
Medal to Her Majesty as a token of thanks for the many years of enjoyment given to members from seeing items from
her collection at meetings of the society.

AS THE BALKANFILA XIV STAMP EXHIBITION APPROACHES...
OCTOBER 28th-NOVEMBER 3rd 2007

The 14™ of the Balkanfila stamp exhibitions,
BALKANFYLA X1V 2007, will take place in TUYAP Fair,
Convention and Congress Center, Beylikdiizii, Ystanbul
between October 28" and November 3 2007.

The first of Balkanfila Stamp Exhibitions was held in
Varna, Bulgaria in 1965 and the last in 1991 in Bacau,
Romania. After that year, it could not be possible to or-

ganize the Balkanfila exhibitions due to economical and
political reasons since then.

It is an honor for us to revive such a once-traditional
stamp exhibition by the efforts of the Federation of Turk-
ish Philatelic Associations, FTPA.

BALKANFYLA will be held in Hall 5 of TUYAP Fair, Convention
and Congress Center on a 3600 m’ space.

The roots of BALKANFYLA XIV 2007 goes back to
2005 FEPA Exhibition in Brno, Czech Republic. Our
president of FTPA, Mr. Mahmut Emirmahmutodlu who
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was the Turkish commissioner to the exhibition that time,
arranged a meeting in Brno among the representatives
and the commissioners of the Federations of Balkan coun-
tries. He proposed his thoughts on a prospective
Balkanfila Stamp Exhibition and how to revitalize it and
his proposal received positive responses. He also had
implied that this prospective exhibition could be held in
Turkey.

In June 2006, Mr. Mahmut Emirmahmutodlu and the
Board Members of the FTP4 arranged a meeting with
Mr. Binali Yyldyrym, Minister of Transportation and Mr.
Osman Tural, Chairman and General Manager of PTT,
in Ystanbul. In that vital meeting the decision of orga-
nizing the Balkanfila Stamp Exhibition in Ystanbul in
2007 was taken. The Protocol for BALKANFILA XIV
2007 was signed between FTPA and PTT, in December
2006.

Along with these works, upon
the invitation of the Bulgarian
Philatelic Federation, the repre-
sentatives of the Philatelic Fed-
erations of Balkan countries held
a meeting in Sofia. In this meet-
ing, was signed a protocol for a
Balkan Work Group, BWG. Mr.
Mahmut Emirmahmutodlu was
elected to be the president of the
first BWG for it was agreed as a
principle that the president of
BWG would be the president of
the Philatelic Federation of the
Balkan country that will organize
the Balkanfila Stamp Exhibition. After the end of
BALKANFYLA XIV 2007, the Balkan country which will
organize the next Balkanfila shall take the chair for the
BWG presidency.

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Following the signing of the protocol, the works for
the exhibition were accelerated, the Balkan countires were
invited to the exhibition and national commissioners were
nominated. The bulletins and the application forms for
the exhibition were mailed to the commissioners early
April. It was requested that the application forms to be
submitted to the Organizing Committee no later than May
31, 2007. At the same time Balkan countries were in-
vited to send their nominees for jurors.

BALKANFILA X1V 2007 includes all the competition
classes and foreign collections concerning Balkans are
also invited to the exhibition.

Acceptance of the collections and the designation of
the juror will be at the end of June. Mr. Anthony Virvilis
from Greece was appponted by FEPA as Exhibition Co-
ordinator for BALKANFILA X1V 2007 and we are work-

ing smoothly together for the success of the exhibition.
He is kept informed on the progress of the exhibition,
via e-mail and telephone. We are expecting his visit to
Turkey, in June.

TUYAP Fair, Convention and Congress Center is
chosen to be the Exhibition Center. Since the Na-
tional Book Fair will be held at the same center
simultanously, it will draw much more attention to
BALKANFILA X1V 2007 and will attract more visi-
tors. The exhibition center is 35 km. out of Taksim
and there will be shuttles to the center. The hotel the
Jurors and the commissioners will stay will be in Taksim
and there will be shuttles for them to the center. The
polling for the hotel is in its final phase, and will be an-
nounced soon after the decision.

We would like to thank FEPA President Mr. Pedro
Vaz Pereira, who supports and encourages us for
BALKANFILA XTIV 2007.

We are looking forward to meet all philatelists and

Till EFIRO’2008,
Mr.Bartoc will also have an album
printed in a very high quality, with
one page for every FIP exhibition.
This page will contain a reproduction
of medals (observe and reverse),
copies of an envelope and of the
cover of the catalogue, place and date
of exhibition, the event commemo-
rated by the exhibition, the name of
the president of the organizing com-
mittee and of the commissioner gen-
eral, the number of frames, the win-
ners of great awards and others. If
you have other suggestions, please
contact Mr.Bartoc (by e-mail ad-

dress: fundatiabartoc(@gmail.com).
The 1.000 copies of the album will

be distributed to the national federa-
tions, to postal museums, to postal
administrations from UPU, to donors
and to sponsors.

Because the time is very short
and to prevent errors, it would be
better if every country which orga-
nized FIP exhibitions would name a
person to help to create the contents
of the exhibition’s page and check the
informations.

At EFIRO2008, there will be a
special stand to present the library, the
collection of envelopes and medals, as
well as posters, vignettes and badges
issued on occasion of FIP exhibitions.
