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St. Petersburg, the World Phila-
telic Exhibition held in Russia could
have been a success?

Yes, if there was a team to
organise the exhibition in 8 months.
However this did not happen. Mr.
Klochko and Mr. Borodin were alone
in organising the exhibition and they
did in fact an excellent work in the
given strict time limits, however was
not enough to solve the serious prob-
lems before, during and after the
exhibition. On the other hand, FIP
Consultant, Mr. Tay Peng Hian,
showed that was not able to do this
job. He tried to control all from
Singapore and the other FIP Consult-
ant Mr, Lumir Brendl, who is fluent
in Russian, was completely forgot-
ten. More serious was when Mr. Tay
did not respect the FIP Grex and ac-
cepted that the Irex of the St. Peters-
burg-07 was against the FIP rules.
Now we have a lot of National Fed-
erations claiming for the payment of
the return of the exhibits, because
this was not paid by the Russian
Organising Committee as was
obliged by the Grex. In St. Peters-
burg FIP Consultant was advised
about this many times, but was say-
ing that the Irex was clear in this
matter, forgetting that any Irex could
not be against the general rule, which
is the Grex. Now we have 12.000
euros due by the Russian Organising
Committee to the National Federa-
tions. FIP is trying to solve the prob-
lem, but at the moment we have not
any solution about this. So far noth-
ing has been paid by the Russian

organisation and to be frank to all of
you, [ have many doubts that this will
be paid. We have National Federa-
tions and exhibitors spoilt and I ask
who will pay this? In last FEPA Con-
gress in Budapest was given to the
Russian Federation a dead line to pay
the return of the exhibits until 31 of
December of this year. After this date
we must take another different ac-
tion to get the money and pay to the
National Federations and exhibitors.
We cannot accept any precedent in
this case, because we will have in the
future more world exhibitions.

I took good note that Mrs. Marie-
Louise Heiri, the FIP employee, con-
sidered in the last number of FLASH
that St. Petersburg 2007 was a good
exhibition, but T am sure that Mrs.
Marie Louise was visiting the great
Hermitage, when the Commission-
ers were dismounting the exhibi-
tion!!, if not, she have had a very
good opportunity to learn how we
cannot do the dismounting of an in-
ternational exhibition. But I am sure
that Mrs Marie Louise was not in-
volved in all tasks of a Commissioner
before of this exhibition, otherwise
she could never have said what has
said.

FIP rules must be always re-
spected by all National Federations
and the sovereignty of the National
Federations must be respected not
only by FIP, but also by the Conti-
nental Federations and National Fed-
erations. A juror, to become FIP ju-
ror, is normally nominated by a Na-
tional Federation as apprentice to a

FIP exhibition and after, if approved,
is considered FIP juror by the coun-
try that presented his candidature.

Is it possible a FIP juror from one
country to move to another country
and be accepted by FIP as FIP juror
of the second country? Is it possible
that a FIP juror that has internal prob-
lems with his National Federation to
move to another National Federation
and become FIP juror from this new
National Federation, without the per-
mission of the original National Fed-
eration? Let me give you an ex-
ample: Spain has a FIP juror, who is
in no good relations with his Na-
tional Federation. This juror sends a
letter to the Portuguese Federation
asking to be FIP juror by the Portu-
guese Federation. The Portuguese
Federation sends a letter to FIP in-
forming that Mr X is now FIP juror
by the Portuguese Federation and
that is all. FIP accepts and Portugal
will have a Portuguese (Spanish) FIP
Juror.

Can this be possible? In my opin-
ion, no. This will create a total con-
fusion in the future when any juror,
without any permission from his
National Federation, would be able
to move from a National Federation
to another. Unfortunately this hap-
pened between the Brazilian Federa-
tion and the Federation of Paraguay.

Mr. Paulo Comelli, a FIP juror
from Brazil, is now FIP juror from
Paraguay. The Brazilian Federation
did know anything about this and
was caught completely of surprise,
as they have never sent a letter to FIP
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accepting or informing about this
change,

A problem more to FIP solve.
However, in case of the procedure
described above is accepted, we may
certainly have in the future the same
in Europe or in Asia. So, when we
are playing in the international field
we must pay attention how we are
acting, because a wrong action in a
Continent may be repeated by the
other Continents.

FIP shall change their offices to
Luxemburg, but not the head quar-
ters, which will remain in Zurich,
respecting the FIP Statutes. It is a
very good decision. In reality FIP do
not need a full time employee and
with this decision FIP will save a lot
of money, having only a part-time
one. Madame Trommer who is go-
ing to act as Secretary is a very com-
petent lady and she will be com-
pletely able to do this job in Luxem-
burg. On the other hand, FIP will

St Petersbourg, I'Exposition
Mondiale organisée en Russie aurait-
elle bien pu se passer ?

I wish to Madame
Trommer the best of success in her
new functions,

The revision of FIP Statutes and
Grex are waiting for a better op-
portunity to be changed. This was
not possible to be done in St. Pe-
tersburg, may be only next year,

Next year at the FIP Congress in
Bucharest, it is our obligation to re-
spect the decisions taken by the Na-
tional Federations in Budapest.

Maintenant nous
avons 12.000,00 euros qui doivent
étre payés par le Comité d’Organi-
sation Russe aux Fédérations Natio-
nales.

que cela sera payé. Nous avons des
Fédérations Nationales et des expo-
sants spoliés et je demande qui va
payer cela? Au Congrés FEPA, on a
donné a la Fédération Russe une date
limite pour rembourser le retour des
collections : le 31 décembre de cette
année. Apres cette date nous devrons
mener différentes actions pour récu-
pérer ’argent et rembourser les Fé-
dérations Nationales et les expo-
sants.

J’ai pris bonne note que Madame
Marie Louise, I’employée de la FIP,
considérait dans FLASH que St
Petersbourg 2007 était une bonne
exposition, mais je suis sur que Ma-
dame Marie Louise Heiri visitait le
grand Hermitage, quand les Com-
missaires démontaient 1’exposi-
tion !! Sinon elle aurait eu une bonne
opportunité d’apprendre comment
on ne doit pas démonter une exposi-
tion. Mais je suis sur que Madame
Marie Louise n’était pas impliquée
dans toutes les tiches des Commis-
saires a cette exposition , sinon elle
n’aurait jamais pu exprimer ce
qu’elle a dit.

