It is my duty and pleasure to call for the nomination of candidates for the FEPA Medals and Certificates of Appreciation for year 2020. 
· Deadline: 30 April 2021.
Hereafter you will find some remarks and recommendations based on the experience of the last years: 
· Communications: addressed to me, via e-mail only; I shall confirm receipt immediately. 
· Nominations: concise and effective information. As long documents must necessarily be shortened, the proposer is the most appropriate person to select the concepts to be kept. 
· Literature entries description: just a short abstract, in few lines, not a “summary” taking several pages. An abstract may be presented separately, to be used for the article in FEPA News.
· Images resolution and format: Photo of the proposed medallists, logo of the society, cover of the book, and photo of its author(s). At least 300 dpi (JPEG file) as they will be provided to the philatelic press with the formal announcement of the awardees. No .doc or .pdf files.
· Language: English only. 
· ALL requested attachments must accompany the proposal. Incomplete proposals will be ignored.
· Letter of consent: signed by the proposed person(s) (for medals) or by the president of the proposed society (for certificates), not by a federation’s officer. 

· Books shipment information will be agreed with each nominating federation after 30.4. Due to the COVID situation, the Board shall make its decisions in a video conference, hence just one copy will not be sufficient to enable all Board members to evaluate the work.  At present the following alternative are considered:

· Upload a pdf file of the book making it available to all Board members,

· Present multiple copies of the book that will be shared among the members of the Board.
Of course, the Board will be pleased to consider other solutions aimed at reaching the objective of letting Board members to acquire an appropriate knowledge of the works.