Les régles de la FIP doivent tou-
jours étre respectées par toutes les
Fédérations Nationales et la souve-
raineté des Fédérations Nationales
doit étre respectée non seulement par
la FIP, mais aussi par les Fédérations
Continentales et par les Fédérations
Nationales. Les jurés, pour devenir
jurés FIP, sont normalement nommés
par une Fédération Nationale comme
¢leve-jurés a une exposition FIP et
apres, s’1ls sont approuvés, sont con-
sidérés jurés FIP par le pays qui a
présenté sa candidature. Mais est-il
possible pour un juré FIP d’un pays
d’aller dans un autre pays et de de-
venir juré FIP de ce pays ? Est-il
possible pour un juré FIP qui a des
problémes internes avec sa Fédéra-
tion Nationale de rejoindre une autre

Fédération Nationale et de devenir
Juré FIP pour cette nouvelle Fédéra-
tion Nationale, sans la permission de
la Fédération Nationale d’origine ?
Par exemple : I’Espagne a un juré
FIP, qui a de mauvaises relations
avec la Fédération Nationale. Ce juré
envoie une lettre a la Fédération Por-
tugaise en lui demandant d’étre juré
FIP pour la Fédération Portugaise. La
Fédération Portugaise envoie une
lettre a la FIP I’informant que Mr X
est maintenant juré FIP de la Fédé-
ration portugaise et ¢’est tout. La FIP
accepte et le Portugal aura un juré
FIP (espagnol) portugais. Cela peut-
il étre possible ? A mon avis non.
Cela aménerait une confusion totale
dans le futur quand un juré, sans la
permission de sa Fédération Natio-
nale, est capable de passer d’une
Fédération Nationale a une autre.
Malheureusement cela est arrivé
entre la Fédération Brésilienne et la
Fédération du Paraguay.

Mr Paulo Comelli, un juré FIP du
Brésil, est maintenant juré FIP du
Paraguay, La Fédération Brésilienne
ne savait rien a propos de cela et en
a été completement surprise. Jamais
la Fédération Brésilienne n’a envoyé
de lettre 4 la FIP acceptant ou I’in-
formant de ce changement.

Un probleme de plus a résoudre
par la FIP. Mais si cela est accepté
nous pourrons avoir dans le futur la
méme chose en Europe ou en Asie.
Ainsi, quand nous jouons dans le
champ international nous devons
faire attention a ce que nous faisons,
car une mauvaise action dans un
Continent peut nous donner la per-
mission de le faire sur d’autres con-
tinents.

La FIP transfére son bureau a
Luxembourg, mais pas son siége so-
cial, qui restera a Zurich, pour res-
pecter les statuts de la FIP.

San Petersburgo, la Exposicion
Mundial celebrada en Rusia, ;pudo
haber sido un éxito?

Si, si hubiera habido un equipo
para organizar la exposicion en 8
meses. Sin embargo esto no ocurrio.
El Sr. Klochko y el Sr. Borodin estu-
vieron solos organizando la exposi-
cion e hicieron un excelente traba-
jo, pero no fue suficiente para resol-
ver los serios problemas que tuvie-
ron antes, durante y después de la
exposicion. Por otra parte el Consul-
tor de la FIP, Tay Peng Hian mostro
que no fue capaz de hacer su tarea.
Intento controlarlo todo desde
Singapur, y el otro consultor de la
FIP, Mr. Lumir Brenda, que habla
ruso con fluidez, fue completamen-
te ignorado. Pero lo mas serio fue que
Mr. Tai Peng Hian no respet6 el Grex
de la FIP y acepto que el Irex de San
Petersburgo-07 fuera en contra de las
reglas de la FIP. Ahora tenemos
amuchas Federaciones Nacionales
reclamando el pago del retorno de
las colecciones, porque no fue paga-
do por el Comité Organizador ruso
como estaba obligado por el Grex.
En San Petersburgo el Consultor FIP
fue avisado de esto muchas veces ,
pero decia que el Irex era claro en
este tema, olvidando que ningtin [rex
puede ir en contra del reglamento
general que es el Grex.. Ahora nos
encontramos con 12.000 Euros que
el Comité Organizador Ruso tiene
que pagar a las Federaciones Na-
cionales.

Tomé buena nota de que Mrs
Marie Louise Heiri, la empleada de
la FIP, consideraba en la revista Flash
fue una buena exposicion, pero es-
toy seguro que Mrs Marie Louise
estuvo visitando el gran Hermitage
mientras los comisarios estaban des-
montando la exposicion !!, sino ella
habria tenido una oportunidad muy
buena de aprender como no podemos
hacer el desmontaje de una exposi-
cion.

Pero jes posible que un jurado
FIP se pase de un pais a otro y sea
jurado por éste pais? ; Es posible que
un jurado FIP que tiene problemas
internos con su Federacion Nacional
se vaya a otra Federacion Nacional,
sin el permiso de la Federacion Na-
cional de la que es originario? Por
ejemplo. Espafia tiene un jurado FIP
que tiene malas relaciones con su
Federacion Nacional. Este jurado
manda una carta ala Federacion Por-
tuguesa pidiendo ser jurado FIP por
esa Federacion. La Federacion Por-
tuguesa envia una carta a la FIP in-
formando que Mr. X es ahora jurado
FIP por la Federacion Portuguesa y
eso es todo. La FIP acepta y Portu-
gal va a tener un jurado FIP Portu-
gués (Espafiol). ;Puede ser esto po-
sible? En mi opinion no. Esto seria
la confusion total en el futuro cuan-
do cualquier jurado, sin permiso de
su Federacion Nacional, pueda pa-
sarse de una Federacion Nacional a
otra.

Ist es mdglich, dass
ein FIP Preisrichter, der Probleme
mit seinem Landesverband hat, zu ei-
nem anderen Landesverband wech-
selt und FIP Preisrichter von diesem
neuen Landesverband wird, ohne
Genehmigung des urspriinglichen
Landesverbandes ? Zum Beispiel :
Spanien hat einen FIP Preisrichter,
der in schlechtem Einvernehmen mit
dem Landesverband ist. Dieser Preis-
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richter schickt dem portugiesischen
Verband einen Brief und beantragt,
FIP Preisrichter fiir den portugiesi-
schen Verband zu werden. Der por-
tugiesische Verband schickt der FIP
einen Brief, in dem sie mitteilt, dass
Herr X jetzt FIP Preisrichter fiir den
portugiesischen Verband ist und das
ist alles. Die FIP nimmt das an und
Portugal hat einen portugiesischen
(spanischen) FIP Preisrichter. Ist das
moglich ? Meiner Meinung nach
nicht. Das wird in Zukunft zu einem
volligen Durcheinander fiihren,
wenn jeder Preisrichter, ohne Geneh-
migung seines Landesverbandes,
von einem Landesverband zum an-
deren wechseln kann. Ungliickli-
cherweise ist das zwischen den Ver-
bianden Brasiliens und Paraguays
geschehen.

Herr Paulo Comelli, ein Preis-
richter aus Brasilien, ist jetzt FIP
Preisrichter fiir Paraguay. Der brasi-
lianische Verband wusste nichts
davon und wurde génzlich iiber-
rascht. Der brasilianische Verband
hat der FIP nie einen Brief geschrie-
ben, um diesen Wechsel anzunehmen
oder mitzuteilen.

Ein Problem mehr zu losen fiir
die FIP. Aber wenn dies angenom-
men wird, kénnen wir dasselbe in
Zukunft in Europa und in Asien ha-
ben. Wenn wir also auf dem interna-
tionalen Feld spielen, miissen wir
aufpassen, wie wir handeln, denn
eine schlechte Vorgehensweise in
einem Kontinent kann uns die Er-
laubnis geben, sie in den anderen
Kontinenten zu begehen.

Die FIP wird das Biiro nach Lu-
xemburg verlegen, aber nicht den
Sitz, der in Ziirich bleibt, gemiiss den
FIP-Statuten. Das ist eine sehr gute
Entscheidung. In Wirklichkeit
braucht die FIP keinen vollbes-
chiiftigten Angestellten und mit die-
ser Entscheidung wird die FIP viel
Geld sparen, mit nur einer Teilzeit-
angestellten. Madame Trommer ist
eine sehr kompetente Dame und sie

wird durchaus fihig sein, diese Ar-
beit in Luxemburg zu erledigen. Auf
der anderen Seite wird die FIP viel
Geld sparen, weil sie nicht mehr all-
monatlich die Miete fiir den Sitz, in
den der Schweizer Verband einzie-
hen wird, in Ziirich zahlen muss und
damit wird sie vielleicht Geld haben,
um einen besseren FLASH heraus-
zugeben, der jetzt eine “dunkle und
graue Zeitschrift” ist. Die FIP wird
nur eine kleine Miete fiir das neue
Biiro im Schweizer Verband bezah-
len. Jedoch, aus meiner Sicht, kén-
nen wir nur in der Zukunft ein Pro-
blem haben, und das wird nach Jos
Wolff als FIP Prisident sein. Was
wird geschehen ? Jedoch werden wir
Zeit haben bis 2014, um eine Lésung
zu finden, aber es wird notwewndig
sein, dariiber nachzudenken. Ich
wiinsche Madame Trommer viel Er-
folg in ihrem neuen Amt.

Die Uberarbeitung der FIP Sta-
tuten und GREX wartet auf eine bes-
sere Gelegenheit, vorgenommen zu
werden. Das war nicht mdglich in St
Petersburg, vielleicht nur im néchs-
ten Jahr, wer weiss. Jedoch finde ich,
dass wir dieses Dokument noch tief-
gehender innerhalb der FEPA be-
sprechen sollen und wir werden es
tun. Das Ziel ist der Kongress von
2010 und dort ein abschliessendes
Dokument vorzulegen, das allen phi-
latelistischen Partnern gerecht wird.

Im FEPA Kongress in Budapest
haben wir unsere Vertreter fiir den
FIP Vorstand und die FIP Kommis-
sionen gewihlt. Es waren demokra-
tische Wahlen der européischen
Landesverbinde, die auch FIP Mit-
glieder sind. Die Demokratie
herrscht in der FEPA.

A new Czech postage
stamp was issued on Oc-
tober 3rd, 2007. The occa-
sion was the centenary of
the Pilsner Urquell Brew-
ery water tower. The wa-
ter tower is listed as a tech-
nical monument. One of
the architectural highlights
of Plzed (Pilsen) started
operating back in 1907.
Water from springs and the
local river was pumped
into two tanks and distrib-
uted throughout the Pil-
sner Urquell Brewery. A
round passage with a stair-
case led through the tanks
up to the top of the dome
with a look-out platform.

The water tower was closed in 2005, but traditional wa-
ter distribution network on the underground floor is still
in use.

The local philatelic club in Pilsen took the occasion
to produce a Commemorative Sheet to put the postage
stamp with a daily handstamp on it, invited the authors
of the stamp designer Jan Kavan and engraver Véclav
Fajt to come to Pilsen, and in the Pilsen Art Gallery
organized their “autogrammiade” for more than one hun-
dred of those interested in the miniature graphic art. In
cooperation with the Pilsner Urquell Brewery a special
evening ceremony was held to officially inaugurate the
postage stamp. The ceremony attended more than 200
invited distinguished guests, Members of the Czech
House of Parliament, businessmen, local and regional of-
ficials and philatelists.

The evening ceremony has clearly shown that issuing
an interesting postage stamp, telling an interesting story
related to a town or a region, can efficiently promote post-
age stamps and philately among large audience.

(GK) Als fiinftes Postmuseum in Europa nach Berlin
(1874), Wien (1889), Kopenhagen (1899) und Stockholm
(1906) wurde am 22. Juni 1907 das Schweizerische
Postmuseum erdffnet. Der Anfang war eher bescheiden,
in einem einzigen Raum, im Hauptpostgebidude am
Bollwerk in Bern. Bis 1933 kamen 14 Riume hinzu und
die Platzverhiltnisse waren nicht mehr ausreichend.

100 YEARS OF MUSEUM FOR COMMUNICATION IN SWITZERLAND

(GK) On June 22", 1907, the Swiss Post Museum
was inaugurated as the fifth museum of its kind in Eu-
rope after those in Berlin (1874), Vienna (1889),
Copenhagen (1899), and Stockholm (1906). The begin-
ning was rather modest, namely one single room in the
main post office building at the Bollwerk address in
Berne. Up until 1933, 14 more rooms were added and
the space therewith available was still not sufficient.

That is why the museum was closed for a duration of
three years to be subsequently reopened at a new place,
i.e. in rented lodgings in the newly built house of the
Alpine Museum at Helvetiaplatz in Berne.

In 1949 the Post Museum was renamed Swiss PTT
Museum. At that time the exhibition solely contained
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postal material, New additions were the History of Tele-
phone and Telegraphy as well as radio communications
run by electricity. The Swiss PTT Museum enjoyed the
hospitality of the Alpine Museum until the middle of
1990.

Finally, the year 1990 marked the move into a new
properly owned house at Helvetiastrasse 10.

The festive inauguration took place on June 22", 1990.

When the former PTT operations dissolved and
changed into the two now independent firms of Swiss
Post Offices and Swisscom, the PTT Museum became
an integral part of the newly founded Swiss foundation
for the History of Postal Services and Telecommunica-
tions and since March 13, 1997 is called the Museum for
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Communication. The two aforementioned firms are the
supporters of the foundation.

The collections of the museum comprise some 20.000
objects: Four historical telephone switchboards, approx.
200.0000 photographs, more than 50.000 graphic sheets,
posters and plans, about 2.000 films and, as a new addi-
tion, shows the various stages of development of the com-
puter and the new media as well as the history of writing
or art and communication.

For philatelists the number of 1.5 million stamps es-
tablishes it as one of the world’s most important phila-
telic collections, containing, as we may well assume,
the biggest collection of stamps of our country. Rea-
son enough for every philatelist to endeavour to travel
to Berne one of these days to pay the Museum of Com-

munication a visit for all it has to offer,

Whereas in the first few years of its existence up until
World War 1, the number of 1.900 visitors was rather
modest, it then grew steadily until the mid fifties to about
10.000 persons per year. From then on, visitors came more
and more regularly and in ever growing numbers and in
the year 2006 a total of 59.757 persons have visited the
museum.

To commemorate the centennial, the Swiss Post dedi-
cated to the museum as a birthday present two special
stamps in the customary inland postage value of 85 cts.
(B-post) and 100 cts (A-Post) as well as a picture post-
card. Both stamps have been printed in lenticular print,
four-colour on a self-adhesive lens-folio on support pa-
per. Depending on the angle when looking at the stamps
one can see up to five different individual pictures. The
stamps are being sold since May 10, 2007 and are post-
age-valid from that date on without limitations.

It is nowadays not too often that
true treasures are washed up on the
beach. However, this luckily hap-
pened to the German Auctioneer
Christoph Gaertner. Thanks to his
remarkable knowledge of the stamp
market and his worldwide interna-
tional contacts, he was lucky to find
himself the sensational Fournier ar-
chives.

Some well-known independent
experts, who saw the treasure, are
impressed of the size and the quality
of the amount of archives originat-
ing from the Spanish Printing Com-
pany Heraclio Fournier S.A. (pro-
nounced Fournear since it is a Span-
ish name). This printing company
was never known as belonging to the
biggest or most famous producers of
postage stamps but were well known
for producing playing cards. This
Spanish name should be in no way
connected with the French company
of similar name Francois Fournier
producing all those fakes in 1846-
1917.

When one opened the boxes of
the archives, one could only then
realise how many orders this Span-
ish Printer Fournier had for printing
stamps. For decades, exactly from
1966 until 1991 the Spanish com-
pany printed for more than 40 coun-
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tries in the
world. To
name a few :
Iraq, Ku-
wait, Sin-
gapore, New
Zealand, Tu-
nisia, Mo-
rocco, Ven-
ezuela, Brit-
ish Hondu-
ras, Cook Is-
lands, Sa-
moa, Mada-
gascar. The
Archives
contain the
artist’s de-
sign for al-
most all is-
sues and essays of different printing
phases.

One discovered stamps, which
were totally unknown in sheets and
essays, perforated and imperforated
condition etc, The uniqueness is
based on the fact that many items are
really a unique piece in itself because
the printing company preferred to
keep a single copy for its filing sys-
tem.

The Expert, Professor Damian
Laege, President of the FIP Commis-
sion for Thematic Philately, has seen

the Archives
and is of the
opinion that
these Fournier
Archives are
not only inter-
esting and rare
items for the-
matic collec-
tors but repre-
sent a great
unique source
inits immense
spectrum for
many collec-
tors of tradi-
tional or pos-
tal history col-
lections.

Christoph
Gaertner plans to offer this material
in several special auctions during the
next years and will produce each
time a handbook like auction cata-
logue, which collectors will appre-
ciate to keep together as a handbook
about the Fournier archives.

The first of these auctions offer-
ing Fournier rarities was held be in
his 4" International Gaertner Auc-
tions from 11™- 14" September 2007.

INTRODUCTION TO THE REGULATIONS
FOR THE
FEPA HONOURS, MEDALS AND AWARDS

Chapter VIII of FEPA Statutes stipulates that the
Honours, Medals and Awards which may be awarded by
FEPA, are the following:

a) Honorary Presidency
Articles 21.2 and 21.3 provide sufficient details
as to how this honour may be awarded and, there-
fore, there is no need for any further elaboration.

b) FEPA Medal
Article 21.4 provides in general terms the raison
d’etre of this distinction. However, it requires clari-
fication as well as the establishment of an appro-
priate procedure to be followed.

¢) Certificate of Appreciation
Articles 21.5 - 21.7 provide the necessary details
but again the appropriate procedure was left to be
decided.

I

By simple reading of this Chapter it is easily recalled
the corresponding articles 50 and 51 of FIP Statutes which
were adjusted to accommodate the European needs.

In view of the above, paragraphs b and ¢ require the
necessary elaboration in order all FEPA Member-Fed-
erations be familiar with and at the same time the Board
be consistent with the Awards procedure.

FEPA Medal

Article 21.4 provides the following:

FEPA Medal shall be awarded by the Board to candi-
dates who have given exceptional service to organized
philately or have demonstrated exceptional philatelic
study and research or to persons who have given a sig-
nificant service or support to philately
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The above wording distinguishes three categories of
candidates:

A) Exceptional service to organized philately

The above qualification applies to philatelists who,
from their position as Presidents of International
Philatelic Organizations (FIP, FEPA, AEP, A1JP,
WADF etc) or National Organizations (Federations
or similar institutions/organizations) or individual
philatelists, have offered exceptional service to the
European Philately, either a long-standing or an
instant one (i.e significant donations focused to
the promotion of the organized philately in Euro-
pean level).

B) Exceptional philatelic study and research

The above wording may lead to misunderstand-
ings as philatelic study and research may be shown
by the publication of notable handbooks or by
forming exceptional collections (that is to say ex-
hibits, otherwise collections not shown do not rep-
resent any service).

As the article, in general, does not speak for dis-
tinguished philatelists or collectors or notable col-
lections but only of service to philately, the mean-
ing of the phrase is construed as a literary prize to
be awarded to a European who has contributed with
his study and research in printed form or other-
wise to the furtherance of Philately (not necessar-
ily the European one only).

C) Service or support to Philately

The above qualification applies rather to individu-
als, outside of the philatelic family, who have given
a significant service or support to European Phi-
lately (i.e Prime-Ministers, Ministers, high offi-
cials of European Union, Universal Postal Union,
United Nations Organization and its branches and
the like).

Certificate of Appreciation
Articles 21.5 —21.7 provide the following:

21.5 FEPA Certificate of Appreciation, may be pre-
sented to Philatelic Associations or Clubs for
outstanding activities for the promotion of phi-
lately on regional or local level.

21.6 The award of the Certificate of Appreciation may
be proposed by a member Federation or by the
Board six months before the date of presenta-
tion.

21.7 The Certificate of Appreciation shall be pre-
sented at a suitable occasion to the Association
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or Club to be honoured, by a Member of the
I'EPA Board or by the President of the national
Federation.

The following Regulations establish the procedure to
be followed for the FEPA Medal and the Certificate of
Appreciation Award.

e S e e e
FEPA AWARDS REGULATIONS

1. The national Federations-members of FEPA or
the FEPA Board members may submit nomina-
tions of European candidates for the three cat-
egories of FEPA Medal and the Certificate of
Appreciation, The nominations should be accom-
panied by an adequate statement of the status and
qualifications of the candidate together with a
Photo and the candidate’s consent.

2. Nominations should be submitted to the FEPA
Director responsible for Literature and Awards,
Ist December latest of each year.

3. The entire file of candidates together with the
Director’s proposals are submitted to the FEPA
Board who decide and awards the Medals and
Certificates of the year.

4. The FEPA medals are presented at the FEPA
Congress of the next year.

5. The Certificate of Appreciation in the form of
an appropriate Diploma is presented next year at
a suitable national occasion by a FEPA Board
member or the President of the national Federa-
tion.

6. No more than one medal per category of FEPA
medals or three Certificates of Appreciation may
be awarded each given year.

7. The FEPA Board will be given the appropriate
publicity to the awards (FEPA website, FEPA
News magazine and press releases) and the re-
sponsible FEPA Director is entrusted with the
keeping of the Awards records.

8. The present Regulations were approved by the
FEPA Board on 29 January 2005 in Lisbon and
are put immediately in force.

PROCEDURE TO BE FOLLOWED

FOR THE FEPA MEDAL
“

Following the adoption of the Regulations for the
FEPA Honours, Medals and Awards by the FEPA Board
and their publication in FEP4 News no. 7, it was consid-
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ered appropriate to bring to the attention of the member
Federations the procedure which shall be followed for
the implementation of the above.

15T CATEGORY

Member Federations or Board members may up to 15
December each year propose a person or legal entity for
this medal. The final decision will be taken by the Board.

2N? CATEGORY

This is a rather difficult procedure by its nature. In
view of the above, the following procedure has been
adopted:

First step: The appointed delegate of FIP Literature
Commission of each member Federation, as the most
appropriate person, shall elect | or maximum 2 best books
from his country published the given year.

It should be stressed that delegates should propose
books which are considered eligible for a major award,
as the FEPA medal, and not necessarily the best of their
country which may be very good but not of a European
status, as far as research is concerned.

This proposal will be verified and submitted by the
local Federation so to secure a second internal screening
and at the same time comply with the requirement that
the proposers are in fact the member Federations.

Second step: From the list thus formed, 5-7 books
will be nominated Candidates. In this task European ju-
rors for Philatelic Literature will be asked to help, ac-
cording to the language the books of the list are written,
if necessary.

Third step: Member federations will subsequently
be informed that their book has been nominated and asked
to send to the delegated FEPA Director, a photo of the
author, a letter from him with his consent and one copy
of the book which will be submitted to FEPA Board to-
gether with the delegated FEPA Director’s comments (in-
cluding the comments of the selection judges), for final
decision.

With this, in fact, the Board will evaluate not the book
itself but rather its contribution in general and its eligi-
bility for such a high award.

If member-Federations do not comply with the above
requirements, the candidates shall be eliminated from the
list.

Copies of Candidates books will remain to the library
of FEPA President’s Federation or will be donated to the
UPU Library in Berne.

Mr. Gerhard Kraner, FEPA Treasurer, presented the
accounts for 2007 and the budget for 2008. Both were
approved by the Congress. FEPA President expressed his
gratitude to Mr. Kraner for his excellent work.

Mr. Petter Pedersen asked about the possibilities of
reducing the costs of the magazine “FEPA News”. Mr.
Alfred Kunz suggested the possibility of using a less
quality paper. Mr. Vaz Pereira informed that he had al-
ready asked for it, but the difference of the cost is very
little. Mr. Jose Ramon Moreno asked those Federations
receiving more issues than necessary to inform it, as the
biggest expense is the postage for the distribution of the
magazine. Mr. Denes Czirok mentioned that “FEPA
News” is very helpful for the Hungarian Philately and
that they give good use of every issue received. Mr. Di-
eter Hartig congratulated Mr. Pedro Vaz Pereira and the
FEPA Board for having being able to achieve such good
magazine.
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Mr. Vaz Pereira and Mr. Jose Ramon Moreno pointed
out that “FEPA News” is not the magazine of the Board
but of the National Federations. So, they asked for re-
ceiving information and articles from as many Federa-
tions as possible.

The kind offer of Mr. Mordecai Kremener to main-
tain up to date the FEPA Website and to enter into the
web the magazine “FEPA News”, for an amount of 500 €
per year was approved.

FEPA President Mr. Vaz Pereira informed about the
meeting held in St. Petersburg with FIP President and
the Presidents of the Continental Federations. There was
no communication at all, as the other Continental Presi-
dents did not had read the FEPA proposal for the revi-
sion of the FIP Statutes and GREX, sent to them long
before the meeting. They will study it to be able to dis-
cuss it at a future meeting.

Mr., Jonas Hallstrom said that looking at some of the
proposals of his Swedish Federation and some of the
FEPA, he can understand that the other Continental Fed-
erations do not support it, because these changes do not
favour them.

Mr. Pedro Vaz Pereira advised that these are only pro-
posals. FEPA do not intend to impose anything to other
Continentals. Nor it is question of building FIP as it is
already built. We can openly ask ourselves, are the Con-
tinental Federations necessary? If we think that they are
not necessary, no problem. We finish with it and follow
the practice as before 1991. But if we want Continental
Federations we should integrate them into the FIP and
clarify the parts of the FIP Statutes regarding the rela-
tionships with the Continentals. Amongst them, the as-
pects related with the Continental representatives at the
FIP.

Mr. Anthony Virvilis reminded what FEPA was be-
fore the change of our Statutes and what is now. The
drafring of new Statutes were imperative as we had to
follow and implement FIP Statutes which were given to
Continental Federations a role to play. FEPA did their
part, other Continentals, unfortunately, did not. If Conti-
nentals do not want to comply with FIP Statutes as they

now stand, it simply means that we have to change FIP
Statutes

Exhibitions

Mr. Bernard Jimenez presented “Planete Timbre 2008:
Le Salon du Timbre et de I’Ecrit”. Will be held in Paris
from the 14th to the 22th of June.

Mr. Anthony Virvilis in his capacity of FEPA Coordi-
nator, provided details about the multinational exhibi-
tion Balkanfila 2007 which is organised by Turkey after
16 years, under FEPA support.

Mr. Alfred Kunz made the presentation of Wipa 2008
that will take place at the Austria Centre in Vienna from
the 18" to the 21% of September. It is a FEPA exhibition
with FIP recognition.

Mr. Spas Panchev, President of the Union of Bulgar-
ian Philatelists, informed that a European exhibition,
Bulgaria 2009, will celebrate the 130th anniversary of
the Bulgarian stamps and the Bulgarian Post. The Presi-
dent of the Republic of Bulgaria has given his assent for
Honorary Patron of “Bulgaria 2009, Will include all
competitive classes including One Frame and Open Class,
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in an area of 2.500 square metres on 1200 exhibition
frames. Mr. Panchev asked the FEPA Patronage for the
Exhibition, being unanimously accepted. He also invited
to hold a FEPA meeting to commemorate the 20" FEPA
anniversary.

Mr. Igor Pirc, President of the Slovenian Philatelic
Federation told about the multinational of the Alpines
countries Alpe Adria 2008. The exhibition will be held
from 18" through 20" April 2008 in the “Koralmhalle”
in Deutschlandsberg district of Styria in southern Aus-
tria, near Slovenia and approximately 35 km from Graz.

Mr. Lubomir Floch, President of the Union of Philat-
elists of Slovakia, informed the Congress with regret that
the planned FEPA exhibition Slovakia 2009 has been
withdrawn.

Mr. Anthony Virvilis, President of the Hellenic
Philotelic Federation explained the intention of the Greek
philatelic world of organizing in 2011 a FIP world exhi-
bition to celebrate the 150" anniversary of the first Greek
stamp. The main problem is that the Federation has to
persuade Hellenic Post and this is not an easy task.

Hisham Bassyouny, with the FEPA Certificate of Appreciation
received by the Philatelic Society of Egypt

Mr. Pedro Vaz Pereira, as President of the Portuguese
Federation of Philately, gave details of Portugal 2010,
FEPA and FIP World Exhibition. Promoted by the Portu-
guese Federation with the support of the Post of Portu-
gal, will be held in Lisbon from 1st to 10th October 2010,
to commemorate the 100th anniversary of the first Por-
tuguese Republic. The site will be the “Park of Nations”,
in the area of the Expo 98, the modern part of Lisbon. In
October the Bulletin n.° 1 shall be issued. He invited ev-
erybody to enjoy visiting the Exhibition.

Mr. Francis Kiddle provided interesting information
about London 2010 - Festival of Stamps, that will com-
prise a number of linked events focused around the pri-
mary international philatelic exhibition, to be held at the
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Business Design Centre, Islington, London. The exhibi-
tion will run from 8th to 15th May 2010 and will have
some 2,400 competitive frames and 130 trade and postal
administrations approximately. May 2010 will be 100
years since the accession of King George V, “the King
collector”, to the throne.

Mr. Alexander Ilyushin wanted to speek about the
problem with the expenses of the return of the exhibits
from Saint Petersburg exhibition. He said he has done all
and everything that was possible for him in order to solve
the troubles. He can not do anything more.

Mr. Vaz Pereira said that the FIP Coordinator did not
do well his job. This situation should not be repeated in
the future. At the end there are the collectors who pay
entry fees, insurance, transport to the Exhibition etc. They
can not pay, in addition, the transport back home which
is against the FIP rules. He asked Mr. Ilyushin not to
send more e-mails but to put the necessary pressure so
they pay in less than 30 days. If definitively they can not
pay, it is better to say so, instead of still delaying the
situation.

Mr. Giancarlo Morolli said that he had detected the
mistake on the IREX two months prior the exhibition.

Mr. Vaz Pereira proposed to wait until the 31* of De-
cember and then take a final decision.

The Congress approved with no objections, the pro-
posal of presenting a Motion to maintain the FIP Board
with 8 members until 2010.

In Mr. Dieter Hartig’s opinion it would be good not to
rush for the changes of Statutes for the 2008 FIP Con-
gress but to prepare it in 2009.

Also the President of the Bund Deutscher Philatelisten
E.V., proposed the idea of changing the FEPA Statutes in
order that the President and Board Members could main-
tain their jobs over the present two terms of 4 years each.
Mr. Vaz Pereira and his team are doing an excellent work:
Change of Statutes, “FEPA News”, helping National
Federations, and many other important matters, that
deserves to give them the possibility of continuing
doing their job.

FEPA President Mr. Pedro Vaz Pereira thanked Mr.
Hartig for his trust.

Mr. Alfred Kunz, will present a change in the Regu-
lations in order that in International Exhibitions, Youth
could reach the level of Gold Medals.

After the ceremony, he advised the Congress that the
institution of FEPA Awards, as stipulated by FEPA Stat-
utes, has to be publicised in the local press and all mem-
ber Federations should support it, proposing the appro-
priate persons and publications each year.

The invitation for proposals for the 2007 Medals and
Awards shall be sent to Federations next month and they
are kindly requested to keep the time limits of proposals
which is 15" December 2007.

On this particular occasion our Federation organized
an International Stamp Exhibition, called “HUNFILA
2007 in Budapest on 27-30 September 2007 with the
kind collaboration of the Hungarian Post Company.

The exhibition was granted FEPA support by the Con-
gress at Brussels 17th November 2006. The importance
of our exhibition was further increased by the FEPA Con-
gress, which was held during HUNFILA 2007, collabo-
rate with the National Federation of Hungarian Philat-
elists. Exhibits were shown in the following competition
classes: Postal History, Traditional, Thematic, Youth, Phila-
telic Literature and the promotional class One Frame.

The interest of collectors surpassed our expectation.
We received entry forms for over 1700 frames (!) and 70
entries for philatelic literature. Finally, the Organising
Committee accepted 1015 frames and 70 literature works
from 30 European countries, USA and Canada in the
Competitive Classes as follows: Postal History 52 ex-
hibits 433 frames, Traditional Class 35 exhibits 260
frames, Thematic Class 25 exhibits 180 frames, in the
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Youth Class as Groups 6-7-9 collections and 43 One-
Frame exhibits.

In the course of the accompanying programmes of the
exhibition we organised a Thematic F orum, philatelic
contest for young collectors, Maximaphily Seminar by
Nicos Rangos, Chairman of the FIP Maximaphily Com-
mission and special post office. Postal Administrations
(Cyprus, Italy and Hungary), foreign and Hungarian deal-
ers offered stamps and were available to collectors, There
were also meetings for Hungarian and foreign exhibi-
tors, in order to establish friendly and professional con-
tacts. In addition. to complete the picture there were in-
ternational contacts for the representatives of national
federations as guests or officials.

The utilization of the above opportunities, the meet-
ing and relations of the foreign and home collectors may
serve the development of the Hungarian movement of
philatelists and its international acknowledgement.

On the last day of Hunfila 2007 FEPA Congress was
held in a magnificent building of the Hungarian Scien-
tific Academy. 33 delegates - a never seen majority of
member federations — assembled in the beautiful ,,Hall
of Jacobing”.

As in the next 70th FIP Congress on 28th June 2008
in Bucharest-Romania two Vice-Presidents and two Di-
rectors have to be elected, the present FEPA Congress
decided on the nominations of candidates for seats due
to Europe in the FIP Board of Directors. Jussi Tuori (Fin-
land) got 19 votes, therefore, after the mandate of
Fernando Aranaz expires, he will be the Vice-President
of FIP from Europe.

Whilst Dieter Hartig won the major-
ity of votes in the first run, after a triple draw in the next
run Bernando Jimenez (France) became our second can-
didate for Director,

ST. PETERSBURG 2007

When in October of 2006 the FIP Congress gave to
St. Petersburg-07 its patronage, many people had serious
doubts if this could be possible or if the exhibition could
be organised.

For this exhibition, FIP Board nominated two Con-
sultants, Mr. Tay Peng Hian, from
Singapore and Mr. Lumir Brendl, from
Czech Republic.

In effect, only Mr. Tay Peng Hian was
involved in the exhibition, as consultant,
having been Mr. Lumir Brendl completely
forgotten, even during the Palmarés Din-
ner of the exhibition.

It was indeed possible to organise a
world exhibition like St. Petersburg in 8
months, but for this it was absolutely nec-
essary to have an efficient team in sifu to
do it and this never happened in St. Pe-
tersburg,

I found two men, Mr. Borodin and Mr.
Klochko, who worked a lot, but they were
completely insufficient to organise the ex-
hibition. These two Russian philatelists

do not live in St. Petersburg, so it was even more diffi-
cult yet. From the very beginning I felt that something
was not usual in this exhibition.

We were sending e-mails to the organisers and no
answer was received. The entry forms were sent to

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Singapore!! The Commissioners had not any informa-
tion about the delivery of the exhibits, about customs,
about the return of the exhibits, the address to send the
exhibits to St. Petersburg and many other things abso-
lutely necessary to do a good job in this charge and mainly
to feel that the exhibits could be sent to Russia in safety.

It was in reality a tremendous confusion, which caused
some philatelists to give up to be present or to exhibit.
The information for the payment of the fees was also
confusing. This happened because the organisation was
carried out by a company of events, which did not under-
stand anything about philately and how a world phila-
telic exhibition is organised. On the other hand, they had
not any experienced philatelist to advise and help them
on the very specific tasks of a philatelic exhibition.

In the return of the exhibits, the Commissioners had a
great problem and subsequently the problems were trans-
ferred to the exhibitors. The Commissioners were obliged
to pay the return of the exhibits and after the exhibitors
were obliged to pay to the Commissioners. This in fact is

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against the GREX and could never have been allowed to
happen. Now FIP, the Commissioners and the exhibitors
have 12.000.00 euros to receive and the obvious ques-
tion is who shall pay this amount? At the moment was
not possible to receive any payment! To be frank with all
of you I think that will be very difficult to receive this
money. I would like to be wrong and I would like to write
in next FEPA NEWS that I was wrong.

So, FIP must now take this matter under a strong at-
tention and solve the problem.

The dismount of the exhibits at the end of the exhibi-
tion was a tremendous confusion with the frames opened
at the same time and everybody was free to do what he
wanted.

The information bulletin was published only one
month before the exhibition. However, both had a good
and a nice print, but missed a philatelic article and the
concept of these publications was not the best.

It is obvious that this exhibition had also positive
points. The place had a good decoration, but a little hot,
the space between the frames was good, the Palmarés
dinner was held in a beautiful place, the rooms of
jurors and commissioners were placed in a pleas-
ant palace with very nice rooms, the excursion was
a good moment of sociability where the medals
were given to jurors and commissioners and some
authorities (not all). So, this means that when Mr.
Borodin and Mr. Klochko were present and as
philatelists they did their best to solve the prob-
lems of the exhibition, all could run satisfactorily.

During the exhibition were held two seminars
on Maximaphily and One Frame Class. In the first
lecturer was Mr. Jos Wollf, FIP President and in
the second Mr. Fernando Aranaz del Rio, Vice-
President of FIP.

St. Petersburg-07 belongs now to the past. Ex-
hibitions are always an ever learning procedure
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Jos Wollf, FIP President as lecturer in the Maximaphily Seminar:

for all. I am sure that Russia shall have good condition to
organise good exhibitions in future. Russia has good and
competent philatelists This exhibition was not the best. I
wish the next can be better.

I know that the task of Mr. Tay Peng Hian, was not
easy at all. For this reason the FIP Consultant could never
accept to break the FIP rules as he unfortunately did.

Mr. Fernando Aranaz and Mr. Tay Peng Hian, FIP Consultant.
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First he did not respect the other FIP Consultant, Mr.
Lumir Brendl, who is fluent in Russian and could have
helped a lot. However, Mr. Tay decided to concentrate
all the tasks in his hands and 1 wonder why. Why he de-
cided to concentrate all in Singapore? If he had realised
that the organisation was not running smoothly and well
as it should be in such a tight time limit, he should have
taken immediately the appropriate steps to correct the

handicaps. Unfortunately this was not done and the gen-
eral confusion was the general tone of this exhibition.

Mr. Tay did a great mistake when accepted that the
IREX of the exhibition was against the GREX. He was
advised by many Commissioners in St. Petersburg in this
respect, but the only thing he said was that the IREX was
clear and by saying that he made a serious mistake. The
IREX may never be against the GREX. The same grave
mistake was repeated by him as FIP Consultant in the
World Exhibition of ISRAEL-08, which shall be
organised next year in Tel Aviv and with this repetition
we would have again the same problem. However, the
Philatelic Federation of Israel advised me that this shall
not happen and confirmed that the IREX will be changed.

The Jury of the exhibition was not formed in the bet-
ter way possible. I could find many jurors from the same
country and no jurors from other countries. From
Singapore we there were 3! When, finally, shall we have
a clear rotation of jurors giving the opportunity the maxi-
mum of different countries to be represented? It is abso-
lutely necessary to have FIP Statutes and GREX revised
in order to finish with this completely unfair situation.

Mr. Tay is, no doubt, a proven qualified Consultant,
but in this exhibition he allowed a lot of unpleasant situ-
ations. As FIP Director, he had a great responsibility in
this exhibition and, in my opinion, he should be the first
to solve the problem with the cost of the return of the
exhibits and he must be the mainly conductor of this pro-
cess.

International Meeting of Youg Philatelists Altach 2007

At the end of July and in the first days of August 2007
in the small city “at the end” of Austria International
Meeting of Young Philatelists took place. The meeting
was very well organized by Youth Department of VOPh
and Austrian Philatelic Club of Liechtenstein’s Stamps
Collectors.

Is spite of the fact that all European philatelic federa-
tions was asked to participate, representatives from only
six countries gathered in this small but very hospitality
city few kilometers far from Switzerland border and about
15 kilometers far from Liechtenstein. Beside the larger
group of boys and girls from Austria, there were also
three young girls from Check Republic, two girls from
Portugal, two girls from Hungaria, a boy from Sweden
and two girls and a boy from Slovenia. All young came
with their mentors of course. For youngsters from
Slovenia participation on this meeting were award for
their success at national youth philatelic exhibition. Jasna,
Tomaz and Zana were the best in their age category at
FIRAMLA 2007, which took place in May 2007 in
Trbovlje.

Noch eine Erfahrung haben EMYP 2003 und 2007
gebracht:

Die Verlingerung des Treffens auf eine Woche er-
wies sich als glinstig fiir den praktischen Gewinn der
philatelistischen Arbeit und die Nachhaltigkeit der Kon-
takte. Anzudenken wire auch eine Férderung von Seiten
der EU (Kultur, Jugendarbeit).

Als Nachteil erwies sich, dass diesmal ein héherer
Beitrag eingehoben werden musste. Mit der Veranstal-
tung in Vorarlberg, dem duflersten Westen Osterreichs,
befanden wir uns in einer Hochpreisregion, wo ein Tref-
fen ohne entsprechende Kosten-beteiligung der Teilneh-
mer nicht durch-fiihrbar war. Dies brachte allerdings ei-
nige Linder in Schwierigkeiten, weil sie nicht entspre-
chende Fordermittel aufbringen konnten.

Wir kénnen uns gut vorstellen, dass bei entsprechen-
der Etablierung von EMYP — European Meeting of Young
Philatelists innerhalb der FEPA im Abstand von zwei oder
drei Jahren es moglich sein konnte, zeitgerecht anzuspa-
ren bzw.

Hungary, Czech Republic, Slovenia, Sweden, Portu-
gal and Austria had sent young collectors to EMYP 2007
held in Altach, Austria, from 30" July to 4™ August. Ger-
many was represented by the head of the German youth
organization (DPhJ), and last but not least by Gerhard
Binder in his role as the lecturer of the seminar to whom
we herewith convey our special thanks.

We have made new friends, we have intensified old con-
tacts, and we have exchanged stamps and entires. The semi-
nar on how to create a rank I exhibit was for the benefit of
everybody: not only the young people have learned much,

but the adults were challenged as well in meeting the level
of expectations during the practical exercises.

Excursions have brought us to the postal museum in
Vaduz (Liechtenstein) and to Andelsbuch in the Bregenz
forest.

Let me present a few thoughts from the side of the
organisers:

We are frequently asked as to whether this type of
meetings would make sense. Our experience is as fol-
lows:

The very first meeting during the recent past which
exceeded regional relevance
was held in 1999 in Weimar,
Germany. At this occasion,
Woligang Jakubek organised
a special auction for the young
collectors. The participants
left with their expressed
wishes that such meetings
should be continued.

In 2000, Finland organised
the FILEHASA in Helsinki,
ending with a most interest-
ing resumee about youth work
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in philately, and Austria invited young people to visit
Vienna during the WIPA 2000.

The 2001 meeting was only a regional one, from Fri-
day afternoon through Sunday afternoon, with guests
from several countries. The experience is that this time
frame was too short: hardly having overcome the initial
reluctance of communicating in a foreign language with

persons so far unknown the moment of departure was
there. This hampers making new friends.

2002 in Opole, Poland, resulted in a useful overview
of the youth work in the participating countries. We found
that we can learn many things from each other, and that
we need to maintain good contacts in order to intensify
the youth work throughout Europe.

2003 in Graz, Austria, the 10 participating countries
jointly created an exhibit, with an additional 10 non-par-
ticipating countries having sent material for being included.

Several months prior to the meeting we had sent sheets
to all FEPA member countries, asking them fo have young
people fill them with philatelic material pertaining to the
topic “Fauna and Flora in the Landscapes of Europe”. We
have received a large number of sheets. The young partici-
pants’ task consisted in creating a cover page, and in bring-
ing the pages in a good order. The result was a “journey”
from Russia via Scandinavia and Central Europe, ending in
the West and South of our continent. As there had been no
firm regulation concerning the set-up and the age of the
young people involved, the exhibit now gives a good over-
view of the youth work throughout Europe.

Our main idea for 2007 has been to facilitate the ex-
change of (youth) exhibits within Europe. We had thought
that exhibits should have had a rank I classification on a
regional basis prior to being shown abroad, and as the
participants of the earlier meetings mostly had been ex-
hibitors already, we offered a seminar on how to create a
rank I exhibit.

In fact, we have seen that the levels of philatelic knowl-
edge and experience have differed widely. For this rea-
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son, we had to follow a very intense seminar programme
in order to achieve the objective set. Our recommenda-
tion for future seminars is to offer the basics (The do’s
and dont’s) of creating successful exhibits, be it on a high
and challenging level.

One more experience from both the 2003 and the 2007
meetings: it has been absolutely useful to extend the du-
ration to a full week. This is a prerequisite for intense
philatelic work as well as for establishing good and last-
ing friendships. May be that the latter would create a
possibility to get subsidies from the European Union
(Youth work, and cultural exchange).

A disadvantage of the 2007 EMYP was the fact that we
had invited to
the Western-
most prov-
ince of Aus-
tria, Vorarl-
berg, which is
a high-price
region. This
is why we
needed — in
spite of re-
markable
contributions
from several
sponsors and
the VOEPH
(Federation
of Austrian
Philatelic As-
sociations) —
participation
fees from the visitors which exceeded the levels of earlier
meetings. This made a few countries cancel their planned
presence, due to the lack of funds.

Looking into the future, we can imagine that FEPA
might take the lead in calling for EMYP meetings every
2-3 years. This would allow the national federations to
save funds and to look for sponsors well in time.

Experience has shown that young people participat-
ing in earlier EMYPs have meanwhile developed into
well-established functionaries in the respective national
philatelic federations and associations. A good coopera-
tion of all involved — the organizers, the philatelic asso-
ciations, the postal authorities and private sponsors — guar-
antees successful EMYPs, and brings benefits to the
organised philately as a whole.

45" National Polish Youth Philatelic Competition

The 45™ annual National Polish Youth Philatelic Com-
petition has taken place this year. Its title was “Tourism
in (Ewiétokrzyskie Region”. It was organized by the Youth
Committee of the Polish Philatelic Union and hosted by
the (Ewiétokrzyskie Region Philatelists. Due to that fact
we have visited Kielce this year admiring tourist attrac-
tions of the region.

It is worth mentioning that the national youth compe-
tition has been taking place uninterruptedly since 1962.
An interesting fact is, that there are not many country
philatelists unions holding a similar competition.

The National Polish Youth Philatelic Competition is
the biggest yearly mass event organized by the Polish

Union (PFU) for
young philat-
elists.

pants at the level of local philatelic youth clubs, as well
as at regional and national levels. In addition, the com-
petition also gives young people a chance to get to know
new parts of Poland because each year it takes place in a
different location and is accompanied by various
sightseeing trips.

Realization of exhibits

Throughout the years the form and name of the com-
petition has changed. At the beginning it was called Phila-
telic Marathon, later Philatelic Olympics and nowadays
National Polish Youth Philatelic Competition.

The changes have not only touched upon the name of
the competition. Ever since 1968, the competitors have
to prepare a mini philatelic exhibit. It is aimed at check-
ing the abilities of young people to build up the exhibit
and, more importantly, raising interest and developing
the skills to make their own exhibits.
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At present only the winners from regional and subre-
gional branches of PFU participate in the national final
competition. Every year there are about 70 — 80 partici-
pants divided into three age groups. During the finals
they have to deal with the following tasks:

1. answering philatelic test questions (30 questions);

2. answering thematic test questions (30 questions) —
every year the competition has a different theme con-
nected with culture, arts, geography, sports, history,
literature, etc; some of the interesting topics were:
‘Environment protection’, ‘1000 years of Polish his-
tory’, “The Geography of Poland’, ‘Polish sports
achievements’, ‘Poland’s fauna’, ‘Polish music’,
“Warsaw — the capital city of Poland’;

3. build up a mini exhibit (5 cards);

4. bring their own philatelic exhibit which is evalu-
ated by the jury.

Obtained points are summarised and 5 best partici-
pants from each age group enter the final part of the com-
petition, which selects three winners (in every age group).

It is also worth mentioning that the Polish Philatelic
Union organized the 1% World Philatelic Marathon for
young people to celebrate 500" birth anniversary of
Copernicus. The Marathon finished with an exhibition
in Rzeszow in 19

of that marathon.

Together with the competition, philatelic souvenirs
are always issued, such as commemorative cancellations,
envelopes, post cards and a catalogue.

In recent years the competition is accompanied by the
philatelic exhibition, arts contests for stamp designing and
trainings for club tutors prepared by the best Polish philat-
elists.

Every year the management of the Polish Philatelic
Union as well as the guests from the Polish Postal Ser-
vice attend the closing ceremony of the competition.
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In 2008 the Polish Post will celebrate its 450 anniver-
sary and due to that fact the 46" National Polish Youth
Philatelic Competition will be entitled “450 years of the
Polish Postal Service”. It is going to be one of the events
accompanying the celebration and is going to take place
in Wroclaw. The co-organizer of that competition will be
